Butter in large quantfties is being
shipped to this city, and sells readily at
35 cents per pound. Ranch butter,
madejn this neighborhood, is equal to
the imported article in flavor, and being
fresher stands the test of merit far
better. Yet, as remunerative as tho
industry is, it is unfortunately neg-

lected by ranchmen. There is no rea-

son why they should not utilise their
facilities by engaging in the manufac-
ture of a commodity that may be
classed among the necessities of life.
People will have butter on their tables,
cost what it may. Cows can be made
to" pay many times their real values if

the ranchers would turn their attention
to the making of butter, and instead of
sending money away from home to pay
for it, they could nake notonly enough
to supply tho home market, but a sur-
plus tor export. When the cost of
shipment from a great distance is con-
sidered, the foreign article would be ex-

cluded, if there was a sufficiency of
ranch butter to be obtained. There is
really more money in butter, eggs and
other products of that kind than in
stock raising.

Tlie plain
tiff had a large flock of sheep near
Williams, in the year 1887, and com
plains that Mr. Garland, who had a
herd of cattle in thtr vicinity, had "men
hired to guard then, and that the herd- -

era killed some six hundred head of
sheep, and damages for their destruc
tion, and sundry other item, are de-

manded, in an amount of 7,000. Mr.
Garland files a general denial.
