He was admitted to the
practice of law in the year 1861, when
on the outbreak of the civil war, he es-
peused the cause of the union and en-
tered the federal service as first lieaten-
ant in the Fourth Iowa infantry, He
gradually, through the indomitable
courage he displayed gained promotion
until at the close of the war he won the
star of a brigadier general, At the close
of the war he repaired to Fort Smith,
Ark., and theie organized the first
bank in the south, entering the field of
finance as cashier. A year afterwards
he resigned his position and opened an
office as a real estate agent in Des
Moine  In June 1876 he accepted the
office of general land commissioner, ten-
dered to him by President Grant, ungler
whom he had served during the war,
This office he resigned to accept #bc
wider sphere of action offered himias
commissioner of the Atlantic & Pacific
Railroad company. He retained this
position until he was called to the a
ministration of its vast and multiple in-
terests as president. In his trying office
he has exhibited a wide range of thought
