
BRITISH THREE VOLUME NOVELS.

Writers llcnefltcd by the Demand Created
by the Circulating; Lltirarlo.

English throo volumo novels aro
ooutpftrntivoly rnro in this oountry,
but they aro sought after for n spe-

cial purposo. "Whon an nnknovrn or
little known author publishes a nov-

el in Great Britain, tho edition
struck off is usually a small one,
mainly for tho circulating libraries.
These librarios oroato n constant de-

mand forfrosh fiction, not necessari-
ly of n high chnraotor, anil when tho
book is in three volumes few per-
sons caro to buy at $7.50 what they
oan got from tho librarios for a
small feo. Of course tho works of a
successful novelist aro issued in lar-
ger editions, and they aro bought
by tho public no matter what the
prico.

Whon n book has had its day with
tho circulating libraries, many of
tho copies are sold, and somo of thorn
roaoh tho United States. Now, tho
throo volumo novel, inconvenient as
it is in many ways, is woll printed
in largo typo and upon good paper,
and if it bo a standard book is well
worth rohiuding in good stylo for
tho libraries of thoso who can in-dul-

in such luxuries. Booksollors
who innko a specialty of supplying
books of tho sort to special custom-
ers aro always on tho lookout for
bargains of this kind. An iucoin-plot- o

edition of Goorgo Moredith,
enoli book in its original throo vol-

umes, from a British circulating
library was rocontly bought by a
booksollor and hnndsomoly rebound.
Tho books aro worth $250, inoro than
doublo, by tho way, what they would
havo fotohed ton yoars ago. Suoh
has boon tho increaso of Moredith 's
long delayed fnrno.

Thoro aro other bargains to bo had
from tho leavings of tho circulating
libraries, but by far tho largor part
of tho books tlioy ciroulato onjoys no
other life than tho short ono thoy
havo in tho libraries. Tho hungor
for fresh fiction suitablo to library
circulation creates in Great Britain
a markot for novelists and accounts
in port for tho great numbor of third
rate novols that aro published in
Great Britain with acortain success,
though thoy aro novor heard of on
this sido of tho Atlantio savo by
thoso who road tho British critical
reviows. Tho number of copios tak-o- n

by tho libraries suffices to pay
tho oxponsoof publishing a book and
gives tho publishor a moderate prof-
it. Thoro is no such regular de-

mand to oncourago American novel-
ists to writo and Amorican publish-
ers to publish, so that tho amount of
fiction abovo a certain vory low
grado issuing from tho prossos of
tins country is much smaller than
that supplied by tho British publi-
cation houses. Tho circulating libra-
rios still liko to see tho threo volumo
novol, bocnuso its prico is prohibit-
ive to tho general reader, but tho
two volumo novol and tho ono vol-

umo novol aro becoming moro and
moro common in Groat Britain. Any
highly succossful novol has to bo is-

sued in ono volumo, ovon if tho
library edition has boon in throo vol-

umes. Tho standard novol in papor
is less common in Great Britain
than bora Now York Sun.

Tho
driest placo in tho world is probably
that part of Egypt botweon tho two
lowor falls of tho Nilo. "Rain has
novor been known to fall thoro, and
tho inhabitants do not boliovo trav-

elers who toll them that water can
fall from tho sky. Tho groat trado
winds at tho starting points of their
paths aro tho canso of drought and
barrenness, but whoro thoy cross
land at tho termination of their
oourso thoy givo out bounteous rain
supplies. Tho contrasts thus offer-

ed aro vory striking. Thus somo
parts of tho Maroccan Sahara noar
tho head of tho northeastern Atlan-

tio trado wind do not oxporionco a
showor for porhaps 20 years at a
time, whilo tho samo wind, whon it
roaohos tho coast of South America,
produces a rainfall representing a
dopth of 20 feet of water in n year.

TATTOOtMG ANO CRIMINALS.

A :ymmk Writer Who Does Not ltcllcvs
Ih h OwmiiWtlwM Uativeon the Two.

The French scientific) journal
Archives d'Anthropologio Crimi-noll- e

prints a curious and interest-
ing study of tattooing in its relation
to criminals and other outcasts, vag-

abonds and the insane. Tho artiolo
is made up partly of extracts from
a recently published Gorman work
on the subject and partly from tho
todies of anthropologists in various

countries, especially in Italy, Franco
and itarroany. Sonio persons havo
thought that tho habit of submitting
to tho tattooing jirooess not unusu-
al among criminals and rare among
persons of regular and roputnblo life
was evidence of the close relation of
tho criminal to the primitive sav
ago, in f.i.H, an effect of atavism
There have been many attempts also
to trace n rohttion between tho sub
jects depicted in tnttoo upon tho
bodies of criminals and othors and
their mental and moral character
istics. The conclusions of tho artx
ele nro iK)t favorable to thoso the
ories.

Although an examination of orim
inals in many prisons scorns to indi
onto a decided tasto for tattooing
among theui, tho belief of tho com-nil- er

of tho artiolo is that tho faot
that n man is tattooed oannot bo
taken as indicating anything as to
the category to which ho bolongs,
It is believed that tho frequoncy of
tattooing among any class of man is
determined by external rathor than
internal causes. Xo nnthropologio- -

al analogy is found in tho tattooed
designs, though the subjects of tat
tooing upon the persous of prisoners
agree with the view and customs of
persons belonging to their sooial
grado. Tattooed persons do not
havo marked criminal charaotoris
ties, and ordinarily they arc not dan
gerous or insensible to good. Lines
without color mtule in prison by tho
prisoner upon himself seem to indi
cate morbid psychic excitement
Colored tat toning is a valuable aid in
reconstructing tho past of a prisonor
and for the identification of crimi
nals, though not so good for tho lat
tor purpose as anthropometrics.

Tho facts and fignros that precodo
these conclusions are of tho most
curious sort.

Tattooing seems to bo common
among tho lowest olass of women of
loose lives. Ono student of the sub-
ject examined S00 of thoso womon
and found that 10 per cent wore tat
tooed. Names and initials of lovors
wore common marks. Aftor a capi-
tal "E" followed tho name, to signi-
fy that the affection was eternal.
Hearts pierced with a daggor woro
common, as indeed thoy aro upon
tattooed men. The breast and fore-
arm aro favorite places for tattooing
with both women and mon. Thoro
is a conjecture that womon of weak
will ami vagabond habits submit to
tattooing oftenor than othors, and
its prevalence among women of loose
lives is ascribed to thoir association
with criminals.

It has boon found that a consider
able proportion of tho rosano poor
are tattooed. Thoy exhibit a curious
variety of subjects allegorical, or
ratio, religions and conventional
but tho students of tho subjects havo
not been able to discover that tho
hallucinations of tho mad havo nny
relation to tho tattoo marks that
they bear. Favorito subjects are a
woman's hoad and bust, soldiers.
clasjKxl hands, which is probably a
Masonic sign, stars, comots, a boot
with spur, Christ crucified, an altar
with i s tho sun, animals aid
mathematical figures.

The article does not refer to tho
accepted belief that tattooing is
commoner among sailors than among
men in other occupations, though
some statistics of tho former occupa
tions of tattooed criminals show a
large proportion of sailors. Thoro
is no special referonco to tho elabo-
rately tattooed men and womon that
exhibit thomsolvos in dimo muse
ums on this sido of tho water or to
the faot that men have boon found
tattooed almost from bend to foot
with Masonic emblems. Thoro is no
reference either to tho fnot that tho
enforced idleness of somo prisoners
and of sailors on long voyages prob
ably leads them to resort to tattoo
ing as a moans of killing timo. Now
York Sun.
