MUSKRATS AND OWL3.

How One llreathee Under the lee and the
Other See Lone DUtaaoee.

At a meeting of tho Boston Sciou-tiO- o

society C. J. Maynard spoku of
muskrats and other animals which
he hod caught nnd studied. Mr.
Maynard's paper was largely from
his own observation. Ho spoke
quite at length about tho muakrat,
which, although a vary common nn-ima- l,

is littlo understood by natural-ists- ,

who need much further obser-
vation to cloar up certain obscure
points.

In tho winter time tho animal
builds for itself houses, which nro
low domes and have a floor above
tho surfooo of tho water, tho only
entrance beinc below tho surface of
tho stream. Sometimes the housed
are built upon tho ico at a distance
from tho shore. It has been quite a
puzzlo to know how the animal conld
reach its home, sinco it must swim
for a long distance under tho ico.
with no chance to broatho. Dissec
tion of the animal shows that its
left lunK is divided into several
lobes, which are in reality air roser- -

voirs, and which give it a very largo
air capacity. Then it has been dis
covered that tho rat, alter swim-
ming as far as it can without breath-
ing, stops and lets out a bubblo of
air, which comes in contact with tho
lower surface of tho ice. This con-

tact purifies the air, and after a lit
tle tho rat draws it again into its
lungs and proceeds on its journey

Tho muskrat is very dell wont in
sight, and many experiments were
quoted to show the fact A tamo
one which Mr. Maynard watched, if
driven through an open door, would
on tho first opportunity return over
tho very samo track, and if the door
had been closed in the meantime it
would apparently not see it at all.
hut would bump against it. In the
samo way tho animals in their wild
stato would hit against him if he re-

mained perfectly still, apparently
not being nware of his presence. Bnt
the hearing of tho rats is exceeding-
ly acuta Points in their anatomy
were noted the development of tho
bones of tho oar, tho curious vnlvo
which closes tho nostrils when the
rat is under wator and tbqstrnetnro
of tho tail, which is niuclnlattened
on tho sides, so that it serves as a
rudder and nropoller when the rat
is swimming.

Passing to other matters, Mr
Maynard spoke of his owls. Ho
mentioned in particular tho struc-
ture of tho bones surrounding the
eyo whereby this organ can be made
toloscopic or microscopic at wilL
His owl could distinguish the small
est insect crawling along near at
hand, and a moment later it would
attract his attention to a cow on a
bill at a distance a distance so
great that ho himself could barely
distinguish it as on animate object.
Owls ore afraid of cows, and when
over this one saw a cow ho niado h
peculiar noise which attracted tho
attention of his human master. This
ability to havo both near sight and
far sight Mr. Maynard traces to a
bony structuro of tho socket, which

capable of compressing the eye
and forcing tho lens into one form
or another.
