She ut once notified Mr. Head who
simmoned the chief of police and
Justice Talbot. The body was re-
moved to Logan's undertaking par-
lors where an  inguest was held, the
jury finding that decessed had died
from the result of an overdose of lan-
danam, evidently taken with saicidal
intent.

Letters were found among his effects
from parties at Soda Springs, Idaho,
and they were notified of his death.

Very litile is known of bhim, a8 he
wis ulways very quniet and noobisa-
sive, but it i= thought from evidences
found in his trunk and grip that he
has been a gambler. He had some
money when he came to Prescotf, but
had been on two or three sprees sinee
coming hers and is said to have been
robbed of considerable money during
one of these times, and when be died
was just sbout at the end of his Snan-
cial string. This may have had some-
thing to do with his committing the
=ad, rash act of ending his own life,
as no other cause can be found for it.
He was about 30 years of age and
seemed to be enjoying good health.
