vor of the cpunty.

The Linn County National bank
will resume business as soon as
permission can be obtained from
the treasury department. The
agreement made with the deposit-
ors provides for a payment of ten
per cent, of the deposits on the day
of opening, twenty per cent on
February 1st., twenty per cent, on
May 1st., twenty five per cent on
November 1st., 1894, and balance
on Feburay 1st. 1895, with inter-
est on deferred payments at 6 per
cent.

Papers were recorded last week
in the clerk's office here which
marked the closing of an important
real estate in Lincoln county prop-
erty. The parties to the deal were
A. Bush, the well known Salem
banker and Judge Lord, of the
Oregon supreme court. The deal
was quickly made and was a cash
affair. The property was trans-
ferred from Mi. Bush to Judge
Lord, and was block of laud in a
summer resort, and the considera-
tion was five cents. This did not
include the delinquent taxes.

Agent BufoTil and Indian police-
man Spencer started in pursuit of
the runaways and overtook them
about four miles south of Alsea bay
and Tcturned with them yesterday
to tire agency.

Next Saturday there will be held
another special school meeting to
decide upon some plan to secure a
term of school this winter. There
are a great mimy in favor of voting
11 special tax to defray the expenses
of the school.

favor of a subscription school, and
there are still others who do not fa-

We find that the mandamus case
against the superintendent of Ben-

ton county brought by Lincoln
county to compel him , to equally
apportion the school fund is not
generally understood. Our under-
standing of the case is this: When
the taxes for 1893 were levied the
two counties were, of course, still
in one. The intent of the law at
that time, and undoubtedly the in-

tention of the county court when
such levy was made, was to levy a
tax on all the property of the county
as would be sufficient to support all
of the schools of the county, and it
was evidently the intention of the
framers of the bill that the fund
thus CiCatwu a'uuulu bit disbursed in
exactly the same manner as was
intended it should be when the levy
was made, hence the provision of
the bill that the apportionment of
school funds should be made the
same as though the counties had
not been divided. To our mind
the school funds of both counties
should have been merged into one
and apportioned the same as was
intended when the bill creating
Lincoln county was framed and
passed.
