Thev find that they can attain such land
in all quantities, some of it free and as
much as thev want at 'i an acre, and
that as a settler need pav onlv a tenth
of the purchase luoiiev down, with nine
rears to pav tho rest, his iHiut increases
in value fur above the purchase price
long betore ins payments are one. Ami
the men o Washington, Oreson and
Western States see by the map that they
have not far to go; that lines run up
from the bonndarv at several points to
Calgary and Kdmontou, and that the
lands to K acquired are along the line
of railwav and withiu easv roach of a
tat ion. It is no wonder therefore that

there is a ouiet but extensive movement
among American farmers to get to this
Northern Alberta country, and that the
amis irom tiltv miles north ot t aigarv

to Kdmontou on the Saskatchewan and
bovoiid it are verv cagorlv sought.
