Augusta, Maine, the capital of the State,
was visited by a terribly destructive fire on
Sunday, the 17th inst. Tlio entire business
portion of tho city extending from tho pas-

senger bridge to intlirop street and from the
river to above the railroad track, is in ruins.
Every lawyer's office, in the city, every bank,
two hotels, the postofiiee, express and

ollices, nil the dry goods, book and
clothing stores in tho city, etc., were des-

troyed. The loss is fully half a million dol-

lars.
A curious case of miscegenation has re-

cently ocenred in South Carolina. Captain
E. J. "xainlin, of the 18th colored troops, sta-

tioned at Buford, has been tried, convicted
and sentenced by court martial to be dis-

missed the service for cohabiting with and
afterwards marrying a colored woman of
bad repute. Sentence has been allirmed by
General Gilmore, commanding the depart-
ment, in a general order.

Tho Montgomery special of the Mobile
Xcics says: "M, ny influential citizens of
Marengo and the adjacent counties havo pe-

titioned Govenor Parsons, asking interposi-
tion or the removal of Colonel Lynch, of the

The Jacksonville, Oregon, Sentinel Bays:
"Several of our citizens returned last week
from 11 visit to the Great Sunken hike, situa-
ted in the Cascade mountains, about 7.r miles
north cast from Jacksonville. This lake
rivals the famous valley of Sinbad the Sailor.
It is thought to average 2,000 feet down to
tho water all round Tim walls are almost
perpendicular, running down into tho water
and leaving no beach. The depth of the
water is unknown, and its surface is smooth
and unrullled, as it lies so far below the sur-

face of the mountain that the air currents do
not airect it. Its length is estimated at 12

miles, and its width nt 10. 'I here is an
island in its center, having trees upon it.
No living man ever has, nnd probably
never will, be able to reach the waters edge
It lies silent, still ami mysterious in lle
bosom of the " cverlastinir hills," like a huite
well scooped out by the hands of the giant
genii of tho mountains, in the unknown
ages gone by, and around it tho primeval
forests watch and ward are keeping.
