1st. Title to the property or other things
alleged to have sustained demsage, must be
fully set furth by deseription and value,

2d. Ii’{ whom the damages were commit-
ted ; if by the army or navy, state what or-
ganization, regiments, or ships, and who wis
the commanding officer and in command at
the time.

3d. The damages must be set forth fully;
cach thing damaged should be desoribéd ae-
curately and completely, and the character
and amount.of da done, fully set forth.

4th. The loyalty of the claimant must be
averred and fully sustained by proof.

Proor.—The domages alligml must be
sustained by proof, each item fully gnd clear-
ly proven as to kind, charaoter, value, and
by whom committed. The proof cannot be
too clear and plain,

Cnses, when intended for presentation to
Congress, cannot be to carefally prepared ;
the petition should clearly deseribe every-
thing conneceted with the claim, and the
proof should be taken only to the points
we tioned in the petition. Each affidavit
should have & five cont Internal Revenue
stamp attached and canecelled. 1

The President Insists upon his Policy.

It is understood, says the Washington
correspondent of the New York News, un-
der date of the I2th inst, ¢hut the members
of Congress from the Southern States, both
Senators and Representatives, -will present
thewselyes in o body, at an early day, with
their credentials, and ask to be admitted to
their seats; and that, at the same time, or
just before, the President's Proclamation
will appear, declaring the restoration of the
Union complete, and those States entitled to
their full representation in Congress. If the
Radical majority shall refuse to admit them,
then, it is said, the President will at once
make use of those measnres of which the
Constitution gives him the control, to make
the power of the Executive felt. Up to this
time he has endeavored to conduct his Ad-
ministration withoul coming to an open
breach with the Republican party. Bat he
thinks he has waitéd long e‘nougﬂ now, and
if the Radieals are determined to male the
igsue, he will not shrink from it He
knows that he will be supported by the peo-
ple at Jarge, and in Congress by Democrats
and moderate Republicatnis. He is  deter-
mined that the South shall be no longer de-
prived of its just rights, and if the Radicals
i Congress foree him  to extremities, they
will only have themselves to blame. The
Radicals are aware of this determination of
the President, and are alarmed about it as
the article in the Chicago Tribune of De-
cembér 30th shows., But the President will
not be detered by such attecks from the fear-
less discharge of his duty.

The Secretary of War, in compliance with
a resolution of the House of L’opresenta-
tives, has furnished a statement of the num-
ber of volunteers called for by the Presi
dent at various perioda.
