Fiit.i.ow Citizens: For I presume I have

the right to address you as Biich. To the
committee who have organized and conduct-
ed this meeting so far, I have to tender my
einccro thanks, for the approbation they
have manifested in their personal address
to myself, and in the resolutions they have
fidopted. I am : free to eay to you on this
occasion that it is extremely gratifying to
knw that a large portion of my fellow-citi-ze- u

approve and endorse the policy that
has been adopted, which is intended to re-

store the gloiious union of these States, and
their original relation to the Government of
tho Uniied States. This seems to be a day
peculiarly impropriate for such a manifest-
ation the day that gave birth to him who
founded this Government the Father of his
Country, who stood at the head cf his conn-
trv, who stood at the head of the Govern-
ment when all these States entered into tho
Union. This day, 1 say! is peculiarly ap-

propriate to endorse tho restoration of the
union l these States, founded by the Father
of His Country George Washington.

There is an attempt
to concentrate' the power of
in the hands of a few, and thereby bring
about a consolidation, which is equally dan-
gerous and objectionable, with' operation.
Sometimes revolution;' sire most disasterous
to the people, and are eiTectedwithotrt shed-
ding blood: The substance of- our Govern-
ment may be taken " away," leaving only the
formidable shadow. - Wo ilnd that in "fact,
by an irresponsible central tiirector, nearly
a4l powers of (Jovernment are assumed with-
out even consulting the Legislative of Exec-
utive Departments of the Government by
the resolutions reported by a committee on
w.homa.11 the legislative power of

has been conferred The principle
in the Constitution, which authorizes and
empowers each branch of the legislative de-
partment to be judges of the election and
oualiiications of its own members, has been
virtually taken away from these departments
and conferred upon a committee, who must
report before they can act under the Con-
stitution and allow members duly elected to
take their seats. Uy this rule they assume
that there must be laws passed ; tiiat there
must be a recognition in respect to States in
the Union with all its political relations re-
stored, before the respective Houses of Con-
gress under the Constitution, shall judge of
the election and qualification of its own

.members. You have been struir2;lin'r for--

four years to put down the rebellion. Yon
denied in tho beginning that any State had
the right to go out of tho Union, and it has
been settled that a State has neither the right
nor the jMjr to :o out of the Union, and
when you have settled that by the Executive
and mditary power of the Government, and
by the public judgement, you turn around
and assume that they arc out and shall not
come in. I am free to say to you, as your
Executive, that I am not prepared to take
any such position. I cannot turn around
now and give a direct lie to all I profess to
have done in the last five years.

I say that when these States comply with
the Constitution; when they have, given suf-
ficient evidence of their loyalty, and that
they can be trusted; whenthey yield obe-
dience to the laws, I say extend to them the
right hand of fellow-ship- , and let peace and
union be restored. I have fought treason
and traitors in the South ; I opposed the
Davises, the Toombscs and the Slidells, and
along list of others, whose names I need
not now repeat ; and now, when I turn
round at the othei end of the line, I find men,
I care not by what name you call them, (a
voice call them traitors,) who etill stand
opposed to the restoration of the Union of
these States, and I am free to say to you
that 1 am still for the preservation of the
compact, I nm etiil for the preservation of
this Union, I am Still in favor of this great
Government ot ours, living and following
out its destiny. (A voise Give U3 the
names.) A gentleman calls for their names.
Well, suppose I should give them. (A voice

we know them.) 1 look upon them, 1 re-
peat it as President or citizen, as much op-
posed to the fundamental principles of this
Government, and believe they are as much
laboring to destroy them as were the men
who fought against us. (A voice " what
are their names?" I say Thad. Stevens, of
Pennsylvania, (Tremendous applause.) I
say Charles Sumner, (Great arplause.) I
say Wendell Phillips and others of the same
stripe, all amongst them. (A voice " Give
it to Forney.") I have only to say that I do
not waste my ammunition on dead ducks.
(Laughter and applause.) I stand for my
country, I stand for the Constitution, where
I placed my feet from my'entraace into pub-
lic life. They. may traduce me, they may
slander me, they may vituperate, but let me
say to you that it has no effect upon me.
(cneers.) Let me say, in addition, that 1 do
not intend to be bullied by enemies. (Ap-
plause, and a cry " The pcople will sustain
you.") I know, my countrymen, that it has
been insinuated, not only insinuated but
said directly, the intimation ha3 been given
in high places, that if such a usurpation of
power had boon exercised two hundred years
ago in a particular region, it would have cost
a certain indiviuual his head. W hat usurp-
ation has Andrew Johnson been guilty of?
(None! none!) The only usurpation I
have ever been guilty of was between the
people and encroachment of power, and be-

cause I dared to say in conversation with a
fellow-citize- n and a Senator, that f thought
amendments to te Constitution ouht not
to be frequently made, that it would lose all
dignity, and that the old instrument would
be lost sight of in a very short time ; because
1 happened to say that if it was amended,
such and such amendments should be adopt-
ed, it was an usurpation of power that
would have cost a king his head, at a certain
time 1 (Laughter and applause.)

