Ilississippi Central Itailrcad.
The excessive heavy rains that have oc-cur- ed

recently along the' entire line of this
great central and commercial artery have
caused no little trouble and expense to its
enterprising shareholders as well as to t"he

travelling and fhipping public generally, yet,
trains have run more regular than might
hare been expected, considering the rapid
manner in which the road bed and trestle
work was -- repaired since the cessation of
hostilities, for, be it remembered that no
road in-th- e South- - suffered more than the
Mississippi . Central. Before the war, this
road, two hundred and thirty seven miles in
length, had a locomotive for every ten miles
of its track, nearly every one of which were
ruthlessly destroyed during the strife. For
a long time afcer the road was repaired from
Canton to this place, a distance of over two
hundred, miles, regular tri weekly trains
were run over the entire line with only two
locomotives,' now, however, several more
engines are used, and if it were not for the
drifting sands that accumulate upon the
track in the deep cuts between the Junction
and Grenada during heavy rains we would
be enjoying uninterrupted daily communica-
tion with New Orleans.

Sectiox 1. No State shall make or en
force any law which shall abridge the privi-
leges or immunities of citizens of the United
States ; nor shall any State deprive any per-
son of life, liberty or property, without due

Sec. 2. Representatives hAll ha appor-
