A Plain Judicial Remedy for the In-
vasion of State Rights.

It is some time since the following propos
sitions were framed, and = form of an origi-
nal bill in chaucery under them devised.
The sume were slso submitted to an eminent
jurisy, and aflterwards commaunicated 1o
other persone, The propositions are re-
gardedrns shselutely unanswerahle, and as
showing irresistibly the fallacy of the nulli-
fication und Secession thegries of the rela-
tions Jietween the States and the general
Government. Very likely the same idena
have been expressed by others much earlier
in point of issue, and much better in point
of form, but possibly the presest stutcinent
muy not be without atiliv.

PROPOSITIONS.

1. The supreme power of definition and
interpretation is vested in the Supreme
Court of the United States,

2, This puower is beyond the reach of the
legislative und executive depurtments of the
Govermment
8 Thoesa departments cammot have putho-
rity to wake any conelusive declaration of
the existence, or any ennclasive deiinition of
the nature or extent o even their owu pow-
ers; nor any conclusive ioterpratation of

| any article, sectivn, sentence or word of fie

Constitution. Fhejadiciary slone have that
power. Subject thereto, legislative and
exeoutive declarations; defividons and in
terpretutions may be made Ly those depart-
ments,

4. As a court of chancery, the Supreme
Court has inherent anuthority, without any
legislative action whatsvever, to "establish
rules and eause proceedings for the preser-
vetion of its own existence and dignity, and,
within its original jurisdiction, to devise
and enforce remedies in cases where rights
exist and are invaded, and the law has not
provided adequate remedies. The court
cannot create a right, but it will not permit
a rizht to be invaded [or want of a remedy.
5, The legislative and exccutive depart-
ments of the Government have ug little an-
thority to impose conditions on and rest¥ie-
tions of the inherent powers of the court, as
they have to invade the powers themselves,
6. Of foreign affuirs, the judiciacy ars in-
formed by the foreizn department of the
Government; but, of the internal affairs of
the country, they will take cognizauce with-
out proof, d

7. The several States may maintain origi-
oal Lills in chuncery in the Svpreme Court
of the United States, for a declaration of
any constitutional right which is invaded or
threatened under color of a denianl of its ex-
istence ur extent, and for such furither or
other relief as the nature of the case may
require. A decree declaring and defining
such a rizht would be bindingon all depart-
ments and officers of the Government, io-
cladiog the officers of the army and navy.
Either the powers of the Supreme Court
of the United States have this extent, or,
practically, the Prcsidn_znt and the Congress
are the masters of the Court; and the Court
exercisea its supposed powers subject to
guch limitations, restrictivas, and conditions
as the Executive or the Legislature may see
fit to lmpose.

The Court will ¢ontinue to admit the su-
premacy of the Congress to legislute, and of
the President to execute; butit mast vindi-
cate its judicial supremacy or see its powers
usurped The absurdity of leaving great
constitutional questions to be determined in
the course of private litigation is beyond de-
seription The gigantic war through which
the country has just passed, must mark o
new era in its judicial us well as its politcal
history. The Supreme Couort of the United
States will come to be regarded<throughout
the civilized world as the most aug ’t_%pd
powerful judicial body everegrganizeéd, of as
merely a very high court offappeals for the
final settiement of private controversies. It
must be more than the house of lords, or less.
It may be compelled to undergo the ordeal
of the burning, fiery {urnace ; but, if so, may
the Eternal God of Justice grant it a deliv-
erance without the smell of fire upon its
garments.

This rule, about the time of ths year for
fishing, will hold pood whether you five in
Maryland or in Texas, in the mountains or
on the seaboard ; beeause the fishing season
never bLogins until the weather 13 warm
envagh for the frogs to ging, and the dog-
woods to Lleom. Remember 1 sav * fishing
season,” for there are waters which fish may
he caught at any time of the year when you
can obtain the proper bait. :

Ard vow, supposing that the season has
set in, never think of going out to fish if
thewind blows hard. Somehow fish don't
like windy weather. We cannot tell why,
for they are certainly safe iu their quiot
depths from any shipwreck; or violent dis-
turbance from the wavelets and the surfiace;
but 8o it is; windy weuther seams to pro-
duece such a degree of ularm or discomfort
of some sort, that they will not bitd, -

If the wind is from the east, whether it
be much or little, you may as weil let your
hooks and lines rest; for, 45 n general rule,
it holds good on the other side of the Atlan-
tic as well as on tnia side, that with sach a
wind yon will have poor luck, if you have
any at all. An old timg rhyming rule worth
your remembering, is in these words:

* Wind from the esst, Sah bite Tenst,
Wind from the west, Bah bite bost,
Wind fr m the south, bait in fahoes mopth,*

By which last line, | soppaose, is meant that
the fish will nibble and letgo without taking
the bait far enoueh into their thrguts to ad-
mit of being hooked. The rhyme &zr * wind
from the north,'' has never met my eye or
my ear, thouzh old Izaak Walton gives all
the others

Loud thundering, or the heavy paltering
of rain upon the water, will usoally make
fresh-water fish hasten to the shelter of some
deep hole or dark recess, That the boys
upon the banks should seck shelter from
rain and thupder is netural enough; but
why should ish? Are they ufraid of ge:-
ting wet? And yet oftentimes the boy on
shore will stand the rzin longer than the
fish in the watgr.

Ag o general rule you dannot expect to
have much luck in fishing if the water i8
very high from any cause whatever, whether

frowmn the tides at sea, from rain; or from the
breaking of a daw in an vpland stream.
Fish are timid creatures and all commotions
disturh them. In freshets the water is so
muddy that their gills become clogged with
impurities, and (as they breathe through
their gills) they no doubt feel as uneomfort-
able during a treshet as o boy would feel in
o sand storm, or in a dense smoke, whan Wé
could not draw a free breath. And On“the
senboard, the high tides twice every month;,
at the new and full of the moon, known as
Spring tides, enable the fish to penetrate so
far into the marshes, and to gorge them-
gclves so nbundantly upon the rarities to be
obtained only at those times, that they have
no appetite for bait at low water.

And now having deseribed so fully the
times unfavorable for fishing, it s but fair
that some description Le given of the right
time.
