Hut the great depth reached
in 1859 precluded further progress in that
manner, and a tunnel was commenced for
deep draining, which is just now finished.
It is twenty-tw- o miles long, two million cubic
yards of solid rock were excavated, ten
thousand pounds of powder used, and the
linear extent of blasting holes drilled is 180
miles. Naturally, on the successful comple
tlon of this colossal work, thirty thousand
ininer3, whoso livelihood is now assured for
twenty years, celebrated tho event with
grand rejoicings.
