General Order. No. 3.

To protect loyal persons against improper
civil suits and penalties in the late rebellious
States.

Military, Division and Department com-
manders, whose commands embrace or are
composed of any of the late rebellious States,
and who have not already done so, will at
once issue and enforce orders protecting
from prosecution of suits in the Stare, or
Municipal Courts of such States, all officers
and soldiers of the armies of the United
States, and ail persons thereto attached, or
in any wise thereto belonging, subject to
military authority, charged with ofi'ences for
acts done in their military c.pacity, or pur-
suant to orders from proper military author-
ity; and to protect from suit or prosecution
all loyal citizens, or persons charged with
offenses done against the rebel forces, di
rectly or indirectly, during the existence of
the rebellion; and all persons, tneir agents or
employees, charjred with tlie occupancy of
abandoned lands or plantations, or the pos-
session or custody of any kind of property
whatever, who occupied, used, possessed or
controlled the same, pursuant to the order
of the President, or any of the civil or mili-
tary departments of the Government, and to
protect them from any penalties' or damages
that mav have been or may be pronounced
or adir.tTged in said courts in any of such
cases ; and also protecting colored persons
from prosecution in any of said States
charged with offenses for which white per-
sons are not prosecuted or punished in the
same manner and decree.
