This, when
raised on a trellis, grows to an enor-
mous size, one vine having thews
specimens, each of them three feet
in length, besides many others over
two feot long. The flesh is said to
be very soli-.g!, with but few seods;
and the flavor very fine. This meth-
od of growing cucumbers recom-
mended as furnishing & much supe-
rior result to that of allowing them
to trail on the ground, as they thus
grow finer, straighter, and with a
larger yield, This new cucumber
has the skin perfectly smooth. It is
very short in the neck, and it is con-
sidered a decided gain to the resours
ces of the vegetable garden.

OveErarowN Hoas.—'There is not
one single advantage to be claimed
in favor of big hogs. There never
was a monster hog which did not
make the man who raised him pay
for evoery pound he weighed. ’l‘]my
do not furnish an ounce of moat
gratis, but charge full price for
every atom of their carcass. When
slaughtered, it takos o long time to
ol one cool tothe marrow in the
bone, and then when the hams are
put in salt, it is troublesome to fin-
ish them to the center.  Four hun-
dred pounds live weight is as large
a8 hogs shonld be to make good ba-
con, Beyond this size thore isa
loss somewhoere. Either the feeder,
butchor or consumer is cheatod, and
as o goneral thing every one who
has anything to do with the big hog
will find, if he observes closely, that
they are not so profitable as the
smooth, nice hogs of only 850 pounds
weight. A small head, with little
upright cars, and legs and eurs deli-
oato to porfection, are marks which
indicate the groatest amount of food
consumed; and will always draw
more roadily the attention of the
butcher.

Wiaex ro Use A Ronuer.—A cor-
respondent of tho  Aural World
writes:  “Jt may scom like presump-
tion to attempt to tell a man when
and how o use a fium implement,
but no man knows a thing until he
learns it. A very mistaken notion
yrevails as to the offect of rolling
and, The mest common one is that
it poacks the soil. This is novor true
excopt when tho sarface is smooth
and the soil fine, and then perhul_:s
only an inch deep. Usunally the
land to be rolled is uneven and
rough, as the plow leaves it, or is
lampy a8 after the harrow. The
roller will crush the lamps in one
case (if they are not too hard,) and
the lumps, althongh crushed, have
buoyed up the roller so that an ex-
amination shows that the loose soil
is not packed— only the lumps are
crushod.  But to roll directly afler
the plow is, above all, the proper
time to do it. Even when the soil
is apparently dry and hard and
comes up in chanks, there is a little
dampness in it that enables a heavy
(woighted) roller to erush it; bat
it be delayed six hounrs, and cven
throe sometimes, it drios out =o rap-
idly that it is pust cars. A very
foolish idea prevails among many
that it tends to form & crust and
bake. This can never be the case,
becanse, first, one cannot roll land
at wll that is wet enough to bake;
and, second, soil will “run” and
orust more not rolled than if itis.
First, and most important of all
keep the roller in the field with the
plow, and always “roll up™ before
noon, and again beforo night, except
on a damp snd clondy day. Second,
roll all plowed land, no matter what
use it is to be pul lo, except _fnll
plowing for gpring crops. Third,
always roll before the harrow, and
then keep rolling and h.gx:mwmg
until the soil i3 in condition, no
mattor if it is packed with coniinual
tramping if it is dry. It may ln:
crashed to powder under the l:ur:acs
hoofs and be all the better. Fourth,

The Michigan Farmer, which is

thority in regard to the wool mar-
kots, states that it has but little to
advance on this subject during the
present week. Tt says there is al-
ways a calm before a storm, and the
wool business looks throughout the
country as if' the dealers and manu-
fucturers were fairly obliged to fold
their hands and wait for the ecrops
Lo grow, and ceme to mavket before
they could do anything. It is now
close to the first of June, and it will
certainly be two wecks yet before
much, itany wool will be taken from
the sheep. Corn planting is not en-
tirely over yot, tho weather is cool
and none of the sheep are washed,
or likely to be for the next ten days,
unless we have much warmer weath-
er than we have yet had except for
ada(?' or two. \e'e can, therefore,
hardly expect the wool clip to be
offered generully in market before
the third week in June. Of course,
as usual, there will be numbers of
small, loose, rough clips that will be
first in the market, and that will be
'}ickud up at low priees, and we shall
iave these sales heralded sll over
the country as the prices at which
wool has opencd.

But our wool-growers must re-
member that wool this year is good
to keep. We have yetseen nothing
to change our views, or those that
we have repeated week afler week.
There will be a great scareity of
wool during this year, for there is
no chance to grow it, and we see
that it is 1»1-05:1!.110_ ulso that cotton
may not be insuch supply as to be
relied upon to make up for a de-
ficieney in textile material, and
hence there may be an advance in
that article, which will have a ten
dency to keep wool very firm.

Buyers and dealers are talking a
good deal about getting the new clip
for 60 and 65 cents at the West.
Wool bought at these rates will be 1
prize waich they will keep, for it
will be worth a great deal more be-
fore thrte months are over. Very
many of the Eastern dealers and
manufacturers are filled with the no-
tion that there is likely to be plenty
of wool to be got as soon as the new
clip comes in.  They had this idea
last year and especially the year be-
fore, and they learned diilorently
before the first =ix mouths haud
passed. Then they must learn thaut
there is ability enough now amongst
the farmers of the wool growing
States to hold their elips, which was
not the case five or six years ago.
So that a general and preconcerted
indifference on the part of buyers or
manufacturers, won't “work
worth a cent!”
