wherever found, and reservation lines s=hould
be no barrier to such operations. Oare should
bo takon not to strike iunocent or friendiy
Indisus who are near the sgency, and who
haye taken no part in the reesut forays.
Measnros should be bmmedistely tiken to
keop friendly Dndians from others, and per-
mission be afforded to others who are friendly
and have not had opportunity to Join them to
como in. Then all who psrsist in hostilities
shonid be pursued sud pupished.

A dispateh from. Fureka, Nevada,
says a terrible waler-spout burst in the monn-
tains on the 25th inkt,, and swopt through the
town, killing twenty porsons, and cansing
great destruotion of property. The water-
ppoul crossed the Central Pacille track be-
twoon Hamboldl, Weals and Tosne, washing
ont tha track, The west bound emigrant train
was wredked and five passengers killod., It
Liad boen raining with great viole oe from ocar-
ly intho morning till noon, when a clond burst
an the lofty range of mountains to the east.
A vast volume of water ruchad down the
canon where the town is located, The eant-
orn part of the town was tlooded in ten min
utss by the fearful muah of water constantly
inoreasing in violenos, depih and Impetuosity.
The people of that portion of the place wereo
hommied in overy moment.

A Novel Way to Prevent Drunkenuvess.

In Sweden a peculiar plan has been
adopted by the friemds of temperance
for preventing the evils resniting from
an excessive use of intoxicating liqnors,
The anthorities of Gottarburg in 1865,
bhegan & movement which afterward ex-
tended throunghout the kingdom, and is |
gaid to have been attended with the
most beneficial results. It was based
on two ideas, first, no single individual
out to be permitted to derive any gain
from the sale of spirits; and second,
that spirits ought not to be drank with- |
out the accompanying consumption of
solid food. The method adopted to
carry ont these views is thizs: An in-
corporated company in each town, con-
sisting of the most respected memblers
of the community, takes the enlire re-
tail liqror traffic under its snpervision,
selling at costlafter dedaeting & margin
for leakage and breskage. The persons

ut in charge of the places where
Fiqunr is sold are paid salaries by the
company. The expenses paid includ-
ing the ourrent rate of interest for the
capital invested, all profits are paid into
the town treasury. OIf course where
lignor is sold at cost no profits can
acerue from that trade ; but each publie
house is allewed to sell at a profit food,
tobaceo and unintoxiesting drinks, and
what is an important part ol the plan,
every place where hquor s sold is
bound to supply wholesoms cooked
food at all times during business hours,
The result of this system has been a |
great decrease in drunkenness. It may
seem singnlar that making drinks cheap
shounld lead temperance, but the secret
of the business 1s very simple. Tu the
first plac2 habitual drinkers of small
means being able to satisfy their crav-
ings for liguor very eheaply, are, there- |
fore, enabled to buy nounshieg food
withont depriving themselves of alco-
holie stimulants, whizh to them is the
first necessity, the food being always
ready at hand, And, in the sesond
place, as the traffic is not conduoted for
gain there is no temptation to sell im-
pure, poisonns liquors which excite a
desire for escessive indulgence, and at
the same time rnin the digestive organs
and destroy the appetite for patural
food.
