farm conneetod with the Cornell Univer-
sity (Ithiea; N. Y.) a five urs’ rota-
tion been adopted, which is called
the * five. vesrs' course.. The lands in
active eultivation are usually allotted as
folldwss + Thir'y scres to grass and
clover, fifteen ‘acres to wheat, fifteen
acres to corn, fifteen acres to oats, two
acres to potatoes and three acres to
sowed corn. The clover field, for in-
stance, will be mowed two years. In the

third year it will be plowed and planted
with corn potatoes, or wheat. In
the fourth vear it will be again devoted
to some general crop, and in the fifth
year it will be sewn with and
sceded, =o that the sixth year will find it
again a field of clover. This system,
with a judicious course of fertilizing, has
been found most successful.”

LETTUCE DRESSING. _

Five eggs beaten together, a level tea-
spoonful of ealt, smme of pepper. table-
spoonful each of butter, cream and mixed
mustard, and half a teacupful of weak
vinegar. Put all into & tin bucket and
place it in a vessel of beiling water, stir-
ring all the time untilit thickens. When
cold, add four tablespoonfuls of galad oil.
This dressing iz also very nice used with
sweetbreads—say three or four pairs, after
they have been cleaned, boiled in salt
and watér, and chorrell up, Mix the
sweethreads thoroughly with the dress-
ing; place a tablespoonful of this in the
middie of each leaf, with sma leaves
around it. Serve for lunch, dinner or
tea.

APPLE MANIOCA.

{ine quart of water, three large table-
smtmfulls of manioca; boil in a farina
boiler until clear as jelly, from twenty
to thirty minutes; then add a small piece
of butter and a cupful of white sugar.
Pare and quarter apples enough to cover |
the bottom of a bnning dish; sprinkle i
with white sugar and water; bake for
fifteen minutes. Grate nutmeg over the |
apples; pour on the manioca, and bake
until the apples are tender and clear. To
be eaten cold, with sagar and cream.

DAMPNESS,

For damp closets and cupboards which |
generate mildew, a trayful of quick-lime |
will be found to absorb meisture and ren- |
der the air pure, but of course it is nee- |
emary to renew the lime from time io
time, as it becomes fully slacked. : The
last remedy will be found useful in safes
and strong rooms, the damp air of which
acts frequently most ifnjuriously on the
valuable d(‘.ﬁ{s and documents which
they contain.

PEACH TAPIOCA.

Soak halfa pint of tapioca in half a pint
of cold water for several hours. Filla
baking dish about half full of canned
peaches, without the sirup, sprinkle the
eaches with sugar, and bake for halfan

our. Add half a pint of peach sirup to
the tapioca, some boiling waterand sugar,
boil until it is perfectly clear, pour it
over the peaches, and bake for another
haif hour. #Serve with sugar and cream,
when cold,
WATER-PROOF CLOTHS.

A good process for water-proofing cloths
is to dip them in a solution of sulphate
of alumnia or alum cake, and afterward
in a warm solution of white castile or
curd soap. Ordinary soap may answer
for dark cloths, hut white soap is essen-
tial in the case of white or light-colored
goods. The cloths are then to be rinsed
in clear cold water and allowed to dry.

APPLE CHARLOTTE,

Pare and chop some & ple\s fine; butter
an-enrthenware baking-dish; put a layer |
of stale bread crumbs in the bottom,
then a laverof apples, then another layer
of crumbs; sprinkle very thickly with
brown sugar, nutmeg, and pieces of but-
ter; keep on so until the dish is filled,
ending with crumbs; sprinkle over the
top half a cupful of water; bake, and
eat with rich cream.

ENGLISR MUFFINS.

Make a sponge over night as for bread,
using nothing but yeast, flour, a little
salt, and tepid water. In the morning
heat it up well and pour into muflin
rings upon the griddle. The batter
should be just stiff enough to drop (not
run) from a spoon.

TO MAKE GOOD MOLASSES,

One pint white coffee sugar, one pint
molassces, one tablespoonful vinegar, one
tablespooniul of butter ; cook slowly a
long time untif it “strings” from the
spoen when dipped up; pour upon a
greased tin pan; then pull it till it be-
comes white.

COFFEE CAKE.

One cup brown sugar, one cup mo-
lasses, one-hall cup each butter and lard,
one cup eold coffee, two eggs, one table-
spoontful cinnamon, one of cloves, one of
grated nutmeg, one tablespoonful soda,
one pound 1eurrants and raisins.

JELLY ROLLS.

Three eggs, one cup of sugar, one tea-
spoonful of cream tartar. one-half tea
spoonful of soda, one cup of flour; pour
it thin into a baking ran ; bake slowly;
spread jelly over it, and rollit up. Wrap
in o cloth.

JUMBLES WITHOUT EGGS,

One cup of lard or butter, two eups of
sugar, one-half teaspoonful of soda, one
{easpoonful cream tartar, one cup milk;
flour enough to roll; flavor to taste; roll
and bake in tins in a hot oven.

EGG KISSES,

Beat the whites of four eges, then put
in gradually a pound of pulverized sugar,
season with a speonful of extract of lemon.
Drop small quantities in letter paper, and
bake in a quick oven.

POURING TEA.

