Gen Hammond exhibited
gront mental and physical distress while
making this confession to Gen. Fisk, aml
before he had concluded sank into a state of
mneonsciousness produced by rheumati=m of
the heart, as stated by his physician, from
which It was at one time thought he would
nnt recover. .

THE EMPRESS OF RUSSIA.

From the memoirs of the Count de
Reiset 1 translate the following, as he is
the last of an old sehool of diplomats
who leave their mark at every court in
Europe, earrying thence in return
recoliections and regrets which they are
one day sure to publish: Thirty-nine
vears ago this very month of January
the Grand Duke Alexander of Russia
set out, accompumnied by Counl Orloff
and s numerous suite, to visit the wvari-
oug Courts of Germany, where Prin-
cesses, marriageable and suitable, were
officially reported to exist, He went to
Berlin, of course, and to several other
of the North German capitals. He ar-
rived shortly afterward st Frankfort
and put up at the Hotel de Russie. But
no marrisgeable Princesses were to hoe
found at Frankfort—at that time a freo
republic.

t was only to ba the halling place
for the night and Carilsrake their goal,
where the Princess Alexandrina, who
afterward became Duchess of Saxe-
Coburg Gotha, and the Princess Mario
of li:uﬁen. afterward Duachess of Hamil-
ton. and the mother of Monaco, whose
divoree suit at Rome is & conse celebre,
formed a pair of the greatest attractions
in Germany. The imperial travelers
were leaving Frankfort, therefore, when
the Doke of Hesse-Darmstadl sent an
invitation to the Grand Duke beggzing
his company at the neighboring cestlo
of Darmstadt.

‘The Grand Duke wus
strock still more by her retiring good-
ness and modest beauty, and doring the
evening conversed wilth her frequently.
On his return to Frankfort the Grand
Duke scarcely spoke a word to the gen-
tlemen of his suite, and retired at once
to his apartments.
