A Feathered lafant.

At. last the vara aeis has been found :

"the most marvelous phenomenon
which has ever been since, the world
has been discovered." We quot
from the T 'igie 'Je Crerbonrj, France
which is responsible for the authentic
ity of the following details concerning
the living infant wender at present
domiciled at Cherebourg, but short!'
to be despatched to Paris in order to be
presented to the French Academy of
Medicine. The phenomenon is a baby
aged six months, named Augustine
Lavir, the nape of whose neck has tl
singular gift of producing an uninter
rupted succession of feathers. Twen
ty-thr- have already sprouted, reach
ing maturity, and fallen off, to be
carefully stored up by the infant's
father, a workman, whose fortune
may be considered made if the sur
prising story turns out correct.

thus described : A pimple forms on
the nape of the neck, quite close to
the roots of the hair.
