The candidmte for Vice-Iresident §s al-
most as well-gpown throughout the coun-
try as the head of the ticket. General
Logan has morecover the advantage of a
military record and no lnsigniticant pop-
ularity amoug the soldiers. 1Io 1823 Dr.
John Logan emigrated from Ireland and
settled in Juckson County, L., where,
near Muarphysboro, February 9, 1826,
John A. Logan was born. Ilis mother,
who was Elizabeth Jepkins, was a native
of Teuncssee, The curly life of John A.
Logan was spent in Jackson County,
where e obtained some education from
his father and such school-teachers as
chanced to teach in the district. Atthe out-
break of the Mexican war young Logan
voluntecred aund was chosen a lientenant
ina company of the First Iliinols In-
fautry. As a soldier he did good serviee,
und was for some time Adjutint of his
regliment.  In the fall of 1518, upon his
return home, he commenced the study of
law ino the office of his uncle, Alexander
M. Jenkins, formerly Lieuntenant-Gov-
synor of Illineis. In November, 1840, he
was elected Clerk of Jackson County.
In 1850 he attended a course of law lec-
lures at Louisvile, Kentucky, receiving
his diploma in 1851, when he enterdd in-
to practice with his uocle. The fol-
jowing year he was elected Pros-
ecuting Attorney of the Third Judiciul
District, and in the fall of the same
yeuar he was chosen to the State Legisla-
ture, to which position he was three
times re-elected.  In 1836 he was Presl-
dential Elector on the Democratic ticket
for the Ninth Congressional Distriet, and
voted for James Buchanan for President,
Two years luter he was slected 4 member
of Congress from the same district, re-
ceiving 135,878 votes, agninst 2,796 for
Phiilip=, Republican. At the next elee-
tion he wus returned by 21,381 votes as
aeainst 5,439 for Linegar, Republican,
In the campaizgn of 1860 he gave his ar-
fent sapport to Stephen A. Douglas.

IN THE WAR.

Mr. Logan attended the called session
of Congress in July, 1861, and immediate.
ly afterward jolued the troops going to
the front. He was lo the first bhattle of
Bull Run. Returnoing to his home Sep-
tember 1, e assisted ino raising troops,
aud September 18th the Thirly-first
Resiment of Iliineis Infantry was
orzanized with Logan commissioned as
Colonel, Muarch #, 1862, he was made
Brigadier General, and participated Inthe
giege of Corinth as commander of the
First brigadein General Judah's division,

When the attempt to take Vicksburg
began in the fall of 1862, General Logan
was in command ol the First Division of
the right wing of the Thirteenth Corps. On
the arrival of the command at Memphis,
December &1, 1862, the Seventeenth Army
Corps wus orgavsized, and on January
11, 1863, General Logan was assigooed Lo
the Third Division, in which position he
remafned notil the fall of Vicksburg,
when he was assigned to  the
command of the Fifteenth Army
Corps. In the movements about
Viecksbure {from February, 1863, urn-
til.July 4, when General Pemberton surren-
llered, General Logan with his command
was actively engaged.

S FROM ATLANTA TO THE SEA,

On Ju v 22, 1564, Logan, as commander
of the Fifteenth Army Corps, was ordered
In pursult of the enemy south of Atlanta.
Iv the hard-fought battle that followed
General MePhoerson was killed, and Gen-
sral Logan succeeded him in command
of the Army of the Tennessee. The suec-
88 of the battle was dccorded to Logan
by General Sherman’s official report.
On January 20, 1865, the campaign
of the Carolinas wus commenced,
the movemaents being for the
purpose of concountering Johnson’s
Army of the Potomae, The com-
mppnd passing through Columbia, Golds-
borough and Favetsville, until it reached
Ralelgzh, nenr which the surrender of
Johnson took place, and the campalgn
was closed,

IN PUBLIC LIFE,

After the close of the” war General
Logan was offered the position of Minis-
ter to Mexico, but declined. In 1866 he
was elected to Congress as 8 Hepublican
from the State at large in [llinola by a
majority of 55,987, aml in the Fortleth
Congress was onc of the managers of the
impeachment of President Johuson. In
the next, the Forty-fiest Cougress, Logun
began to make his mark in varions kinds
of legislative work.

In 1870 Lozan was elected by the Tili-
nols Legisluture to the United States
Senate to succeed Richard Yates, Aflter
servinz his term he was deleated by the
Independents, who united upon the Hon.
David Davis as his sgecessor, but he was
again elected to succeed Ogleshy In 1870,
He has always taken am active part i
all the legislation of the Scnate, and has
Introduced many useful bilis, The Gen-
eral is the fortunate possessor of a charm-
Ing wife, whose efforts have contributed
materially to the success of his public
CATeer,

The provisions of the Utah LU, pusscd
by the Sennte, compel hnsband or wife Lo
tostily In all cases of prosecutions for
bignmy, attachments Lo lssue withoul pre-
vious subpainn at the discretion of the
Court, Prosecuntions may be begun within
five yearsa. A marrlage corémony in
noy Territory shall be certified lo writing
and signed by all persons taking part in
the ceremony, and be tiled by the oflicer
or priest ofliclating for record, Viecla-
tion of this provision 1s pualsbhable by
fine not to exceed #1,000 nnd jwprison-
ment not more than two years, or by
both. Lvery such certificate and record
shall be open for Inspection, under llke
penalties for refusal to exhibit, Women
shnll not vote In Utah.

The Probute Counrt is deprived of jurls-
diction except as 1o eswates, and guard-
janship of mivnors and Insane persous,
gnd all lnws of Utali confirming rights of
inheritance to ilegitimate children are
