We were to attack North avenue station
first, and after that we could do as we
pleased."

"Was anything said about dynamite or
bombs?"

"Yes. It was said that dynamite and
bombs would give us the easiest means
of destroying the police. Engle said
that."

The witness, continuing, said that It
was resolved to call a meeting at eight
o'clock next night in Haymarket square.
"It was decided that as a body we should
not participate in the Haymarket meet-
ing, but should meet at our regular
places, while only a committee would be
at the Haymarket. If the committee re-
ported that something had happened, we
should attack the police where it
had been arranged for each gronp
to do so. Iu addition to the po-
lice, we would attack the militia and
fire department. It'was planned to de-
stroy the North avenue station so as to
prevent the police interfering if there,
should be a fight in the city. Attacks
were to be made on all sides at the same
time. No preparations were made if the
police should disperse the Ilaymsrket
meeting. We were ..simply instructed to
shoot the police in case there should be
trouble. In case trouble should arise in
the day time the committee would cause
the word "Ruhe" to be published. If it
wa3 at night they would report to us at
our houses. The word "Ruhe" was to
be published in case of a downright
revolution, and was to be a signal for the
armed, fo meet.

I left the meeting about half past ten
and went home. Next night I came
down to a meeting of the furniture
workers' at Zepp's hall, and while there
the bomb was exploded. After the bomb
exploded I went home. On the way I
stopped at Englc's house and told him.
He said it would be better to go home."

"Did you ever have any bombs?" .

"Yes. About six months ago Fisher
gave me one. It was a piece of pipe six
inches loig. I don't know what it was
filled withl It was at Thalia Hall. Fisher
had a large number of bombs, and dis-
tributed them among members of tho
northwest group. All the members of
the Lehr and Wehr Verein were known
by numbers. My number was 19. Quite
a number of us took bombs that day. I
remember Fisher, Engle, Urcitenfcld,
Iluber, Rheinholdt, Lehman, Herman
Schradei, Gruenswald and Huebner."

At this point in the witness' testimony
the court adjourned.

During the whole of the testimony the
prisoners kept their eyes fastened on the
witness. Their appearance was anything
but pleasant as they stared at him, but
he stood the scrutiny bravely.

"That man," said State's Attorney
Grinnell after adjournment, "is in con-
stant danger of his life. His testimony
is going to . convict the prisoners, and
friends of the Anarchists would be - only
too glad to kill him.

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a Pentecost. When they fight it is a
Thermopylas. When they die it is a
martyrdom. You find a great many roses
in the gardens, but only a few "giants of
battle." Men say ; "Why don't you have
more of them in the church?" I say;
"Why don't you have in the world more
Humboldts and Wellingtons." God gives
to some ten talents; to another one.

In this garden of the Church which
Christ has planted, I also find the snow-
drops", beautiful but cold looking, seeming-
ly another phase of winter. I mean
those . Christians who are precise in
their tastes, unimpasioned, pure as
snowdrops and as cold. They never
shed any tears, they never get ex-
cited, they never say any thing rashly,
they never do any thing precipitately.
Their pulses never flutter, their nerves
never twitch, their indignation never boils
over. They live longer than most people,
but their life is in a minor key. They nev-
er run up to "C" above the staff. In their
music of life they have no staccato pas-
sages. Christ planted them in the Church,
and they must be of some service, or they
would not be there; snowdrops, always
snowdrops.

But 1 have not told you of the most beau-
tiful flower in all this garden spoken of in
the text. If you see a century plant your
emotions are startled. You say: "Why,
this flower has been a hundred years gath-
ering up for one bloom, and it will be a
hundred years more before other petals
will come out." But I have to tell you of
a plant that was gathering up from all
eternity, aud that 1,900 years ago put forth
its bloom never to wither. It is the pas-
sion plant of the cross! Prophets foretold
it; Bethlehem shepherds looked upon it in
the bud; the rocks shook at its bursting;
and the dead got up in their winding-sheet- s

to see its full bloom. It is a crimson
flower blood at the roots, blood on the
branches, blood on all the leaves. Its per-
fume is to fill all the nations. Its breath
is Heaven. Come, O, winds, from the
north, and winds from the south, and
winds from the east, and winds from the
west, and bear to oil the earth the sweet-smellin- g

savor of Christ, ray Lord !

