Important Plftn of Tariff Reform In Proces
of Incubation Fiscal Matters Tbe Pres-
ident Interested Paid in Full with Inter-
estSpeaker Carlisle Visiting at Oak
View.
Washington, Sept. 3. The Star pub-

lishes the following respecting an Im-
portant plan of tariff reform now in
course of preparation by the President,
Speaker Carlisle and leading Democrats:
'It is now altogether probable that the

tariff reformers will bo able to meet the
revenue question on the assembling of
Congress with more than a fair chance of
success. There will be a measure brought
forth as soon as Congress convenes which
will likely ha ve the indorsement of the
Administration. The President, the Sec-
retary of the Treasury and Speaker Car-Rsl- e

have been considering the matter
since Congress adjourned, and
it is not improbable that the
present visit of Mr. Carlisle to the
President at Oak View will result in the
culmination ol! their plan. It is possible
that the Speaker's visit to Washington at
this time was expressly for the purpose of
consulting with the President upon this
subject. It is expected at the Treasury
Department rihat Secretary Fairchild,
who is now on his vacation, will soon re-
turn to Washington. It is probable that
he comes to meet the President and Mr.
Carlisle. The result of the Allentown
convention is quite satisfactory to the
tariff reformers, since it shows that
the influence of the Administration is
strong even in Pennsylvania. They pro-
pose to take advantage of the
situation and present a plan for the
reduction of tbe revenues that Mr. Randall
will find it hard to reject consistently after
indorsing the Allentown platform. The
plan being prepared will conform strictly
with the tarilf resolution there adopted,
as it is construed by the President. It will
abolish the tobacco tax, but leave the
whisky tax where it is, and will make a
large reduction in the customs duties on
necessaries of life, in accordance with fhe
President's utterances on the subject. The
internal revenue feature is admitted as a
compromise, and will be tolerated only in
connection with a very positive reduction
of customs. There will be no acknowledg-
ment of protect ion. It is likely that the re-
duction of the customs will be more
sweeping than Mr. Randall would agree
to, though it is hoped that the whole party
can be brought together harmoniously.
But the Administration will occupy a firm
and unqualified position, and it is believed
that the charac ter of the bill and the in-
fluence of the Administration will entirely
silence opposition within the party. The
forced agreement between Messrs Randall
and Scott at Allentwon is significent in
view of the position taken by the Presi-
dent, and may mean that the former
will not oppose the consideration
of a bill brought forth from
the Administratiou according to the plan
foreshadowed by Mr. Breckenridge, of
Arkansas. Mr. Scott was in Washington
shortly before i;he Allentown convention,
and talked the matter oser with the Pres-
ident and Secretary Fairchild. Editor
Bingerly conferred with the President
likewise, it wid be remembered, on his
yacht on .the Potomac. The Ad-
ministration is fully committed
to a strong attitude on the
tariff. While there has been no
general conference of a large number of
men in one place there have been impor-
tant consultations between individual
leaders and the President. Mr. Mills, of
Texas, who is to be chairman of the ways
and means committee in the next House,
is in the city, and has had a conference
with Mr. Carlisle. The Bureau of Statis-
tics has been called upon for figures on
customs' duty, to show just where the
most effective reductions can be made,
and how the revenues would bo affected
thereby."

Washington, Sept. 3. The President is

taking a decided interest in the Centennial
celebration of the adoption of the Consti-
tution, which is to take place in Philadel-
phia during this month. He has deter-
mined that the military and naval forces
shall be well represented on the occasion.
General Sherman has been directed to as-
sume the command of the military forces.
It has been decided to order the two troops
of cavalry at Fort Myer, Va., one light
battery from tho arsenal in this city, and
one light battery from Fort Hamilton,
New York harbor, to participate in the
celebration. Five companies of foot
soldiers from thi division of the Atlantic,
to be designated by Major-Gener- al Scho-fiel- d,

will also take part in the ceremonies.
The navy, it is understood, will be repre-
sented by the entire North Atlantic
squadron.

Woman's Opportumty' Thoughts
Suggested By Its Study.

Xlie Home the Realm Wherein She
Reigns Musculine Women and

Effeminate Men Discussed In
Their Domestic Relations.

