towards securing it. To avert op

pression, we must tesch tyrants that
we have the virtues and spirit of men
worthy to be free a suppliant atti
tude provokes violence and wrong at
the hands of the wicked and coward
ly.. It ia with theae, tho South has
now to deal, and every act intended
to propitiate every word which
seems to beg for mercy, will serve
only to bring upon us a deeper deg
radation, and stronger outpouring of
wrath and wrong. or the good it
may do, we might as well earnestly
protest that we had nothing to do
with the Deering murder, or the ex
elusion of negroes from Northern
theatres and churches, as to put in a
plea of not guilty of the riots at
Memphis and Norfolk.

The crimes and misdomeanors per
petrated in the South, ahould be
spoken of, and dealt with, as purely
domestio concerns, ano? with refer-

ence only to their legal and moral
bearingscertainly not with aa eye
to their influence upon the conduct
of the radical despots at Washing-
ton. When a penalty has been in-

curred, by a violation of State laws,
let it be inflicted without regard to
the color ; let the facts be fairly giv-

en, for the sake of truth and justice,
but let us not even seem to enquire
what effect they may have upon Sum
ner and Stevens.
