Mr. Editor; Knowing that you, tho'
an old gentleman, aro sot an "old fogy,"

and consequently would like to be "pos.ted''
as to the practical success attending any
or all of the productiOn"of this "fast age"
whether chemical, mechanical, agricultu
ral or what not, I have, therefore, con
cluded to give you, for the benefit of your
self and your nunierc-u-i readers, the result
of my experiments with the Chinese'Su
gar cane, or,"impcchco" as the Lousianan
calls it.

Well, by way of an experiment, I plan
ted about one-thir- d of an acre on. the 13th
of May last, in rows four feet apart, and
IS inches in the' drill, ono seed (only) in
a hill, or every 18 inches, or thereabouts.
Each seed produced from one to thirty
eight stocks or canes. I say 38, because I
planted one seed from which I cut 38 well
grown and perfect canes. ,

On the 11th of September, I selcotcd 36
canes (average) from which with a little
hand-mil- l, consisting of two wooden rol
lers 4 inches in diameter and 12 inches in
length, "fixed" up after the fashion of a
grind stone, with a couplo of wedgea to
close the rollers or open them, in fact made
on the samo .principlo of the old cotton
gin, I Extracted three gallons of juice
which, after boiling down to tho proper
consistency, yielded three pints of thick
syrup with slightly a greenish tasf, which

latter, I am now satisfied was owing to the
canes being too green. The cane should
assume a slightly golden appearance be-

foro it is ready for tho mill.

I have since, on tho 2d and 3d of this
month, manufactured sixteen gallons of
bcutiful syrup equal, I think, in flavor, if
not superior to the best "Golden Syrup"
of New Orleans. By way of ascertaining
the largest amount of juico contained in a
single cane, I selected an averagp cane,
and run it through tho mill three times,
from which was extracted onequartof juice.
As a general thing, I only had them fun
through the mill twice; the invariable re-

sult was one gallon from every 16 averago
canes. My canes are all from twelve to
twenty feet in height, the "dirt," however,
i3 rather above the medium, in point of
fertility. From some, experiments made
with the fodder, I am satisfied it will yield
from one thousand to twelve" hundred lbs
of good "sheep and horse feed" per acre.
After carefully measuring the seed from
twenty good canes, I find it will average
half pint to the cano or seed-hea- at this
ratio one acre of ground planted in hills
3 J feet each way, with three stocks to the
hill will yield 82 bushels of seed per acre.
I think it will averago on good land,"with
a good season, fifty bushelB of seed per
acre, as a moderate calculation. I think the
B3cd will prove an excellcut food for chick-

ens and other domestio fowls, as my Bra-m- as

will leave everything else to luxuriate
on these seed. I find also, that a mule ha i

a decided preference of tho green caue aud
will macticato it from one end to the other
in short order. I believe the pressed canes
will make good vinegar. I send you
specimen bottle of the syrup which jou
can discuss at your table, and give those
of your readers who have never been bo
fortunato as to bo in tasting distance, a
description of its taste, color, consistency,
Ac.

I can, with 4 hands, and this mill, where
the canes are gathered already press out
fifty or sixty gallons of juico per day.
What, then, could not bo done with a horse
power mill?

A CARD FROM LIEUT. GEN. SCOTT.

'My attention has boon called fa a letter
addressed to tho pcoplo of Tennessee by
Geo. Pillow," in which he criticises my
campaign in Mexico withtho boldness of a
master in the art of war, and at the fame
thne eulogises his own ' services therein
with a hearty good-wil- l that leaves nothing
to be added. 1 do not propose at present
to disturb nor. to re
ply to his animadversions on my plans and
operations, although he most provokingly
mixes up in every statement a small grain
of truth with a largo portion of fiction, so
as to give it with the careless all the effect
of cross falsehood. IF such trices can in
fluence tho public mind to my prejudice, I
shall then begin to regret that I was born
an American.

