The Fifteenth Amendment.

The proposed Fifteenth Amendment
provides that “the right of the citizens
of the United States to vote shall no
be denied by the United States nor by

any State on accuont of race, Jcolor or |

”

previous  condition of servitude.
Three fourths of the thirty-seven States
are required to ratify the amendment
before it ean become a part of the Con-
stitution, (unless submitted directly to
the people) and fifteen States only have
ratified it so far. The opponents of
this obnoxious measure have much
reason to hope that it will be defeated,
which could give us hope that the ter-
minus of Radicalism was reached, and
that thegovernment would be governed
according to the republican theory.
The fifteenth amendment is the spirit
that apimates the Radieal pariy—the
end aimed at is the supremaey of tiw
majority, and result would be tyranny
of the majority.

The people opposed to Radiealism
have ascepted the ostensible aim of the
fifteenth amendment, but they will
always oppose the means thus sought
to enfranchise the negro. If we vol-
untarily vote for the fifteenth amend-
ment. then we are Radicals, indeed.

1t is advocated by some just to get

the negro question settled, but the rat-
ification of the fifteenth amendment
will not settle that question. Itisonly
one of the many measures the Radicals
have for strengthening their party, de.
grading the south, and consolidating
the government. Universal suflrage
bas been accepted by the people, but
it will be a sad day when they "become
willing to take it in the shape of the

fifteenth amendment.

Terrible Accidept.

A fire broke out on the morning of
the 6th inst., in the flue and bottom
shaft of a coal -mine near Plymouth,
Pa., destroying the ontbuildings and
all avenues of escape for the miners.
