while in other sections destitute, in whole
or in part, of banking facilities for the
legitimate demands of business, Lhe neces-
sity for banks and would justify
the increase of bank circulation, notwith-
standimg the fact that by such increase
the burden of ite redemption would also
be enhanced.

The entire South and meny portions of
the West are very minch in need of the
facilities and advantages to be derived
from properly organi banking institu-
tions, and their necessities would justify
them in deliberately ting measures o
supply their wants, the direct tendency of
which would be to hasten the return of
specie payments in the manner indicated,
to wit, by the increase of bank notes, and
the absorption of the legal-tender notes.
As the former increased, the latter would
diminish. As lawful money became

: The reconilmcndationl enntained] in his
ast preceding annual report, looking
to the-establishment of an sagency in
the city of New York in the interest of
the National Banks, owned and controlled
by them, for the redemption of all their
issues and for the transaction of all their
business, is again submitted to the consid-
eration of Congress.

Concerning the interest on deposits and
call loans, the Comptroler says that the
law for the organization of National
Banks defines their power with precision.
They are empowered to exercise under
the act, “all such incidentsl powers as
shall be necessary to carry on the busi-
ness of banking, by discounting and ne-

gotiating promissory notes, drafis, bills of |

exchange, and other evidences of debt ; by
receiving deposits; by buying and selling
exchange, coin, and bullion; by loaning
money on personal security; by obtaining,
issuing, and circulating notes,” &e.—from
which it will be scen that National Banks
are suthorized, among other things, “fo re-
ceive deposits ;" that is when money is
brought to them they are authorized to
receive it They are not, however, au-
thorized to hire deposits, and the law does
not contemplate that they should solicit
loans, under the guise of deposits, by the
offer to pay interest on them. This prac-
tice,” however, prevails extensively ; and
although by implication, the law forbids
it, the prohibition is no. sufliciently ex-
plicit or positive to prevent it. If banks
pay intercst on these deposits, they must,
of courss, use them ; and, as they are pay-
able on demand, they must be fmm on
call. Call loans, as a rule, arc made to
brokers and operators in stocks and gold.
Men engaged in trade cannot ordinarily
afford to borrow money which they may
be called upon to refund at an hour's no-
tice. The facility with which large loans
can be effected, payable on call, at low
rates of interest, while commercial paper
is ow done at high rates, or is
declined altogether, fosters speculatioa.

The .delegation by the government to
banking associations of the power to issue
notes to circulate as money,bas a tendency
to lower the rate of interest, and so to
furnish cheap money to the business com-
munity. The incorporated bank, doing
business and issuing circulatien under the
authority of the government, is uniformly

regarded as the most relinble and reasona- |

ble source of sccommodation by the busi.
ness community. The private banker,
depending upon the active use of his capi-
tal for bis profit, must charge a much
higher rate of interest to realize the same
relative profit, supposing, of course, that
the deposits of the two institutions are
equal, The government, therefore, con-
fers a greater boon upon the business
public, by enah!inf it 1o borrow money at
moderate ratesof interest, than is general
ly realized or admitted. If all the banks
were deprived of theirlcirculation during
the coming year, by act of C. ngress, the
rates al which money could be borrowed
in most sections of the country would be
nearly doubled. The assumption by the
government of jthe sole power to issue
cirenlating notes would in no wise furnish

The average dividends made by the
banks during the past year will proba-
bly not excecd ten per cent. upon their
capital, after deducting taxes and ex-
penses. And as the premium on gold
shall diminish, and the National Banking
system shall be made free to all who are
able ani choose to mé’ly with the condi-
tions, the average profit will conform to
the law which governs all business. It
will be a fair living profit, and no more.

Dressed Hogs.

At a meeting of the Delaware (Ohio)
Farmers' Club, the subject of slaughter-
ing and dressing hogs was discussed, as
well as the curing of pork. It was recom-
mended that the, hog should be laid on
the back ; that the party butchering should
stand over the hog, left hand on nose,
edge of the knife toward the hog; cut
both arteries, three inches sufficient, five
better, the main thing being to bleed well.
Scald assoon as killed—two to one
kettle of water; blood is a test for
the water; if too hot it curdles the blood ;
water should be soft; if hard throw in
some ashes; some prefer pine tar or resin.

Throw a bucket of cold water over the
hog as soon as scalded—it closes the pores
and whitens the skin. When hung u
wash, scrape upwards, wash again, an
wipe with a cloth ; should be Ith'ol.lfhly
wished, scraped and wiped ; heart or liver
should never be cut in the hog; take en-
trails out to jugular vein, then take the
vein, heart and liver out.

The pork should be slzjghlly salted for
two or three days, skin down, and then
turned and covered with salt; put in brine
for thirty days for medium sized ham;
brine should be preserved, old brine the
best, but should boiled and skimmed
before used ; salt should be well rubbed in;
coarse sall the best, not safe to use salt in
the bottom of the barrel after having stood
for same time; eight pounds salt, five
pounds sugar, and one-fourth pound salt-
peter 10,100 pounds meat is the best recipe
