Cut. J. B. Hamilton-- I have some
experience in saving Clover Hay. 1
think the less sun you have on it after
cutting, is best.

GEJf. 1'olk I am opposed to putting
salt cu hay. It produces dampness,
which causes the hay to mould.

J. 11. 1ew Last year I put m urn.
of land plaster per acre on my clover,
except two acres, upon which I put 100
His. per acre. Tsaw no difference in the
result.

Captain Hamilton My experience
agrees with Mr. Dew's. On some fields
1 put bo lbs. oi piaster per acre, ana iou
lbs. per acre on other fields and discov-
ered no difference in the clover.

Gen. Polk Thetimc required for hay
to cure depends mainly upon the condi- -
t ion of t he atmosphere

J. H. Dew Mr. J. U. Williams lias
experience in saving hay, and I would
like to hear him.

J. L. Williams I have somo experi
ence in Baving clover hay, last year. I
cut a part iu the morning, and put it up
in the evening of the same day, with a
iiirht sprinkling of salt. This was as
stood as any hay I ever saved. A small
amount of salt improves tho hay. Too
much salt, however, 1 tmnk, produces
dampness, which causes the hay to
mould, l am ueciueuiv in iavor oi cui
tine hy earlv from the 1st to tho loth
of Juno this year, is a very good time.
It makes no ainereiicc wnctuer or not
tho beads are brown.

Catt. Hamilton It think it exceed
ingly deleterious to allow the heads all
to get perfectly ripe before the clover is
cut.

T. II. Williams Last year I waited
until the clover heads commenced get-
ting ripe. After cutting I let it lay until
the noxt day, and put away. I applied
about one eck ot salt per ton.

Gkn. Ewell 1 do not put salt on any
hav.

T. H. Williams The reason why 1

put my hay in cocks is that it then is
moro convenient to load tho hay.

(Jen. Ewell I think hay should re-

main longer than one night'iu the cock
before putting up. I have a large amount
to put up and havo not time to put in
cocks. I put my hay under shelters in-
stead of iu barns. The weather does not
injure the hay undor shelters. I think
it pays to build shelters, and if mine
were destroyed now, I consider I am
well paid for building them last year.
My shelters arc 1!0 feet high, 'JO feet wide,
fifty feet long, and hold M tons of hay.
Under tho old rick system I lost muc h
hay, although the ricks, were put up by
an exicrieuced hand.

Gen. Polk I have, also, lost much
hay by putting it in ricks, but supjmscd
at the time it was caused by putting
salt on it.

T. H. Williams I would like to know
if the Hay Fork is useful.

Gen. Eweli I think it is. Ono of
my men stated last year, that, if it had
not lecn for the fork he could not have
saved all the hay.

ItfST.
Question : Does mst uMn the straw of

wheat or oats render it unfit to feed to
cattle ?

Answer, by several It would not be
safe to feed it.

J. H. Dew I sent North and bought
some Black oats this spring, aud there
is some appearance of rust on them.

Walter Akin My father bought oat
seed from the Northevcry year, and llioy
were never injured by rust. Imported
oat seed will not have the rust.

J. L. Williams I am convinced that
rust can be avoided by importing our
oat seed. For several years prior to
l?t0, the oat crop here was materially
injured by rust. Tho farmers thcu be-
gan to import their seed, aud since that
time very little rust has apjwared. I
think oat seed should bo imported at
least every two or three years.

Gkn. Ewell What is the avenge

iiUiuK'r of bushels of oats jcr acre?
J. L. Williams I think :0 buslu-l- s

per .M"ie is a low average, and I consider
it as profitable as any other small grain
crop, and no other small grain is so good
to sow with grasses. All grasses, how-
ever, do letter to be sown without any
small crain.

D. J. Fates I get the lest stand of
clover wlmn sowed witu oats.

Caft. Hamilton Are oats more ex-
hausting to land than other small grain
crops T

J. I. im.iams 1 think they are.
Jesse S. Uakius Oats are considered

more exhai.sting than other small graiu,
and think tins is because they are sown
at a season cf the year when the ground
is usually w t, and the land is damaged
by plowing vhen too wet; consequently
is not improved by the oat crop.

