Lithography.

Aloys Scnefelder, the inventor of
lithograpy, was born in Prague, on
November 6th. 1771, and died in
Munich, on February 26th, 1S3L He
was the son of an actor, who ' en
deavored to give the son a good edu-
cation, but the poverty of the parent
rendered all these efforts unavailing.
Aloys Senefelder adopted many pur-
suit to gain a livelihood, and among
other projects endeavored to invent a

new process - of printing. After
numerous experiments, which all
failed miserably, by a mere accident
he hit upon the process which has
rendered his name celebrated. Hav
ing exhausted nis supply or pens,
Ink and paper, be had no materials
to make a memorandum of clothes
about to be sent to the wash; he
therefore drew up a list upon a
smooth piece of stone, with a compo-
sition of wax, oil, turpentine and
lamp-blac- k, formed into a rude pen
cil. In a few days the idea struck
him that an impression on paper with
printer's ink, might be taken of the
coarse writing. This experiment
was successful, and Senefelder ap isplied himself to perfecting the pro-
cess, and in 1796 be succeeded in
printing a piece of music from lines
and notes drawn on a stone. He
then obtained a patent for his inven-
tion, and in 1802 established himself
at Vienna as a lithographer, being
chiefly engaged in copying old en
gravings. The" art was introduced
into the pindpal capitals of Europe
and met with great favor, even the
nobility practising lithography.
Few improvements, it is stated, were
made in the art until . the invention
of the antolithographic paper by Le
mercier, wno at tne r rencn exposi
tion of lSoa received a medal of hon-
or for the work executed at his estab-
lishment in Paris, which at that time
employed one hundred presses and
two hundred workmen. The Count
De Lastcyrie invented fac simile
printing on 6tone, and lithography
has been still further improved by
the discoveries of Engelman,a chem--
isti As the centennial anniversary
of the birth of Aloys Senefelder is
approaching, extensive preparations
are making for a suitable celebration
of the occasion.

traveled from tbi-- t centre westward io-t- o

Europe, and we find it mentioned
in Rman history in the reiurn of the
Emperor Claudius. It wiw highly
valued by the patricians of It me, and
was cultivated by them as oue of the
choicest luxuries. It is still a stand-
ard tree in Italy.

It was Introduced into fc.nir!and from
Italy about the middle ol the six-
teenth centuiy, and has been culti-
vated there as an exotic ever since.
Her cool, moi&t climate, however.
prevent its general cultivation, and
it is only grown on walls or under
glass, and the fruit Ia seldom seen ex-
cept on the tables of the aristocracy.

yen In ranee, where the climat
is much milder, it is not always rear-
ed without protection, and the fruit
has never gone into general u.te, but
as delicacy confined to tho wealthy
alone, the cultivation beinir confined
princija:ly to gardens.

in Ibuia it is extemnvdv cultivatm!
iu the gardens of the rich, and h at-
tained an extraordinary size. But r-- f

their manner of propagation and cul-
ture but little is yet known, owing ti
the exclusive policy nerctofore pursu
ed oy that ancient empire. No,
since Its amelioration, amoi'.z the
many . other benefits hoped for, a
more accurate and complete knowl
edge ol the peach is one. The Chin-
ese are great gardeners and much af
fect too curious In horticultural a-- in
other arts, and we may expect to learn
mucn mat 's interesting, n not u.se:ui.
We know already that they rroiiuee
peaches of a very large size, and two,
at least, of rare shape the Chines
Flat and Crooked Peach. With thw
besrlnnine we will not be surprised at
still more curious developments. The
curiosity, ingenuity and enterprise of
our countrymen will soon dincuver
whatever may be known.
