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THX FIXED STARS.

Probably the most splendid sight
vonensated to the inhabitants of thi
globe is that which is nightly offered
10 our careless and almost thought
less gnze. Take any fair and moon
less night and look up into the hea
vens. Over fifteen hundred etars
varying from the first to the 6ixth
magnitude, are displayed at once to
tho view. I he great Milky-wa- y

crosses tne firmament containing
millions of Suns, and a vast number
or nebulous soota are thrown in to
give variety to the wonderful dis

. . .TT 1 I mpiay. iiaruiy one oi tnese stars is
less than twenty trillions of miles
away irom the bun, and most of
them are at distances at present im
possible for us to measure. The rca
soning powers of man, aided by the
telescope, declare there stars to be
absolutely infinite in number and
filling infinite space. Start a train ot
cars in any given direction out into
space, and, though moving at the
rate of a thousand miles per hour,
inuniie sges would Dass awav
and the train be no'nearer the bounda
ries of the universe than atstartimr.
Such thoughts as these are becoming
is miliar 10 men, ana torra demonstra-
tive evidences of the existence of an
intelligence which controls the whole
material universe with intini'.e wis
dom. Slowly the mind of man 16

rising to a faint conception of tbe
fact that it has been so constituted as
to be candle of infinite exnansion.
and yet remain infinitely interior to
mc mind which has given birth to
the worlds that .form so important
a part or our study.

Within the last few years the fdcc
troscope has revealed the fact that all
the stars which glitter in our sky
must hare a common physical origin.
an origin common 10 luem and our
own Sun. At least eighteen of the
elements which make up our earth
are found in the Sun, and the spectra
01 tne stars and ncbulre snow that
these situs elements are also found
In thoo far-of- f bodies. This fact
points to the nnm'sTakable concision
that each of the stars is the center of
a system similar to that of which our
Sun is at present the governing now
er. This grafted, and it becomes ab
surd to hesitate a moment in regard
to tne lnnaoirarjimv ot all the svs- -
tcms witnin and beyond our very
limited vision. To suppose that no
globe except the small afl.ur mhab--

l'ed by man has been brought for
ward to that period of its history
wnicn covers it with intelligent or
ganized beings would be a piece of
egotism quite in consonance with
many of our own presumptions, but
not at all in harmony with the idea
ot infinite wisdom.

We have in our own planet Mars
almost demonstrative evidence ot
the existence of intelligence greatly
superior to our own, audit is qui'e
possible thst a similar fact exists
much nearer home. Why then hesi
tate to allow the imagination to have
full sweep as it moves off anion? the
worlds outside ol the reach of direct
investigation ?

The star Sirics the brightest of
all the heavens, is described bv Dr.
Dick as entering the field of the
great telescope of Lord Ilosse with
all the dazzling brillimcy of a Sun. It
is estimated to be eight times larger
than our own Sun, andtherfore sur
rounded by a system of planets hay.
ing more than live hundred times
the material importance of our
own. v hy hesitate to ascribe
to its intellectual worlds an impor-
tance equally superior; Its Etrth, its
Mars, its king Jupiter and ringed
Saturn, with multitudinous satellites,
are all filled with organized intelli-
gences as beautifully, as accurately
adapted to the condition arouud
them as we are to the elements that
make up our little globe of a few
thousand miles In diameter! Only
a few more years will pass away when
these imaginative speculations will
be converted to matters of fact, and
other fields not now known to exist
will in turn become theaters of hesi-
tant thought.

What is true of Sirius may with
safety be taken as equally true of
Alpha Centauri, the star nearest our
system. It is the great star in the
Southern Cross, aDd within twenty
eight degress of the South Pole. Al-
lowing no error in calculating its
distance, it is only about ten trillions
of miles from us, and appears to the
eye about as our Sun would if moved
to a likn distance from the Earth.
That it has habitable worlds revolv-
ing aronnd it there can be no rea-souab- lc

doubt. So of Tega of Lvra,
of tho great stars of Orion, of bright
Capella, of Kegulus, and finally" of
the whole myriad of stars that man
only recently thonght to be holes
through a piece of complicated ma-
chinery invented for his special ben-fi- t.

How to Catch Fish.

A correspondent of the Cincinnati
Gazette, wno lives in Casstown, Ohio,
aid catches bass, sunfish, cattish,
etc., out of the Miami river, tells how-h- e

has managed the business so as to
get the name of lucky fisherman:

For bass (and I think thev are the
best fish), I want a stout 'line, but
not heavy, a rather laige hook, a
wood pole and reel, a minnow buck-
et and minnww net. All exceptius
the latter I buy. For a rrjuow net
I take one yard c mosquito-ba- r cloth
and faaUn it on to two broomsticks,
and this 1 use as a seine to catch
minnows with. From now until the
first of October is the best time in the
year. I always go early in the morn-
ing. I like a cloudy morning with a
little wind, and the water a little
dingy, or not so clear that the fish can
see you or you see tho fish. I prefer
sucker chub minnows, about one and

to three inches long. In ar-
ranging the bait, hook the minnow
through both lips from the under
side. Use no lead unless you are
fishing in swift water, and throw
your hook into some good. fddy, or
arouud an o!d rnt. drift or .sturm..
and await your wine with jiatience.
