The farmer sows in faith: but

Inch will enable nieieorologists to

regulate the seasons. But I do mean
to convey the impression to your

His
grain is harvested and housed; it is
all ready for sale; he wants a little
money, and goes to town to inquire
the price of wheat ol" the men who
wan: to buy. Now in doing this be
is reversing tlie general order of bu-

siness at once. Usually the buyer
asks Ihe seller the pi ice of his wafes.
But with regard to all the chief agri
cultural staples, the producer knows

price. What would you think if
your neighltor, who, wishing to sell a
