As, therefore, there should t

But it, would lie of little U"e to gel
the nutriment out of the food aad
make it into blooet, unless it were con-
veyed to evry part of the system, to
reach every fibre, so a to impart
strength to limbs, and brains, aud
lungs; to do this, exercioc must tie
takeu, for without exercise the blood
begins to stagnate in half an hour,
gathers round the heart, leaving the
feet and hands cold and the skiu eldt-l- y

and easy to take cold. And as ev-
ery part of the system of the dyspeptie
is weak, it is important that the exer-
cise takeu should be active, enough to
tend the blood to the reir'est patov,
and as meals are taken three times a
day, the exercise should betaken three
times a day.
