A Leaf from IlenryA. Wise's Booh
A Story for the Eighth of January.

Ufe and Death of Mrs. Jsckssi
Constancy and Devotion of - the
Hero of Xew Orleans.

Tha now book of Hon. Henry A.
Wisa, of Virginia, "Seven Decades of
the Union," etc., has many very graph-
ic and interesting reminiscences in it
of a personal character, in connection
with the public men of the past, etc.
We annex one or two, to-da- y, as fol-
lows: '.:'..LIFE ASD DEATH OF STBS. JACXSO.

Ratweire anticipating events, by
painting, perhaps out of place, the
private characteristics and traits of a
very great man, whose name belongs
only accidentally to this memoir of
one of hi3 successors. Gen. Jackson
was elected President ia the fall of
1823. His domestic life had been
scanned and scourged, and hia beloyed
and honored wife had been most ma
lignantly reviled and tortnred by the
forked tongues of bis political oppo-
nents. ' She was happy in bis love, and
never aspired to tho splendor ol his
fortune in life. She had fled to his
manhood for protection and peace, and
had been sheltered and saved by hia
gallant championship of the cause of
women. He, and he alone, was her
ad, and of him it mar be truly said
that, ia respect to "wassail, wine and
women, ' he was one of the purest men
of his day, and that, too. in an Age of
ruda habits and rude, vulgar dissipa-
tion among tho rough settlers of the
west.

He was temperate in drink, abstemi
ous in diet, simple in tastes, polished
in manners, except when roused, and
always preferred the society of ladies,
with the most romantic, pure and po-
etic devotion. He was never accused
of indulging in any ofthegrosservices,
except that in early life ho swore,
horse-race-d and attended cock-fight- s.

as lor tho wile ol his bosom, she was a
woman cf spotless character, and an
unassuming, consistent Christian; yet
political rancor bitterly assailed her,
and, not content with defamation, en-
deavored to belittle hor by the us

appellation of "Aunt
Rachel,' and held her np to ridicule
for smoking a corn-co- b pipe. She did
prefer that form, not for the pleasure
of smoking, but because a pipe was
prescribed by her physician for her
phthisis, and she often rose in the
night to smoke for relief, 'n a nieht
of December, 1828, she rose to smoke,
and caught cold while sitting in her
night clothes; and the story is that
her system had been shocked by her
over-hearin- g reproaches of herself
whilst waiting in a parlor at the Nash-
ville Inn. She Lad said to a " friend,
nnon the election of her husband, "For
Mr. Jackson's sake I am glad ; for my
part I never wished it. I assure you
I had rather be a doorkeeper in the
palace at Washington." She was not
allowed to live in "that palace in Wash-
ington." Before the day of her hns-band- '3

inauguration at the White
House she was taken by her God to
that "house not made with hands, eter
nal in tne heavens.

The 23d of December was the anni
versary of General Jackson's greatest
strategy in war. Ho had, without
means, made preparation for the de-
fense of New Orleans. Ho had arrest
ed suspected persons by a strong arm ;
he had aronsed the populace of the
city, of all races and colors, to seize
arms for defense ; he had seized cotton
bales to make him a line of impenetra-
ble raianarts from river to lagoon for
raiks ; he had nianued gunboats to co-
operate with the land forces ; he had
done wonders in making strongholds
o! nothing Ir tho last ditches cf de
fense ; but tho coup de main was, af--
3r making his last hold a.? "strong as

he could, iu leaving his intrenchments
to attack the invading foe iu full force
at night, with a handful of men, under
Coflee and Carroll, ou the 23d of Decem
ber, and striking so hard a blow full in
the face that he was staggered and made
to hesitate and pause, giving Jackson
sixteen days' time to recruit his forces
and strengthen still more his defenses.
Had the enemy marched direotly on
New Orleans on the 23d ox 24th of De
cember, the "beauty and booty" of
the city would have fallen a prey to his
lust and rapine. But Jackson pursued
his "policy- - of rashness, " struck nnex- -
pected and unseen, saved the city, and
won immcrtid lanrels.

