I forgot to men-
tion that a great many bullets had
been found at various times in the
fields on each side of this encamp-
ment far below. Hardly a summer
passes are not
plowed up, both lead and copper ones.
The bluff on the Duck River is madeap of a successsion of precipices, and
under some of these shelving rocks
present a roof several feet, so thatone could be sheltered here from the
fiercest storms. About fifty feet from
the water was one of the deepest of
these rocks, and under this lay a large
flat stone of several tons weight; but
the soil underneath the lower side had
washed away, so that the stone, rest-
ing upon some rocks, underneath, was
almost on a balance. By their united
efforts they gave the stone a shove
that sent it down the bluff into the
river. One of the men Mr. Thomas
Wbitson, examining the place where
the stone lay, noticed some regularity
in which the rocks were placed, and,
raising a large, thin, flat stone, dis-
closed, beneath, a cavity. All now
asolsted in clearing away the rubbish,
and they found what thev snnrwmed
to be an Indian grave. The place
was about six feet long, two feet deep,
and about two and a half feet wide.
A skeleton lay full length at the bot-
tom, and, though time had made
havoc with all in it, they saw plainly
that the figure had been clothed, for
plain traces still existed of the fab-
ric. The bones of the hands and
half way up the arms were covered
with an iron casting. There was also
over the chest a broad ovaI-haie- d

piece of leather or raw hide, that
crumbled at the touch. But what at-
tracted them most was the surround-
ings. Instead of the "usual weapons
buried with the Indian, they found
fnll length by his side an unmistaka-
ble gun, although it was completely
eaten up by rust, yet there was its
shape, and full six feet long. It had
no appearance of a lock, and the
wood-wor- k was mere dust. When
they attempted to remove the piece of
leather, they found lying on the breast
bone two copper bullets, about the
size of a common muket-bal-l, though
when they knocked off its crust but
a small portion remained, and that
very rough, like a ball of loose soil.
Around the skull was a copper cap,
or what they supposed to be copper,
for it, too, crumbleaVlike rotten ore.
And now comes the ttrangest part of
this singular story... They, removed
every thing from the grave or stone

The stone Is now at Mr. Wm. Whit-son'- s,