In connection with the subject it was
maintained by the same gentleman that wo
were in the midst of an earthquake, that he
trembled and could not yield. ( Laughter.)
Yes, thcro is an earthquake coming there
is a ground-swel- l coming of popular judg-
ment and indignation. ( A voice, " That's
true.) The American people will stand by
their interests, and will know who are their
friends and who are their enemies. What
position have I held under the Government?
Peginning with an alderman, and running
through all branches of tho Legislature.
(A voice, "from a tailor r tome gen
tleman savs I have been a tabor. ( Tremen
dous applase.) Now that did not discom-
fort mo in the least, for when I used to be a
tailor I had the reputation of being a good
one and making close fits; (Creat applause)
always punctual with my customers, and al-

ways did good work. (A voice, "Xo patch-
work.") Nor I don't want any patchwork;
I want a whole suit. But I will pass by this
little facetiousness, my friends. Some may
say, "You are President and you must not
talk about such things." When principles
are involved, my countrymen, when the ex-

istence of my country is imperiled I will
act as I have on former occasions, and
speak what I think. I was saying that I had
occupied nearly all positions, from alder-
man through both brandies of Congress to
that which I occupy at the present time,
and who is there that will say that Andy
Johnson ever made a pledge that he did not
redeem, or make a promise that he did not
fulfil? Who will say that he ever acted oth-
erwise than in fidelity to the great mass of
tho people? They may talk about behead-in:- ;

and usurpation, but when 1 am behead-
ed I want the American people to witness
it. 1 don't want by "inuendoes" by in-

direct remarks in high places to see the man
who has assassination brooding in his heart
exclaim that this 1'residetial obstacle must
bo gotten out of the way. I make use of
verv strong expression whon I pay 1 have
no doubt the intension was to incite assas-
sination, nnd get out of the way the obsta-
cle from place and power. Whether by
assassination or not, there are persons in
this (jovernment I doubt not who want to
destroy our institutions, change the charac-
ter of "the (jovernment. Arc they not satis-lie- d

with the blood which has been shed?
Boes not the murder of Lincoln aj pease
the vengeance and wrath of the opponents
of this (Jovernment? Are they stid

words lost do they still want more blood ?

Have they not had horror and carnaze
cnounh to obtain their otherwise
than by the hands cf the assassin? (No,
no.) 1 am not afraid of assassins attacking
mc where a bravo and courageous man
would attack nrother. I only dread him
when he would go in disguise his footsteps
noiseless. If it is blood they want let them
have courace cnouch to ftrike. (Applause.)
If my blood is to be shed because 1 i indi-

cate the Union and preservation of the Gov-

ernment in its original purity and rhastitr,
let it !.- bhed.

Put lot the opponents of this Government
remember that men poured out the blood ot

ruartvrs of the seed of the Church.
(Cheers.) Gentlemen, this Union ..will
grow; it will continue to increase in
strength and power, though it may be
cemented and cleansed with blood. 1 have
talked ' longer now than I intended. Let
me' thank you for the honor you have done
me, so far as the Government is conccrnec.
Let me say one other word in reference to
the' amendmeni to the Constitution oL the
United States.

Whn I reached Washington for the pur-
pose of being inaugurated as Vice-Presiden- t

of the United State:-- , 1 had a conversation
with Mr. Lincoln. We were talking about
the condition of affairs, and in reference to
matters in my own State. 1 said they had
called a convention, and had amended our
Constitution by abolishing slavery in our
State a State not embraced in his procla
mation ail this met his approbation. I
gave him encouragement, and in talking
upon the amendment to the Constitution, he
said, " When the amendment to the Consti
tution is adopted by three-fourth- s of the
States, wc shall have all. or pretty near all.
I am in favor of amending the Constitution,
if there was one other adopted." Said I,
"what is that, Mr. President?' Said" he,
" 1 have labored to preserve this Union ; 1

have toiled four years ; I have been subject-
ed to calumny and misrepresentation, yet
my desire has been to preserve the union of
these States intact, under the Constitution
as they were before." Hut, " said I," " Mr;
Prosident, to what amendment do you
refer?'' Ha said he thought there sho'uld
be an amendment added to the ' constitution
which would compel all the .States to send
their Senators and Pepresentativea to the
Congress of the United States. The. idea
was in his mind that it was a part of the
doctrine of secession to break, up tho Gov-
ernment, by States withdrawing their Sena-
tors and Pepesentatives from Congress, and
therefore he desired a constitutional amend-
ment, to compel them to be sent, How now
does the mat.er stand in the Constitution Gf
the country ? Even that pcrtion of it
which provides for the amendment of the
Organic Law says that no State without its
consent, shall be deprived of its representa-
tion in Congress. Now, what do Ave find ?
We find the position taken that the State
should not be represented ; that we may im-