The Housekeeper says: There is more
to Le learned about pouring tex and cof~
fee than most ladies are willing to be-
lieve. If those decoctions are made at
the table, which is by far the best way,
they require experience, judgment and
exactness; il they are brought on the
table ready made, it still requires judg-
ment se to apportion them that they
shall prove sufficient in quantity for the
family party, and that the elder mem-
bers shall have the stronger cups. Often
persans ‘paur eut tea who, not being at
all aware that the first cup is the weak-
est, and that the tea grows stronger as
you proceed, bestow the poorest cup upon
the greatest stranger mu'} rive the strong-
est to a very young member of the fam-
ily who would have been better without
any. Where several cups of equsl
strength are wanted you should pour s
little into each, and then go back, in-
~verting the order as you fill them up,
snd the strength will be apportioned
yroperly. This is 20 well understood in

The recent crevasse near Delta,
above Friar's Point, swept a flood par-
tially over a dozen places or so, and some
of the levee preaks {:]WE‘?‘ down, at Buck
Ridge, Ky. Landing, Niblett's and Boli-
var, in the vicinity of the mouth of the
Arkanszas, also injured perhapstwo dozen
more. Down in Mil‘iken’s bend, and
throuph the Tensus country crevasses
caused more damage, but, except these
isolated ecases. no serious harm has re-
sulted. Below Vicksburg the injury
from overflow is insignificant and appear
ances indicate that the waters will be
within the banks of the river at all points
within a brief period. The Vicksburge
Herald reviews t‘ll? situation at length,
and, among other things, says:

*The sensational reportis contained in
our exchanges are sii{l floating around,
telling of the great damage done by the
high water, and the valuable lands inun-
dated. Some of them report the entire
Yazoo valley submerged, when in fact
there is not a plantation on Yazoo, Tal-
lahatehie or Sunflower rivers or Deer
creck under water. Those streams each
have a good deal of bank left, and the
back water in the swamp is falling very
fast. The people do not even appear to
be at all uneasy on the score of high
water.”

Jdewish Vitality.

The Jews are the heslthiest and long-
est-lived people on the face of the earth.
Their immunity fiom diseases of all
forms is remarkable. Even the great
epidemics pass them by with the infliction
of a much lighter scourge than fallsupon
sther races. It is declared that the
cholera never chose one of them for its
vietim, and, in fact, the denths from this
malady have been so few as almost to
bear out the assertion. Suicide is seldom
practiced among them. It has been com-
puted, from statistics refurned in certain
provinees of Austria and Germany, that,
in a population of 1,000,000, the propor-
tion of suicides between the Jews and
the mixed white races was as oneto four,
From data carefully studied, Mayer
ascertained that, in Furth, the propor-
tion of Jewish ehildren who die between
the ages of one and five years is ten per
cent., and of Christiah children of the
same age it is fourteen per cent, M. Neu-
ville, calculating from the statistics of
Frankfort, shows even & greater vitality
existing among the children of the Jews.
He also finds from his data that the aver-
age duration of the life of the Jews is
forty-eight yvears and nine months, while
of the Christian it is thirty-six years and
eleven months. Tn the total of all ages,
half of the Jews born reach the age of
fifty-three years and one month, whilst
half the Christians born attain the age of
thirty-six yearsonly. One-fourth of the
Jewish population live beyond seventy-
ane years, but the sante proportion of the
Christinn popuiatien live only beyond
fitty-nine years and ten months. The
official returns of Prussia give the Jews
a mortality of 161 per cent., and the
whole kingdom 2.62 per cent. While the
Jews double their numbers in forty-one
and one-half years, others require a
period of fifty-one years, In 1349 there
was in Prussia one death for every forty
Jews, und one death for every thirty-two
of the remaining population.
Commenting upon these statistics,
which are bronght together by Dr. Rich-
ardsonin “ Diseasesof Modern Life,” that
author ascribes the high vitality of the
Jews to their sober way of living. “ The
Jew drinksless than his®gven Christian ;’
he takes, as a rule, belter food ; he marries
earlier; he rears the children he has
brought iuto the world with greater
personal care; he tends the aged more
thoughtfully ; he takes better care of
his poor ; and he tukes good care of him-
self. He does not boast of to-morrow,
but he rru\'inlea for it ;and he holds te-
naciously to ali he gets. To our Saxon
eyes und Celtic eyes he carries these vir-

| tues too far; but thereby he wins, be-
| comes powerful, and scorning boisterous

mirth and
hu}ypy."
t is a faet in the history of the
Jewish race that they nowhere have paid
especial attention to the development of
physical eapacity. They do not from
choice enter & military life, they estal-
lish no public games, are not given to
athletic exercises, and pursue no definite
for attaining great corporeal
strength and stature. As a people they
‘ standard,

and still their vilality is greater than
that of any other eivilized race. In ap-
plying these facts to the guestion of the
effects of severe physical exercise, Dr.
Richardson remarks: * It would be im-
possible, and, in truth, unnecessary, to
enforce any stronger argument as to the
negitivae value of excessive physical ex-
ertion in sustaining the vital power of 2
race. In the course of centuries the
mwost powertnl nations bhave died out,
and empires of perfect physical beauty
and chivalric fame have passed
But, through all these vicisitudes, one
race, cultivating none of the =o-called
athleticand heroicqualities and following
none of the exercises popularized
‘hardy,” ‘invigorating,” has Iw]rl its irre-
pressible own, to remain a mere numer-
ous people, in its totality, than ever; a
]-r'ropln- stiil presenting a more tenacious
ife than its neighbors, and showing, as it
is relieved of the cruei restraint long
forced on it, the eontinuance also of
mental force and of commanding genius
in art, in letters, in politics, in cem-