Ills worth if all the nations knew.
Sure the whole earth would love him too.
Again: The Church may be appropriate-

ly compared to a garden, because it is a
place of select fruits. That would be a
strange garden which had in it no berries,
no plums, or peaches, or apricots. The
coarser fruits are planted in the orchard
or they are set out on the sunny hillside;
but the choicest fruits are kept in the gar-
den. So in the world outside the Church.
Christ has planted a great many beautiful
things patience, charity, generosity, in-

tegrity; but he intends the choicest fruits
to be in the garden, and if they are not
there, then shame on the Church. Relig-
ion is not a mere flowering sentimentality.
It is a practical, life-givin- g, healthful fruit

not posies, but apples.
"O," says somebody: "I don't see what

your garden of the Church has yielded."
Where did your asylums come from? and
your hospitals? and your instiutions of
mercy? Christ planted every one of them.
He planted them in his garden. When
Christ gave sight to Bartimeus he laid the
corner-ston- e of every blind asylum that
has ever been built. When Christ soothed
the demoniac of Galilee he laid the corner-
stone of every lunatic asylum that has
ever been established. When Christ said
to the sick man, "Take up they bed and
walk," ho laid the corner-ston- e of every
hospital the world has ever seen. When
Christ said: "I was in the prison and ye
visited me," he laid the corner-ston- e of
every prison reform association that has
ever been formed. The Church of Christ
is a glorious garden, and is full of fruit.

I know there is some poor fruit in it. I
know there are some weeds that ought to
be thrown over the fence. I know there
are some crab-appl- e trees that ought to be
cut down. I know there are some wild
grapes that ought to be uprooted ; but are
you going to destroy the whole garden be-

cause of a little gnarled fruit? You will
find worm-eate- n leaves in Fontainebloau,
and insects that sting in the fairy groves
of the Champ9-Elysee- s. You do not tear
down and destroy the whole garden be-

cause there are a few specimens of gnarled
fruit. I admit there are men and women
in the church who ought no 1 to be there;
but let us be just as frank and admit the
fact that there are hundreds and thou-
sands and tens of thousands of glorious
Christian men and women holy, blessed,
useful, consecrated and triumphant. There
Is no grander collection In all the earth
than the collection of Christians. There
are Christian men in this house whose re-

ligion is not a matter of psalm-singin- g and
cburch-goin- g. w morning that
religion will keep them just as consistent
and consecrated in their worldly occupa-
tion as it ever kept them at the comm-

union-table.

There are woman here to-da- y of a higher
type of character than Mary of Bethany.
They not only sit at the feet of Christ, but
they go out into Ihe kitchen to help Martha
in her work, that she may sit there too.
There is a woman who has a drunken hus-
band, who has exhibited more faith and
more patience and courage than Ridley in
the fire. He was consumed in twenty
minutes. Here has been a twenty years'
martyrdom. Yonder is a man who has
been twenty years on his back, unable
even to feed himself, yet calm and peace-
ful as though be lay on one of the green
banks of heaven, watching the oarsmen
dip their paddles in the crystal river I

Why, it seems to me this moment as if Bt.
Paul threw to u a pomologist's catalogue
of the fruits growing in this great garden
of Christ love, joy, peace, patience, char-
ity, brotherly ki nil uessi, gentleness, mercy;
glorious fruit, enough to fill all the baskets
of earth and heaven.