Rev. T. De Witt Talmage took for the
iubject of his sixth sermon at "The Hamp-
tons" "Woman's Opportunity," his text
being:

So God created man In his own imase, in the
Image of God created he him ; male and female
ireated he them. Genesis i., 27.

j In other words, God, who can make no
mistake, made man and woman for a spe-
cific work, and to move in particular
spheres man to be regnant in his realm,
woman to be dominant in hers. The bound-
ary line between Italy and Switzerland,
between England and Scotland, is not
more thoroughly marked than this dis-
tinction between the empire masculine and
the empire feminine. So entirely dissim-
ilar are the fields to which God called them
that you can no more compare them than
you can oxygen and hydrogen, water and
grass, trees and stars. All this talk about
the superiority of one sex to the other sex
is an everlasting waste of ink and speech.
A jeweler may have a scalo so delicate
that he can weigh the dust of diamonds,
but where are the scales so delicate that you
can weigh them in affection against affec-- :
tpin, sentiment against sentiment, thought
against thought, soul against soul, a man's
world against a woman's world? You
come out with your stereotyped remark,
the man is superior to woman in intellect;
and then I open on my desk the swarthy,
iron-type- d, thunder-bolte- d writings of

j Harriet Martineau, and Elizabeth Brown
ing, and Georgo Knot. x ou come on
with your stereotyped remark about
woman's superiority to man in tho item of
affection, but I ask you where was there
more capacity to love than in John, the
disciole. and Robert McCheyne, the

j Scotchman, and John Summerfield, the
j Methodist, and Henry Martin, the mis

sionary. The hearts of those men were so
large, that after you had. rolled
into them two hemispheres, there
was room still " left to marshal
the hosts of Heaven and set up the throne
of the eternal Jehovah. I deny to man
the throne intellectual. I deny to woman
the throne affectional. No human phrase-
ology will ever define the spheres, while
there is an intuition by which we know
when a man is in his realm, and when a
woman is in her realm, and when either of
them is out of it. No bungling legislature
ought to attempt to make a definition or
to say: "This is the line and that is the
line."

My theory is that if a woman wants to
vote she ought to vote, and that if a man
wants to embroider and keep house he
ought to be allowed to embroider and keep
house. There are masculine women and
effeminate me-i- . My theory is that you
have no right to interfere with 'any one's
doing any thing that is righteous. Al-

bany and Washington might as well de-

cree by legislation how high a brown
thrasher should fly, or how deep a trout
should swim, as to try to seek out the
height or the depth of a woman's
duty. The question of capacity
will settle finally the whole ques
tion, tho whole subject. When a
woman is prepared to preach, she will
preach, and neither conference uorpresby'
tery can hinder her. When a woman is
prepared to move in highost commercial
spheres she will have great influence on
the exchange, and no boards of trade can
hinder her. I want woman to understand
that heart and brain can overfly any bar
rier that politicians may set up, and that
nothing can keep her back or keep her
down but the question of incapacity.

There are women, I know, of most unde-
sirable nature, who wander up and down
the country having no homes of their
own, or forsaking their own homes talk
ing about their rights, and we know very
well that they themselves are fit neither
to vote nor to keep house. Their mission
seems to be to humiliate the two sexes at
the thought of what any of us might be
come. No one would want to live under
the laws that such women would enact, or
to have cast upon society the children
that such a woman would raise. But I
shall show you this morning that the best
rights that woman can own she al-

ready has in her possession ; that her posi-
tion in this country at this time is not one
of commiseration, but one of congratula-
tion ; that the grandeur and power of her
realm have never yet been appreciated;
that she sits to-da- y on a throne so high
that all the thrones of earth piled on top
of each other would not make for her a
footstool. Here is the platform on which
she stands. Away down below it are the
ballot-bo- x and the congressional as-
semblage and the legislative hall. AV'omen
always have voted and alwavs will vote.
Our great-grandfathe- thought they were
by their votes putting Washington into
the presidential chair. No. His mother,
by the principles sho taught him, and by
the habits she inculcated made him Presi-
dent. It was a Christian mother's band
dropping the ballot when Lord Bacon
wrote, and Newton 'l1'losoPl1'zefl
and Alfred the Great governed,
and Jonathan Edwards thundered of
judgment to come. How many men there
have boen in high political station who
would have been insufficient to stand the
test to which their moral principle was put
had it not been for a wife's voice that en-