Without, then entering upon any for-

mal recrimination of Gen. Pillow or de-

fence of myself, I shall proceed at once,
in behalf of others, to notice some two or
threo points in his address, in the way of
explanation, and if I chance to go beyond
this it will bo merely incidental.

Gen. Pillow now says that by agreerncnt,
Mr. Trist engaged to pay to Gen. Santa
Anna "cash in hand, as earnest money,
ten thousand dollars," to induce him to
entertain negotiations for pcaco; and that
subsequently Mr. T. told him (Gen. P.)
"that Gen. Scott had furnished-ni- m (J'.r
T.) tho money, and that he ("Mr. T.) had
paid the ten thousand dollars. .'

Being morally certain that Mr. Trist
never made such declaration, it is almost
useless to say that I never turned over a
dollar to him for such or any other purpose
whatever, and am very sure that Mr. T.
had not a dollar of tho publie money in
his possession while in Mexico, and never
more than sufficed for his very moderate
expenses in his private pur?e; and J certify
on honor that 1 never, at any time, paid
to Gen. Santa Anna, or caused to bo paid
to him; or. to another for his use or boncnt,
oue dollar or more, on any account or in
any way whatever. President Santa An-
na was at tho time, as now, worth millions,
and had, in that office, the irresponsible
control of all the pecuniary means of his
country. It is bardly probable, therefore
that he would havo stooped . to pick up a
sack ot ten thousand dollars in gold, it ho
had accidentally stumbled upon one in a
private walk.

J. his blunder ot uen. l illow grew, no
doubt, out of some hint he confidentially
picked up about head quarters that I had
paid that precise sum "to and - "for
important information received arid to be
continued from the enemies' camps .and
armies. See my account current with the
War Department of secret disbursements,
printed by order of the Senate-Februar- y

4,1857. It was lucky, therefore, that
the names of and-- were never con-

fided to Gen. Pillow, as it is certain, from
the example before us, ho would, contrary
to the faith and honor of our country, have
published them in full,, to the ruin of the
parties and their descendants. . Even Gen.
Santa Anna, if Gen. Pillow a credit bo
worth anything, could not now return to
Mexico,' no matter under what pledges to
lead the lifo of a good and peaceful citi-
zen. v

Writing to the Socrotary of War from
the city of Mexico February C, 1S48, I
said:

"I. have not' reported on tho subject of
secret disbursements since 1 left Jalapa,
first, becauso of tho uncertainty of our
communications with Ycra Cruz; and, sec-

ond, tho necessity of oertain explanations
which, on account of others, ought not to
be reduced to writing. I may, however,
briefly add that I have never tempted the
honor, conscience, or patriotism of any
man; but have held it as lawful in morals
as in war to purchase valuable information
or services voluntarily tendered me."

And again, at Washington, Juno 28,
1848, on rendoringmy account-curren- t of
secret aud other disbursements, and ask
ing for a final settlement, I said:

ry of War, or any other member of the
Cabinet.' I am under an obligation of pri-
vate aud publio honor, according to the
usages of nations and armies, not to dis-

"On tho plainest prin-
ciples and usages of nations and war, and
the practice ot our own Government, in
respect to tccrct xtmburscmmts, l can, in a
few hours," &o. TSce Senate's Executive

Ho is rcpre
scnted in the address as the cunning and
malignant gcuiuswho instigated me oth-

erwise a good enough sort of man to acta
of injustice and persecution I Tho officers
in Mexico (and Mr. Trist, a distinguished
West Pointer, stood with thorn before the
enemy, tho bravo among tho brave) will
smile to hear this character of their senior
General and his companion, tho negotiator.
No man was more oduiirod than tho latter
for his quiet unobtrusive manner and ami-

ability. Ha was eagerly received aud
honored by all foreigners of distinction,
diplomats and others, with whom ho camo
into contact, and under one signal disad-
vantage negotiated an important treaty,
which was here gladly accepted by the Sen-

ato and the country. For this great ecr-vic- e

ho is still without reward.