Gen. Ewi:ll 1 think it a misapplica-
tion of terms to say that land is "im-
proved'' by a grain crop.

it YE.
Cait. H amilton 1 think Rve is the

lest small gtain crop to rest land; it
also produces :nore grain.

J. L. illivms Rye is decided v the
best small grain crop to improve 'land,
but yields less than other grains. When
fed down in tie field to hogs, it is equal
to a crop of red clover, as a fertilizer.

Gen. Ewell I sowed timothy with
oats last year. Both urew wcil for a
while, but in a short time the oats got
the ascendancy, and the timothy did not
do well.

CLOVER.

Question: What id tho conclusion of
the Club in regird to saving clover hay?

Gen. Ewell It is a subject ujibu
which no positive conclusion can bo
reached, as the experience of nearly all
differs.

Gen Polk The conclusion of a ma-
jority of the Club is that early cut hay,
early put away, and moderately salted,
is the best.

Capt. Black I have but little expe-
rience iu saving hay. The people North,
usually cut their hay, and put in cocks,
where it remains for .several days, and
goes through a sweat. Then, in hand-
ling to load and unload, 'it dries cut,
and there is no danger ol its moulding.
I believe bay ehouid be salted. Salt

does not produce the mould, but it ia
caused by the hay not being well cured.
The clover should be cut and cocked the
same day, to prevent dew from falling
on it, and remain until next day, before
it is put away. - , w .;" '.

Capt. Hamilton Twenty years ago
I cut my clover and put It up the same
day: salted it heavily, probably too
heavy. It moulded, but the stock ate it
ferociously as bay not moulded.

Capt. Black I once heard of fire be
ing produced by heat from a clover stack,

Gen. Ewell A friend of mine put up
his clover so green that it blossomed in
the stack. Mould, l tmnk, is not pro--
ancedDysatt.

Gen. Folk. English writers say that
ricks are better than barns for storing
cioyer nay. i no gases irom tne green
clover ascending, and failing to escape
tnrougn tne-roo-i or a Darn, are forced
back into the hay, which damages it.

uen. bWELL i recently saw a man
who says he fattened his hogs, (and they
were very fat) on ereen clover in the
spring and summer, and on cioyer hay
in the winter.

J. L. Williams Pigs are fond of clo-
ver hay, and if allowed to run about the
hay racks, I have no doubt they will do
well.

Capt. Hamilton I have lost six head
of cattle from eating green clover, this
season, and I would be glad to know
how to prevent this in the future. When
I can get to them in time. I can relieve
them bv sticking a knife in the left side.
near the hip. I have never lost any after
applying the knife. When they are onty
slightly affected I can relieve them by
running them across the field. One of
my cows was so rloar dead that the knife
had to be applied nve times oetore she
was relieved.

J. H. Dew Mr. John W. Neelley re-
commends that shucks be given to cattle
before they are put on the clover neid.
I was advised to keep my cattle off the
clover until the dew would disappear,
I kept 3ome on tho clover all the time;
and others I kept cit until ten o'clock,
and the latter were seriously affected by
the clover, while the former were not.

J. L. Williams Your cattle you kept
np had no doubt become so hungry that
it caused them to eat more greedily, and
this, I haye no doubt, was the cause of
their being more affected than those
running on clover all the time.
would like to inquire if any member of
the Club has ever lost cattle from the ef
fects of clover where timothy or orchard
grass was mixed witn clover.

Answer : No one had ever lost cattle
when grasses were mixed with clover.

J. Ib Williams I have for several
years been in tho habit of sowing other
grasses with clover, and have never lost
any cattle since I adopted this plan.

Mr. J. 1L Webster was called upon to
give his ex)ericnce in grazing cattle on
clover. He stated that he had consider
able experience, and found that by
throwing shucks or other dry food in the
neid, or where cattle could get it, tnat
they were never affected by eating too
inucu clover, rue reason .why Mr.
Dew's cattle were affected, they were
kept up until they became hungry, and
ate tne ciover too rapidly, ana tne rea-
son why milk cows are more frequently
affected is because they are usually kept
up all mgbt without food. Several
years ago he left home and ;was absent
ior some time, ana aunng tnat time ms
cattlo were kept up. On his return be
had them turned on green cane and left
them for a few hours. When ho return
ed he found five of them down, and four
of them died. He was, therefore, of the
opinion that, any green substance would
kill cattle when hungry, as surely as
clover.