This, tho 23d of December, 1814
not the eth of January, 1815 he
counted his day of victory. Strategy
was the successful forerunner of cour-asr- a

and force.
Preparations were beicsr make in

Nashville to give him and his lady a
grand reception and celebration of the
anniversary of this lucky day, and all
ej-e-

s were beat toward the Hermitage
to see tho conquering hero, the then
President, come with his cherished
wife at his side, when lo! a messenger
on "the White Horse" was seen, riling
fast, to announce that his partner wa

dead. She was no longer the afflict-
ed, deserted one whom bo had cham-
pioned and married, and lived with in
holy and lawful wedlock. She was
no longer his angel bosom part
ner; she was no longer a target for
this world's fiery darts of detraction ;

she wa3 a saint. The day's gladness
was turned to earthly mourning, and
the day of rejoicing to the day of
fasting.

Dr. Hcikcl, of Winchester, va.,
was just starting as a yonng physician
in the neighborhood of the Hermitage,
and was the first to minister to her re-

lief, and attended nntil two eminent
physicians were called in from Nash-vill- e.

Prom him we learned that she
had canght cold, and pleuretio symp-
toms supervc-ue- d upon her constitu-
tional nervon3 afl'ectiou.s. She wa3
sitting smoking her corn-co- b pipe
when sho caught her last malady.

The day of burial came, and we wit
nessed the solemn Rcena. This wo con-
fidently testify, that more sincere
homage was doue to her dead than was
ever done to any woman in our day and
country livincr. Thousands from the
city and from all the country around
flocked to her funeral. Thepoor white
people, the slaves of the Hermitage
and adjoining plantations, and the
neighbors, crowded off the gentry of
towu and country, and failed the large
garden in which" the interment took
place. She had been a Harmah and
Dorcas to every needy - household.
She ha been more than mistress, a
mother to herservants and dependents,
and the richest and best were proud of
the privilege of her sincere and simple
friendship. She was, without ques-
tion, loved and honored by high and
low, white and black, bound and free,
rich and poor ; and that love was so
unaffectedly expressed by a wail sp
loud and long that there was no mis-
taking its grief for the loss, not of the
departed one, but of the living left be-

hind her. From that same door of the
northeast room of the house, near
which the happy bridal party sat bnt a
few short months before, her coifin
was borne to the grave dug in tho gar-

den for her remains.
Following the pall-beare- rs came

General Jackson, with his left hand in
the arm of General Carroll, holding his
cane in his right hand, not grasping it
with hand over the head nor with the
thumb up, but with the back of the
hand np, and holding the point of the
cane forward aa he would have neid a
sword, and where he stopped at the
pile of clay its point rested on the
clods. Weeping and mourning was

heard on every side, but at tho mo
ment of his coming up to that cold
portal of clay a favorite old servant of
Mrs. Jackson burst through the group
around the pit, and tried, to get into
the grave with .the collin. Sho was
about sixty years of age, robust and
strong, and, fulling near tho bruik, got
both feet over the edge of tho grave,
when the sexton and others took hold
of her and prevented her descending,
and were trying to raise ber up and
remove her. Her cries wcro agoniz-
ing: "Mistress, my best friend, my
love, my Ufe, ia gone I will go with
her!" . , ,

This was but a moment ; but, close
to General Jackson, we watched him
intently. Every muscle of his face
was unmoved; steady as a rock, with-
out a teardrop in his eye or a quiver
in his voice, he quickly raised his voice
and said. "Let that faithful servant,
weep for her best friend and loved mis-
tress ; she has the right and cause to
weep, and her grief is sweet to me."
The persons who had hold of her jm-- .