pose taxes ; that we may send our tax gath-
erers to every region and portion of a State;
that the people are to be oppressed with
taxes. But when they come here to partic-
ipate in tho legislation of tho country they
a-- e met at the door and told, you must pay
your taxes ; you must bear the burden of
the Government, but you must not partici-
pate in the legislation of the country, which
is to effect you' for all time. Is this just?
(No ! no !) Then, I eay, let me admit into
the councils of the nation those who are un-
mistakably and unequivocally loyal those
men who acknowledge their allegiance to
the Government or swear to support the
Constitution. It is all embraced in that
Amplification of an oath makes no difference
if a man is not loyal. But you may adopt
whatever test oath you please to prove their
loyalty. When the rebellion was going on
the Constitution was rolled up ii a piece
of parchment. If it was violated in some
particulars to save the Government. There
may have been some excuse to justify it.
But now that peace has come, war is over,
we want a wi itteu Constitution. And 1 gay
the time has come to take the Constitution
down, unroll it and read it, and understand
its provisions. I came here to vindicate
the Constitution and to save it, for it does
Beem to me that encroachment after en-
croachment is proposed. I stand to-da- y

prepared, so far as I can, to resist these en-
croachments upon the Constitution and Gov-
ernment. I tell these opponents of this
(Iovernment, 1 care not from what quarter
tney come, you wno are cngngea in tno
work of breaking up the Government, by
amendments to the Constitution, that the
principals of free Government arc deeply
rooted in the American heart. All the pow-
ers combined I care not of what character

cannot destroy that great instrument, the
great charter of freedom. They may seem
to succeed for a time, but their attempts
will be futile j'they may think now that it
can be done by a concurrent resolution,
but when it is submitted to the popular
judgement and the popular will, they will
find that they might as well have undertak-
en to introduce a resolution to repeal the
laws of gravity as to keep this Union from
being restored It is just about as feasible to
resist the great law of gravitation, which
binds all to a common center, as that great
law which will bring back these States to
their regular relation with the Union. 1

have detained you longer than I intended.
A voice Go on We are in a great

struggle. I am your instrument. Who is
there that 1 have not toiled and labored for ;

where is tho man and woman, either in
public or private life, who h.os not always re-
ceived my attention, or my timo in propor-
tion to egotism. They say that man Johnson
is a lucky insui ; that no man can defeat me
I will tell you what constitutes good luck.
It is doing right and being for the people.
Some lu.ur or other the people will find out
and understand who is for and who is
against them. I have been placed in as
many trying positions- - as any mortal was
ever placed in, but so far, I have not desert
ed toe people, and 1 believe they will cot
desert me. What principle have I violated?
What principle have I swerved from ? Can
they put their finger on it ? Have you
heard them point out any discrepancy ?

have you heard them quote my predecessor,
who fell a martyr, end to his country's
cause as giving in opposition, or in contra-
diction to anything that 1 have done ? The
very policy which lam pursuing now was
pursued under his administration was be-

ing pursued by him when that inscrutabio
Providence saw fit to summon him. 1 trust
to a better world than this. Where is there
one principle, adopted by him in reference
to this reputation, that 1 have departed from
(' None, none !") Tho war is not simple
upon me, but it is upon my predecessor,
also. 1 have tried to do my duty. 1 know
that some are cmious and jealous, an4
speak of the White House as having attrac-
tions for the President. Let me eay to
you the charm of the White House lias as
little influence upon me as any individual in
the country, and much less upon me than
upon thoses talking about the difference
between the little that 6uGces for my
stomach and back ; and more than enough
has not charms for mo. The proud and con-
scious sut;afaetLn of having performed my
duty to my country, to my children, and to
the" inner man, 'is all the reward I ask.
(Great .applause.) In conclusion. I invite
this vat concourse here to-da- this sea of
upturned faces, to come with me, or I will
go with you, and etand around the Constitu-
tion of our country. It is again unpoluted.
The people are invited to read and under-
stand ; sustain and maintain its provirdons.
Let us stand by tho Constitution of our
fathers, though the heavens fall, though fac
tions shoal 1 rage, though taunts and jeers
may come, though abuse and vituperation
rnav be tired out in the most vie lent form.
I mean to be found standing by the Constitu-
tion as the cheif ark of our-safety- and the
palladium of our civil and religious liberty.
Yes, let me cling to it as a mariner clings to
the last plank, when the night and the tcra-P'-- st

close around him. Let us go away for-