I have not told you of tho better tree In
this garden and of the better fruit. It was
planted just outside Jerusalem a good
while ago. When that. tree was planted it
was so split, and bruised, aud barked, men
said nothing would ever grow upon it; but
no sooner had that tree been planted than
it budded, and blowsomed, and fruitod, and
the soldiers' spears were only the clutm
that struck down that fruit, and it fell into
the lap of the nations, and men began to
pick it up and eat it ; and they found in it
an antidote to all thirst, to all poison, to
all sin, to all death the smallest cluster
larger than the famous one of Eshehol,
which two men carried on a staff between
them. If the one apple in E ien killed the
race, this one cluster of mercy shall re-

store it.
Again, the church in my text is appro-

priately call-- d a garden, because it 's
thoroughly irrigate.!. No garden could
prosper long without plenty of water. I
have seen a garden in tha midat of a des-
ert, yet blooming and luxuriant. AH
around was dearth and barrenness: but
there were pipes, aqueducts, reaching
from this garden up to the mountains, and
through those aque I ucts the water came
streaming down and tosning up into beau

and the Lord's supper are aqueduecs. Wa-
ter to slake the thirst, water to wash the
unclean, water tossed high up in the light
of the sun of righteousness, showing us
the rainbow around the throne. O, was
there ever a garden so thoroughly irri-
gated? You know that the beauty of Ver-

sailles and Chatsworfh depends very much
upon the great supply of water. I came
to the latter place, Chatsworth, one day
when strangers are not to be admitted;
but by an inducement which always seemed
as applicable to an Englishman as an
American, I got in, and then the gardener
went far up above the stairs of stone and
turned on the water. I saw it gleaming
on the dry pavement, coming down
iroru step to step until it came so
near I could hear the musical rush,
and all over the high, broad stairs
it came foaming, flashiujr, roaring down,
until sunlight and wave in gleesome
wrestle tumbled at my feet. So it is with
the Church of God. Every thing comes
from above; pardon from above, joy from
above, adoption from above, sanctiflca-tio- n

from above. O, that now God would
turn on the waters of salvation, that they
might flow down through this heritage,
and that to-da- y we might find this very
place to be "Eliin, with twelve wells of
water and threescore and ten palm trees."

Hark ! I hear the latch of the garden
gate, and I look to see who is coining.

I hear the voice of Christ. "I am come
into my garden."

I say: "Come in, O Jesus! we have
been waiting for Thee; walk all through
the paths. Look at the flowers; look at
the fruit; pluck that which thou wilt for
thyself."

Jesus comes into the garden and up to
that old man, and touches him and says:
"Almost home, father, not many more
aches for thee; I will never leave thee;
take courage a little longer and I will
steady thy tottering steps, und I will
soothe thy troubles and give thee rest.
Courage, old man."

Then Christ goes up another garden
path, and he comes to a soul in trouble
and says: "Peace! all is well. I have
seen thy tears. I have heard thy prayer.
The sun shall not smite thee by day nor
the moon by night. The Lord shall pre-
serve thee from all evil; He will preserve
thy soul. Courage, O troubled spirit!"

Then I see Jesus going up another gar-
den path, and I see great excitement
among the leaves, and I hasten up that
garden path to see what Jesus is doing
there, and lo! he is breaking olf flowers,
sharp and clean from the Btem, and I say:

Stop, Jesus, don't kill those beautiful
flowers."

He turns to me and says: "I have come
into my garden to gather lilies, and I
mean to take these up to a higher terrace
for the garden around my palace, and
there I will plant them; and in better soil
and in better air they shall put forth
brighter leaves and sweeter redolence, and
no frost shall touch them forever."

And I looked up into his face and said:
"Well, it is His garden, and Ha has a right
to do what He will with it. Thy will be
done" the hardest prayer a man ever
made.

It has seemed as if Jesus Christ took the
best. From many of your households the
best one is gone. You know that she was
too good for this world. She was the
gentlest in her ways, the deepest in her
affections. And when at the lust the sick-
ness came you had no faith in medicines.