couraged them to do right, and a wife's
prayer that sounded louder than the
clamor of partisanship? Why, my friends,
the right of suffrage, as we men exercise
it. sf'cnis to be a feeble thing. You, a
Chi i.iiian man, come up to the ballot-bo- x

and you drop your vote. Right after you
comes a libertine, or sot the off scour ing
of the street and he drops his vote; and
his vote counteracts yours. But if in the
quiet of home life a daughter by her
Christian demeanor, a wife by her in-

dustry, a mother by her faithfulness, casts
a vote in the right direction, then nothing
can resist it, and the influence of that vote
will throb through the eternities.

My chief anxiety then, is not that wom-
an have other rights accorded her, but
that she, by the grace of God, rise np to
the appreciation of the glorious rights sho
already possesses. This morning I shall
only have time to speak of one grand and

right that every woman has,
and that is to make home happy. That
realm no one has ever disputed with her.
Hen may come home at noon or at night,
end they tarry a comparatively little
while; but she all day long governs it,
beautifies it, sanctifies it. It is within her
power to make it tho most attractive place
on earth. It is the only calm harbor in
this outside world, and the business world
is a long scene of jostle and contention.
The man who has a dollar struggles to
keep it; the man who has it not struggles
to get it. Prices up, prices down,
losses, gains, misrepresentations, goug-ing- a,

underselling, buyers' depre-
ciating, salesmen exaggerating, tenants
seeking lens rent, landlords demanding
more, gold fidgety, struggles about office,
men who are in trying to keep in, men out
trying to get in, slips, tumbles, defalca-
tions, panics, catastrophes. O woman!
thank God yon have home, and that you
may be queen in it.

Danger of a Voyajs or Exploration In
the Antarctic Seas.

The same dreaming spirit of discovery
the "homesickness for strange sijan,'1 it
has been called which filled Columbus
has always inspire! the Swedish explorer
Nordcnskjold, who has made himself
famous, nltliough thero are no longer any
rich new worlds to discover. Ho has pen-etrale- d

far into tho polar regions north
of Spitzbergen, and traversed a region
which ha called Franz Josef Land, in honor
of tho Austrian Emperor, who sent him
upon tho expodition. He has penetratod
tho uninhabited and uninhabitable wastes
of the interior of Greenland, seeking for
traces of Danish occupancy tlicire, and has
sailed to Japan, passing through tha
Arctic Ocean, to the north of Siberia.

Nordcnskjold, after resting from the la-
bors of exploration for some time, is now
about to undertake a new journey, not
this time toward tho North Polo, but to-
ward the South Pole, which is ouita as
much a mystery as the North, and oven
further from the ground which has boen
explored and is now known.

A voyage of exploration toward tho
Bcuth Pole Is more perilous than one in tha
Arctic region. The Antarctic seas ara
much less v sited than the Arctic. Thero
are no Esquimau natives, whoso help may
bo depended upon. Toward the North I'olo
there are points established well known
to navigators, where provisions may be
left, with some assurance that tho Ice-
bound explorer may reach them. There is
little in the Antarctic polar region except
a wilderness of ice. Tho explorer must
depend absolutely upon his ship. If that
is crushed in the ice, there is no help for
him. Even if tho survivors of such a
wreck were to succeed, after drcr.dful

and sufferings, in reaching tho
open sea, they could hopo to find no rescu-
ing saiL Below the lino of the seal fisher,
ies there is nothing to bring a ship hits
those deserted sons.

No hope of treasure leads tho command-
er or tho men of such an expedition to risk
their lives, as was the caso with tho sail-
ors of Columbus, and as might have been,
to some extent, with their commander.
Nordenskjold sets out for tho Antartio
Ocean knowing that ho can not expect to
find wealth there, and LU men have littlo
to attract them except a littlo moro than
tho ordinary pay for seamen, and tho do-sir- e

to do a bravo end worthy deed. Their
leader is one of a chiss of men, not few in
modern times, and no less heroic than tha
adventurers of old, who aro willing to lay
down their lives in striving to incrensj
tho sum of human knowledge. Yvuth't
Companion.