ORCHARD GRASS.
Capt. Black I think orchard grass

is one ot the best grasses we can grow.
It affords early grazing, and will bear as
much grazing as aiiv grasses we have.

J. Li. vv illiams i fully agree with
Capt. Black, that orchard grass is one of
the best and earliest grasses we have,
and makes excellent hay. It is a good
grass to sow with clover.

Col. L. D. Myers I have somo apple

trees upon which ho leaves have died.
Can Mr. Rainey tell me the cause f The
trees are upon well-draine- d, gravelly
soil, and bore good fruit last year.

Mr. ivainey My apple ana pear
trees are similarly affected. I cannot ac-
count for the cause, and would like to
know myselt

There are seven survivors of the war
of 12 now living in the Santa Fe neigh-
borhood, and entitled to pensions from
the government.

This is a
strange story, but can be proven by the
testimony of as many as three of our
old citizens, who are living witnesses of
this most extraordinary freak of nature.

There is an old man living in Giles
county, near tho Maury county line,
who is seventy-on- e years ot age. His
name is William Boat w right, lie had
two brothers and three sisters, all of
whom are yet living, four out of the six
are deaf and dumb. Mr. Boatwright
had seven children, all of whom are still
living; has nineteen grand-childre- n, all
living, and four great grand children, all
living. There are four generations of
the family, in all thirty-fiv- e persons, not
one dead out of the four generations.
Thirty-fiv- e births and no deaths. This
is as true as it is strange, and probably
cannot be equaled by any family in the
State. This shows whether tiiis part of
the State is healthy or not.

Mr. George King recently died near
Mt. Joy Church, iu Maury county, at the
good old age of three-scor- e and fifteen.
He died in the house in which he had
lived for forty years. He was a strictly
honest aud conscientious christian, and
never had a difficulty with a neighbor
in his life.

He never
bought but one piece of bacon in his life,
never bought a bushel of corn, never
owned or hired a negro in his life, was
very well off and loved by all.

HOMICIDE.

On Wednesday evening, the 25th ult..
about 8 o'clock. Green Hayden, col., was
shot through the head, from the effects
of which wound, be died during the
n in lit. He was about seventeen years
old, and an industrious, inoffensive boy.
The facts of the case, as elicited by the
inquest held over the body by Wm. A.
Bailey, Esq., in the absence of the coro-
ner, shows that the killing was purely
accidental, resulting from tho reckless
and very reprehensible practice of firing
off pistols and guns without seeming to
know or carp where tne Dans may riy, or
what may Do tho result of the shooting.
A post mortem examination was made
by Drs. White and Crump, and the ball
extracted, showing it to have been a
navy or army pistol ball. Two reports
of a gun or pistol were heard, (about the
time t hat Green fell,) over on the Rally
Hill pike, nearly nait a mue irom where
he fell, ,and Milton Blair, col., was
known to have been on that road about
that time, audit was farther known that
he had a pistol that carried just such a
ball as the one found lodged in the head
of Green Hayden. It is therefore conf-
idently believed by the colored people
that Milton Blair, col., fired the f.ital
shot. There were four or fivo colored
people in a few feet ot Green when ho
fell, and testified that there was no fir-
ing anywhere near them, and it was so
far off that some of them did not hear
the report at all.

1 bis should be a caution to necrocs
and to white boys, to abandon the reck-
less and dangerous practice of carrying
about with them pistols and guns load
ed with minnie balls, and of firing
them off even at a considerable eleva-
tion. This particular case calls for more
severe reprehension than most of such
cases, for the firing was in the direction
of the business portion of the town,
where dwellings, stores and shops were
standing thick, just where the two turn-
pikes cross each other, and just after sup
per, when there is generally mucn pass
ing about of the citizens. The hissing of
these balls on their mission of death,
was plainly heard by those on the
streets, and the wonder is that others
did not share the same fate of poor
Green, and it is to be hoped that the se-
verest penalty of the law will be visited
upon the guilty party, wnenever it can
be proven who that is.

BED CLOVER.