ediately released hr aud left her sit-
ting over the. fresh clods, weeping,
and there she remained, hindering the
burial, until after a while some of her
friends pnrsuaded her to leave the
grave and let the ceremony go on.
The body was let down, "dust to
dust" was said, the grave was filled np
aud shaped into the common mound
which covers poar mortality, and Gen.
Jackson was led away by Gen. Carroll
back to the northeast room. The crowd
followed and we got in close to the
chief mourner. Arriving . fairly iuto
the room and pausing a few moments,
he looked around him, and raising his
voice, said :

"Friends and neighbors, I thank you
for the honor you have done to the
sainted one who remains now repose in
yonder grave. She is now in the bliss
of Heaven, and I know that sho can
sutler here no more on earth. 1 nis is
6nough for my consolation ; my loss is
her gain. But I am left without her
to encounter the trials of life alone. I
am now the President-elec- t of the
United States, and in a short time
must take my way to the metropolis
of my coifntry, and if it had been God's
will I would have been grateful for the
privilege of taking her to my post of
honor and seating her by my sid, but
Providence knew what was best for
her. For myself I bow to God's will,
and go alono to the place of new and
arduons duties, and I shall not go
without friends to reward, and I pray
God that I may not be allowed to have
enemies to punish. I can forgive all
who have wronged me, but will have
fervently to pray that I may have grace
to enable me to forget or forgive any
enemy who has ever maligned that
blessed one who is now safe from all
suffering and sorrow, whom they tried
to put to shame for my sake!"

This was uttered calmly, firmly,
mournfully, and in such deep 6iknce
of the crowd that it was audible to ev
ery ono iu the room. Wo can never
forget it. Could he? Iho auswer to
the question illustrates his leading
trait of the policy of pugnacity.

The Sea-Lio- of the Pacific Coast.

"Grace Greenwood." writing to the
New York Times from San Francisco,
thus describes a visit to the "Clifi

from the city :
The Cliff House has l& long, broad

verandah, facing tbe sea, and com-
manding fine views of the Golden
Gate, of the dark, bold blufl of tbe
peninsula, and of tbe rocky points be
yond tbe curving beach. On this
morning there were many sails ia
sight, some parsing througu tbe grand
gateway, some coming up slowly be
fore tbe soft wind, some melting into
dreams of ships down the misty hori-
zon. The Seal Rock, three sharp,
picturesque little islands immediately
in front of the hotel, were crowded
with sea-lion- their strange, dismal.
discordant barking filling the air.
These particular sea-lio- are under
the protection of the law, and such
old customers, that habitues at the
Cliff" House are able to siDgle out the
leaders, the solid citizens, and have
given them distinctive and distin-
guished names.

1 must conrrss l watched them with
an eager, childish Interest and enjoy
ment. An English tourist at my side
remarked with a happy command of
words, " Whatan extraordinary si;ht!
Really, ynu know, I bad no idea of it !

What extraordinary creatures! and
what an extraordinary noise they
make!" which are my opinions bet- -
ter expressed.

Some of these sea-ho- are inou- -
sters of their kind, weighing l.GiX) fo
l,uw pounds, they say. All soils,
queer, grotesque, uncanny creatures,
have or me a strange fa'clnatiou
seeming like sinful human souls in
wild torment iten, ptrhaps who
have warred and wated, and lived
free hand high and fast, goin throuch
an uncomfortable meteniivyobo"',
prisoned and pinioned In these flabby,
sllpjieiy and clumsy forms. As you
first see those on the coast, they gym
continually to be flopping over the
rocks or down into the water, and you
say to yourseif, " What a dr-a- ry thing
it must be an existence of flops!"
But, a you watch tbem further, you
see that a sea-lion- 's life is varied, for
there ia wallow in the wafer, and the
bitch up on the rock, the sieata ia the
sun, and the bark. When he Is awake
that is in;esfant. Day and night his
" bark Is ou tbe sea." Sometimes,
when they are all barking at once it
pleasantly reminds one of the House
of Representatives. Doubtless the sea-lio- n

has bis mare-ta- l relations: per
haps the plural style of marriage pre
vails in the thriving community, and
all the middle-size- d monsters grouped
around the big one were their con
sorts "sealed" (o them. If so, tbe

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Professor Agausfz's Utrlne Investi-
gations.