You knew when the hour of parting had
come, and when, through the rich grace
of the Lord Jesus Christ, you surren-
dered that treasure, you said. "Lord
Jesus, take it. It is the bent we have;
take It. Thou art worthy." Tue others in
the household may have beeu of grosser
mold. She was of the finest. One day a
man was taking me from the depot to a
village. He was very rough and coarse,
and very blasphemous. But after a while
he mellowed down as he began to talk of
bis little son whom he had lost. "Oh, sir,"
he said, "that boy was different from the
rest of ns. He never used any bad lan-
guage; no, sir. I never heard him use a
bad word in my life. He used to say his
prayers, and we laughed at him; but he
would keep on saying his prayers, and I
often thought: 'I can't keep that child,'
and I said to my wife: 'Mother, we can't
keep that child.' But, sir, the day he was
drowned, and they brought him in nud
laid him down on the carpet, go while and
so beautiful, my heart broke, tir, I knew
we couldn't keep him."

The Heaven of your little ones will not
be fairly begun until 3'ou get there. All
the kindnosses shown them by immortals
will not make them forget you. There
they are, the radiant throngs that went
out from your homes. I threw a kiss to
the sweet darlings. They aro o.U well now
in the palace. The crippled child has a
sound foot now.

A little lame child says: "Ma, will I be
lame in Heaven?"

"No, my darling, you won't be lams In
Heaven?"

A little sick child ays: "Ma, will I be
nick in Heaven?"

"No, my dear, you won't be sick in
Heaven."

A little blind child says: "Ma, will I
be blind in Heaven?"

"No my dear, you won't be blind in
Heaven. They are all well there."

I notice that the fine garden sometimes
have high fences around them, and I can
not get in. It is so with a kinj;'s garden.
The only glimpse you ever get of such a
garden is when the king ride out in his
splendid carriage. It is not o with this
garden, this king's garden. I throw wide
open the gate and tell you all to come in.
No monopoly in religion. Whosoever will
may. Choose now between a den-- t and a
garden. Many of you hnv tried the
garden of this world's delight. You have
found it has been a chagrin. So it was
with Theodore Hook. He made all the
world laugb. He makes us lonji.h now when
we read his poems; but he could not make
his own heart laugh. While in the rnidst
of his festivities ho confronted a looking-glas- s,

and he saw himself, and said:
"There, that is true. I look just as I am,
done up In body, mind and purne." So it
was of Shenstone, of hose garden I told
you at tiie beginning of my sermon. He
sat down amid thoxe bowers and said: "I
have lost my road to happineH. I am an-
gry and envious and frantic, and despise
every thing nround me junt a It becomes
a madman to do. O, ye weary souls! come
into Chri-it'- s garden to-da- y and pluck a
little heart's-ease- . Christ is the only rest
and the only pardon for a perturbed spirit.
Do you not think your chance has almost
come? Yon men and women who have
been waiting year after year for some
good opportunity in which to accept
Christ, but have jstponl it five, ten,
twenty, thirty years, do you not feel a it
now your hour of deliverance, and pardon,
and salvation had come? O man, what
grudge hast thou against tny poor oul
that thou wilt not let it bo saved? I feel
as ff salvation inut come to-- d y in some
of your heart".

Second Discourse of the Series on
"Voices of Gardens and Fields."

The Church Militant as the Garden of
Christ Its Labors, Fruits and Flowers

Heroic Laborer The Voice
i ,of the Gardener,

Rev. T. DeWitt Talmage delivered the
second of his series of discourses on
"Voices of Gardens and Fields" at "The
Hamptons," taking for his text:

I am come into my garden. Solomon's
Song, v., 1.

He said: The Bible is a great poem. We
have in its faultless rhythm, and bold im-

agery, and startling antithesis, and rap-
turous lyric, and sweet pastoral, and in-

structive narrative, and devotional psalm,
thoughts expressed in style more solemn
than that of Montgomery, more bold than
that of Milton, mere terrible than that of
Danto, more natural than that of Words-
worth, more impassioned than that of
Pollok, more tender than that of Cowper,
more weird thah that of Spenser. This
great poem brings all the gems of the.
earth into its coronet, and it weaves the
flames of judgment into its garlands, and
pours eternal harmonies in its rhythm.
Every thing this book touches it makes
beautiful, from the plain stones of the
summer threshing-floo- r to the daughters
of Nabor filling the trough for the camels,
and the fish-poo- ls of Heshbon up to the
Psalmist praising God with diapason of
storm and whirlwind, and Job leading
forth Orion, Arcturus and Pleiades.