Tho following interesting letter,
written by Professor Agassiz on
board the coast-surve- y steamer Hass-le- r,

has been received by Professor
lienjamm Pierce, superintendent ol
mo coa9t-sur?- e :

St. Thomas, Dec. 15, 1S71.
Jy Dear Professor: For several

days after wc left Boston I was great-
ly troubled by a sense of general
weakness, so much so that more than
once I thought I had undertaken
more than 1 had strength lor. But
as soon a3 we got into warmer lati-
tudes I felt bettsr, and now I am
actually improving beyond my con-
dition at the start. As soon as we
reached the Gulf Stream we began
work, Indeed Pourtales organized a
party to study the temperatures as
soon as we passed Gay Head, aud he
will himself report his results to
you, which are quite interesting.
My attention was entirely turned to
the gulf weed and its inhabitants, of
which we made extensive collec-
tions. Oar observations favor the
views of those who believe that the
Coaling weed Is derived from plants
torn from tho rocks upon which ssr-gastu- m

naturally grows. I made
very simple experiment which seeo.s
te me to settle the matter. Every
branch of tbe sea-we- ed which is de-
prived of its floats at once sinks to
tha bottom of the water, and these
floats arc not likely to be the first
parts developed from the spores.
Moreover, after exam ing a very large
quantity of the weed, I can say that
I have not seen a branch however
6mall which did not exhibit distinct
marks of having been torn from a
solid attachment.

You may hardly feel an interest in
my zoolog o&t ob?erva'IE8,but I am
sure you will be pleased to learn that
we had the best opportunity of care-
fully examining most of the animals
known to inhabit the gulf-wee- d, and
some which I did not know to occur
among them. However, the most
interesting discovery of tha voyage
thus far is the finding of a nest built
by a fish, floating on the broad ocean
with its live freight. On the 13th of
the month Mr. Mansfield, one of the
officers of the Hassler, brought me a
ball of golf-wee- d which he had just
picked up, and which excited my ca-
riosity to the utmost. It was a round
mass of sargassum, about the size of
two fists, rolled up together. The
whole consisted to all appearance of
nothing but gulf-wee- d, the branches
and leaves of which were, however,
evidently knit together and not only
balled into a roundish mass, for
though soma of the leaves and
branches hung loose from the rest, it
became at once visible that the bulk
ot the ball was held together by
threads trending in every direction
among the sea-weed- s, as if a conple
of hmdftila of branches of sargas-
sum had been rolled up loge'.ber
with elastic threads trending in every
direction. Put back into a large
bowl of water it became apparent
that this mass of sea-wee- ds was a
nest, the central part of which was
more clo.cly bound up together in
tbe form ot a ball with several loose
branches exteudingoiri various direc-
tions, by which the whole wss kept
Coating.

A moro careful examination re-
vealed the fact that the elastic threads
which held the gn!f-wee- d together
were beaded at intervals, sometimes
two or three beads being close to-
gether, or a bunch of them hanging
from the same cluster of threads, or
they werr more rarely scattered at a
greater distance one from the other.
Nowhfrc was thero much regularity
obstrrablo in the distribution of the
beads and they were ionnd scattered
throughout the whole ball of sea-
weeds pretty uniformly. The beads
themselves were about tha size of an
ordinary pin's bead. We had, no
doubt, a nest before us of tbe most
curious kind, full of eggs too, and the
eggs scattsred throughout the mass
of the r.et and placed together in a
cavity of the whole structure.