My text leads us into a scene of summer
redolence. The world has had a great
many beautiful gardens. Charlemagne
added to the glory of his reign by decree-
ing that they be established all through
the realm deciding even the names of the
flowers to be planted there. Henry IV., at
Montpelier, established gardens of be-

witching beauty and luxuriance, gather-
ing into thetu Alpine, Tyrenean and
French plants. One of the sweetest spots
on earth was the garden of Bhenstone, the
poet. His writings have made but little
impression on the world, but his garden,
"The Leasowes,' will be immortal. To
the natural advantage of this place was
brought the perfection of art. Arbor, 'and
terrace, and slope, and rustic temple, and
reservoir, and urn and fountain here had
their crowning. Oak and yew and hazel
put forth their richest foliage. There was
no life more diligent, no soul more in-

genious than that of Shenstone, and all
that diligence and genius he brought to
the adornment of that one treasured spot.
He gave 1,500 for it; ho sold it for $83,000.
And yet I am to tell you to-da- y of a richer
garden than I have mentioned.

It is the garden spoken of in my text,
the garden of the church, which belongs
to Christ, for my text says so. He bought
it, he planted it, he owns it, and he shall
have it. Walter Scott, in his outlay at
Abbotsford, ruined hi3 fortune; and now,
in the crimson flowers of those gardens,
you can almost think or imagine that you
see the blood of that old man's broken
heart. The payment of the last $T)00,000

sacrificed him. But I have to tell you
that Christ's life and Christ's death were
the outlay of this beautiful garden of the
church, of which my text speaks. Oh,
how many sighs, and tears, and pangs,
and agonies! Tell me, ye women who
saw him hang I Tell me, ye executioners
who lifted h im and lot him downl Tell
me, thou sun that didst bide; ye. rocks
that fell! ''Christ loved the church and
gave himself for it." If the garden of the
church belongs to Christ, certainly he has
a right to walk in it. Come, then, O
blessed Jesus, to-da- y; walk up and down
these aisles, and pluck what Thou wilt of
sweetness for Thyself 1

The church, in my text, is appropriately
compared to a garden, because it is a place
of choice flowers, of select fruits, and of
thorough irrigation.

That would l e a strange garden in which
there were no flowers. If nowhere else,
they would be along the borders or at the
gateway. The homeliest taste will dictate
something, if it be theold-fashione- d holly-
hock, or dahlia, or daffodil; but if there be
larger means, then you will find the Mexi-
can cactus, and blazing azalea, and clus-
tering oleander. Well, now Christ comes
to his garden, and he plants there some of
the brightest spirits that ever flowered
upon the world. Some of them are violets,
uncouspicuous, but sweet as heaven. You
have to search and find them. You do not
see them very often, perhaps, but you find
where they have been by the brightened
face of the invalid, and the sprig of ger-
anium on the stand, and the new window
curtains keeping out the glow of the sun-
light. They are, perhaps, more like the
ranunculus, creeping sweetly along amid
the thorns and briars of life, giving kiss
for sting; and many a man who has had
in hirf way wome great black rock of
trouble, has found that they have covered
it all over with the flowery jessamine run-
ning in and out amid the crevices.

States' Attorney Grinnell Surprises
the Accused Anarchists,

By Producing a Witness From Their Own
Ranks AVho Knows Whereof He Testi-

fies in Regard to the Chicago
Jfaj market Tragedy.