What animal could have built this
singular nest, was the next question.
It did not take much time to ascer-
tain the class of the animal kingdom
to wh?ch it belongs. A common
poekct lens at once revealed two!
largo eyes upon the side of the head
and a tail bent over the back of
V:i bodr, as the embryo uniformly
appears in ordinary fishes shortly be-

fore the period of hatching. The many
etr'pty egg-case- s observed in the nest
enve promise of an early opportunity
of seeing some embryos freeing
themselves from their envelope.
Meanwhile a number of these eggs
with livo embryos were cutout of the
nest and placed in separate glass jars
to multiply the chances of preserv-
ing tlicm, while the nest as a whole
was secured in alcohol as a memorial
of our unexpected discovery.

The next day I found two embryos
in one cf my glass jars; tbey occa-sToTpi- lly

moved In jerks and then
rested .'or a long while motion-Jos- s

upon the bottom of the jar. On
the third day I had over a dozen of
these young fishes in my rack, the
oldest of which begin to be more
active and promise to afford further
opportunity for study. I need not
relate in details the evidences I soon
cb'sir.cd that these embryos were
fishes. Suffice it to say thr.t tbe
dorsal cord with its betcroccrcal
bcut was readily visible, as well a3
tbe caudal tin with its rays. In the
eyes t!.e coloboina had not yet been
fuii.v closed, and blood currents wore
un:i!!s:;kUo on the yolk bsg. Rat
what ki.r.i of fish was this? About
t!ic time of Latching the fins of this
class ot uni'iials differ too much from
thohe of (he adult, and the general
form exhibits too few peculiarities,
to afford any clew to this problem. I
couUlor.l y suppose that it would like-
ly prove to be ono of the pelagic spe-
cies of the Atlantic, and of these-- the
most common are exococtus, naucra-te- s,

scopelus, chironectes, syngnethus,
monacanthus. tetraodon, and dioden.
Was there a way to come nearer to a
correct solution of my doubts ?

As I had "in former years made a
somewhat extensive study of the
pigment ceils of the skin in a variety
of young fishes, I now resorted to
this method to identify my embryos.
Happily we had on board several
pelagic fishes alive, which could af-
ford means oi comparison, but un-

fortunately the steamer was shaking
too much and roiling too heavily for
microscopio observation of even
moderately high powers. Nothing,
however, should be left untried, and
tbe very first comparison I made se
cured the desired result, ine pig
nient cells of a young chironectes
oictus proved identical with our lit
tle embryos. It thus stands as a

fact that the common
pelagic chironectes of the Atlantic
(named chironectes pictus by Cuvicr)
builds a nest tor its eggs in which
the progeny is wrapped up with the
materials of which the nest itself is
composed, and as these materials are
living gulf-wee- d, the fish cradle, rock
ing upon the deep ocean, Is carried
ftloug aa aa undying arbor, affording

at. tbe same time protection and af-

terwards food for lis living freight.
This marvelous story acquires ad

ditional interest if we now take into
consideration what are the charac-
teristic peculiarities of the chironec-
tes. As its' name indicate?, it has
fins like hands ; that is to say, tbe
pectoral fins arc supported by a kind
of prolonged, wristlike appendages,
and the rays of the vcntrala are not
unlike rude fingers. With these
limbs ttese fishes have long been
known to attach themselves to sea
weeds, and rather to walk than to
swim in their natural e'ement. But
now that we have become acquainted
with their mode of reproduction, it
may be fairly asked if the most
important use to which their pecu-
liarly constructed Sds are put is not
probably in building their nest ?