, t

Chicago, July 10. After many weeks
spent in exhausting every device for de-

lay employed by crafty lawyers, the trial
of the Anarchists is to begin in earnest.
This morning the ci;ht men who are to
answer for the Haymarket massacre take
their seats In Judge Gray's Court. They
are composed in their, manner, and be-

tray no sense ol uneasiness. Apparently
they arc careless of the past and indiffer-
ent as to the future.

Another delay has been asked for.
This time the State requests it. On
opening of the court, Mr. Grinnell told
Judge Gary that lie was reluctantly com-
pelled lo request an adjournment until
live o'clock. He said he had a good
reason for asking this. He did not want
to say what this reason was, but that it
was of great importance to the case.
Then his assistant, Mr. Walker,
whispered in his ear, and Mr. Grinnell
said an adjournment until eleven o'clock
would do Mr. Fisher inquired what
was the reason. Mr. Grinnell did not
want to declare it publicly, but assured
the lawyer he would tell him privately.
He did so and the desired adjournment
was allowed.

Promptly at eleven o'clock the jurors
came back to the court room and the first
w itness in this famous case stepped upon
ihr tnnd. He was Felix Busebeck. an
architect and draughtsman. He had a

. . r - .V.big parenment map or mc scene oi me
tragedy, together with another represent-
ing the premises known as Kneff's Hall
the Anarchists' den. The witness d-- s

ctibed this meeting hall of the conspira-
tors as that of a dark, noisome, under-
ground hole, approached by several stone
steps, which lead into an area, which area
in turn conducted to the subterranean
room.

Tho maps were offered in evidence,
and the witness stepped down, aud was
soon succeeded by Inspector Bonfleld.
The inspector stated in a touching man-
ner the massacre of his men at the Hay-mark- et

and Hie events immediately pre-

ceding it. The afternoon of the tragedy,
he said, his attention had been calld to
the "Revenge" circular. He then went
to flie mayor and laid the matter before
him. According to his instructions, he
ordered the men to assemble at the
Desplaines Street station to be in readi-
ness in case an outbreak should occur.
About ten o'clock the men who had
been detailed to watch the meet-
ing reported that it was time to
break it up. On hearing this he formed
his men in Waldo place and marched
them north on Desplaines street. When
the front rank was about opposite the
rlley north of Randolph street, he order-
ed them to halt while Captain Ward,
turning to the crowd, ordered them lo
disperse. As soon as the order was
given Fielden, who had been speaking,
stepped from the track and said in a loud
voice:

"WTI ARrc PKACKABIK."
. "A moment later," said the inspector, "I
heard a hissing noise behind me, and be
fore I could turn there was a terufic ex-
plosion. On looking behind me I saw
nearly all of the first platoon lying on the
ground. The crowd then commenced
firing. Part of them fell back on Des-
plaines street to Lake, while the majority
massed themselves on the sidewalk and
poured their fire into our flanks. After
about seventy-fiv- e shots had been fired I
pave the order to cease firing, and as
the streets were nearly cleared, we busied
ourselves in helping the wounded olli-
cers. FieWen, there, stood and fired
over the truck into our midst until it was
evident that we would carry all before us,
when he ran away."

Inspector Bonfleld was closely cros
examined by Captain Black, who endeav-
ored to shake his testimony, but all in
vain. At the close of the inspector's tes-
timony the court adjourned for dinner.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
At the afternoon session State's-At-toine- y

Grinnell, after a moments' con
sultation with his associates, called in a
loud voice the name of Gottfried Waller.
As this name was sounded through the
room the faces of the prisoners grew
deadly pale, and, turning to one another
they gazed anxiously in each others eyes,
ns if seeking some information. Not a
word, however, passed their lips, but
with an expectant look they watched the
door through which the witness was to
come. A moment laler the witness ap-
peared and took the stand.

Mr. Grinnell explained that 1he wit-
ness was unable to speak English, and
accordingly an interpreter was sworn in.