The discovery of this uest was
quite accidental but not so the ex-
amination of the large masses of the
floating weeds which we met with as
soon as entered on tho waters of the
Golf Stream. I had maiU it mv
chief business to examine the float- -

2 sargassum with the intention of
solving if possible the question of
us origin, i nau delivered, a lecture
to all on board in whitfh traa Ktatp.l
all I knew on the subject and what I
wanted to ascertain further, thus
honing to enlist the interest of tha
officers of the ship and of my se'eu- -
tinic isuow-travelc- rs m the object or
mv search. I had told them that I
did not believe that the gulf-we-ed

could multiply while floating, even
though tha floating branches miVht
enlnrge. I had suggested the gath
ering of the smallest branches of
the weed with a view to ascertaining
whether cr not all. evrn thf wprw
smallest, bore sigus of having been
tora violently away from a fixed at-
tachment. From that day not a patch
of gulf-wee- d passed our ship within
reach that was not carefully looked
at and hauled up if it presented any
peculiar appearance, and no doubt I
have my reward br that lecture
in the discovery of the nest of chi
ronectes.

There remains one closing ehsnter
to add to this storv. il u- - some 'nat
uralist becalmed among' the euif--
weed have the good fortune of wit-
nessing the process by which the ncet
is built. From an enibryological
point of view thesa little fishes &r
auite interesting. In the Crst nla
the embryonal vertical fin, which ex- -
icnas aiong tne wnoie back m the
fish embrvos thus far known, he&ins
very far behind. in tbe young chi-
ronectes, and docs not exist upon tho
ntckand back. In the second p ace
tbe position cf tho heart is verv pe-
culiar. Instead of lying at tbe junc-
tion of the yolk bast with tbe head.
it ocenpies a position iu the frcut
part of the yoik.

All ti e officers or the Hassler aro
ndofaticable iu their effort tn heln

our investigations, and even the meu
show useful interest in our pro-
ceedings. We have just reached St.
Thomas, so that I have no!hng to
add as to observations made here.

The root-ide- a or a cathed-
ral is, I suppose, the same there a.--

with us, but the Slavonic mind de
velops it differently. We think of
great lofty spaces which nothing in
vades but the prayers of the saint
and the incense typifying them, a
degree of silence and mystery, always
something left for the exalted, rapt
spirit to supply, and still supply, un-
til in the infinitely varied and

wing of that suggestion it
reaches that which pnsscth knowl-
edge. But in a Russian cathedral
nothing is thus left; all is crowded
and glaring, meeting the sense exact-
ly, a medley of saints' pictures, altars,
and shrines, a turnup; of rainbows
and gold. bt. Iaak's Church, the
cathedral of St. Petersburg, is as ric h
as unlimited expense can make it;
the finish of all is cxuuisite. It was
opeued only three years ago. It is
iu the lorm or a ureek crtrss, three
hundred feet in diameter. The moun-
tain of guid which forms its cupula
rises in the midst of bronze angeU
reared on thirty polished pillars, glit
tering like mirrors. On its apex is &

golden rotunda, tho church in minia-
ture, looking like a chajel on a niouu
tain-to- p, ana above a cross on a ern--
cent crowns all. Miles over ths
dreary plain which surrounds SL
Petersburg the peasant watches tbe
sacred flashing of that dome, and
bows and crosses himself reverently.
The very part which ia our churches
is cold aud dim is to him, outside his
moss-stuff- ed cabin, a glory and a
strength. Nearer, the reflection from
the various ribs, makes a perfect
crown of glory laid obliquely on the
doms.

In the other churches are flags and
trophies a host of them Turkish,
Persian, French. The Persian flag
is very peculiar a long silk triangle
trimmed with lace, a panther In the
centre, and a silver baud, life-siz- e,

fastened to the end. t)a one or the
Turkish Is the mark of the five bloody
fingers or the stamiTr!-rrnre- r, who
died defending it. Key of captured
fortresses hang about the Persian
the queerest imaginable beautifully
chased with silver batons of Turkish
commanders, like small medi.-evu-l

regiment formed by Peter the
Ureat, the columns oi the outside rail
ing are made of I rench and Turkish
cannon arranged in threes, with an
eagle on the summit and chains fes-

tooned between. All this tells a tale
of an active life we know little of.