The witness stated that he was born in
Switzerland, but came to" this country
three years ago, and for the past two
years had lived in this citv, working as a
cabinet-make- r. He w as a member of the
Lehr 1 nt W ehr Veic in, but left them
about four months ago. lie was a mem-
ber of the second company of that so-
ciety, and had been drilled in the use of
asms. On Monday evening preceding
Hie night of the Haymarket riot he went
to Greif's Hail, at 54 West Lake street,
nhout eight o'clock. He went there in
answer to an advertisement in the
Arheitcr Zeitnnf. The advertise-
ment was tiie German letter
"Y" followed by the words "Koranic am
Montag,"jor "Come on Monday." It
was a sign that the meeting of the armed
society was to take place. He saw En-pi- e

at the meeting. As Engie heard his
name mentioned his face grew livid, and
clenching his fists he gazed at the wit-
ness witli a perfectly fiendish expression.

The witness said there were about sev-
enty or eighty persons present at the
meeting. A number of men called "Wal-
ler," and he was selected as chairman of
the meeting. Engle and Fisher were
present, but the witness did not remem-
ber about others. After he called the
meeting to order copies of the "Revenge"
circular were distributed. Engle brought
forward a resolution ol a prior meeting
which showed what was to be done.

"What did Engle say?"
"He said that if through the fall of the

strikers the other men should come into
an encounter with the police, we should
aid them. lie then told us that the
northwest group had resolved to bring
aid. That if, on account of litis work,
something should happen to the police
vve must assemble at the corners as we
had agreed. The word IJuhe' would be
published, and as soon as that appeared
we were to meet.

"Was anything said as to when it
would be published?''

"Nothing, beyoml the fact that it
would appear in the letter-bo- x of the Ar--

A Farmers' ISoycott.
Df.troit, Mich., July 1C. The boycott

has broken out in a new spot. The
thriving little city of Battle Creek, in
this State, is unfortunate in having
rather narrow streets. When the farmers
from miles around come in to trade and
hitch their teams at the edge of the side-
walks with their wagons of all descrip-
tions, loaded with every variety of pro-
duce, projecting into the center of tho
street, the passage ways are rendered
very narrow and difficult of use, and
there has been much consequent growl-
ing.

A few nights ago some one or more
persons spent all night in going through
Ire main business streets cutting down
all the hitching posts. This rather
pleased the citizeus generally and they
were disposed to applaud the work of tho
midnight marauders, except the mer-
chants who foresaw trouble with their
trade. Efforts to restore the missing
posts by action of the village council met
with resistance on the part of the citi-
zens, when suddenly the fanners in the
surrounding towns took a hand in the
business and sent out word through all
their borders :

"Boycott Battle Creek; it is a slur on
the horny-hande- d granger. Take youi
trade to the nearest competing point."

And now there is gnashing of teeth in
the town where trade is thus threatened,
and excitement that reminds one of a
hornets' nest with one end of a pole mak-
ing things lively.

Serious Accidrnt to One of Forrpangh's
C'ircun Trains.

roRTi.AND, Me., July 17. Information
has been received here of a fatal accident
to Forepaugh's circu3 train on the Maine
Central railroad at Vassalboro, sonic fifty
miles north of here. The storm having
interfered with the wires, particulars are
meager. The train, consisting of twenty
cars, was en route for this city, and was
running at a lively rate of speed wheu
the cars jumped the track, due to a de-

fective rail, and plunged down the fifty-fe- et

embankment toward the Kennebec
river.

Three of the cars contained anhuais,
and one was a passenger caboose con-
taining a number of employes. . The car
rolled over and over several times, and
were smashed into splinters. Tuenty-flv- e

valuable trick horses were killed out
right and a mimSier of others badly in-

jured, a number of which will have to b
killed.

The caboose was occupied by ten men,
several of whom escaped bv jumping
when the car left the track, being saved
from injury by the soft earth. The oth-
ers weje carried un the bunk and wero
caught in the wreck. Their companions
rxirie.ited several badly, if not fatally, in-

jured. Two men, whose names are not
given, are buried beneath the wreck in
the river and were. dou!jt'es, killed in-
