He waz konverted 150 years ago, and
thinks the hard-she- ll iz the tufilst re-
ligion thare iz for every day wear. lie
sez that one hard shell bal.tiss ken do
more hard work on the same vittlcs
during a hot day than lOepiskopalites.

He haz alwus used plug tobbako
from a child, and sez he lernt how teu
cheu bi watching a cow cheu her cud.

He haz never drunk enny intoxicat-
ing licker but whinky, and sez that no
other licker is he! thy. He thinks 3
horns a day iz enurf lor helth. '

He haz alwus voted the dimokratik
ticket for the last 170 years, and walk-
ed, last fall in sloppy weather, 18 miles,
to vote for Jim Buchanan.

He haint never seen a rale-rod- e yet,
nor a wimmin's rite convenshun.

His gratest desire, he tells me, iz leu
sec Ueu. Jackson, and sez that he shall
go next year down teu Tennessee teu
uee him. .

He fatted a hog last year, with hiz
own hands, that weighed 036 pounds
after it waz drest and well dried out.
He iz very cheerful, and wz he won 7
dollars on the weight ov this hog, out
ov oue ov the deakons ov the hard-
shell church.

He haz a good ear for musik, and
whisselled me Yankee Doodle, with
vanashuns.

He waz born a sliu maker, but hasn't
dun ennythinir at the trade for the
last 125 years. He enjoys the bet ov
health, but just now he iz toothing,
which he tells me iz hiz 7th sett.

He iz a firm beleaver in the Darwin
theory, and sez he used teu hear hiz
grate-grantuath- er tell ov a race ov
men sumwhare down on the coast' ov
Florida, who had sum little ov the
kaudle appendix still remaining.

On the subjekt ov marriage hiz lied
seems teu be ded level. He sed "that
he had been married 15 times, and
proposed again teu lianuah Campbell,
a lady in the naberhood, who waz 28
years old.

I asked him what he thought hiz
chances were for obtaining the lady's
hand, and he sed "it lays between
him and one Theodore Whitney,
travelling korn doctor." and added "if
Whitney don't look out he would en
lartre his head for him."

Focgiikeepsie, Aril 23.
Tbe most astonishing scenes are wit-

nessed in tbe woods and mountains of
Ulster County nowadays, and sports-
men are having a tremendous "shoot"
in the way of pigeons. Old hunters
are dumbfbuuded. From every sec-
tion come accounts of flocks of untold
numbers being seen, while the stories
told of the masses at tbeir feeding and
sleeping plaees are marvelous and hard
to believe, were not the authority un-
doubted. In the neighborhood of B g
Indian and Sbaudakeu are large oods,
where the birds roost at night, and
hunters who have visited th9 place as-
sert that tiie feathered denizens are
millions in numbers, Tbe weight of
the masses which congregate upon the
trees is sometimes so great that huge
limbs break ofl an.l fail to the ground,
crushing many of the birds to death.
To hunt them it is only necessary to
go into the woods and pointing your
gun upward blaze away; each dis-
cbarge is sure to bring many fluttering
victims. The roaring sound made by
them when they go in flocks to settle
down at night or take their flight in
tbe morning resembles thunder, while
the light of tbe sun is darkened as
if a thick cloud floated between it and
the earth. From the Wawarsiug section
also come astounding stories ou the
same subject. Every day the flight of
flocks innumerable are recorded, and
sportsmen are having rare times. The
chief rendezvous iu that directum is
said to be the headwaters of the Jfever-sin- k,

where a tract oT woods, four
miles in width by fifteen in length,
has been taken possession of by them.
It would be vain to estimate the num-
ber, but it cau safely be said they reach
millions. Of course these numerous
flocks attract hunters from a longdis-
tance, . and tbe cratrk of their guns is
heardcontinually. Many make a busi-
ness of;killiii.-- ; he birds for theNew York
market. Along the line of the Handout
and Oswego llailroad the excitement is
intense. Yesterday, from early in the
morning till dusk, there was oue con-
tinual succession of flocks numbering
FROM ONE THOUSAND TO TEX THOU-

SAND IN EACH FLOCK.
They flew bo low that a good marks-

man could easily bring them down. In
the towns of Clive and Bhandaken
every other man was out hunting, and
tLfe ground was fairly covered with
nets, while the stool pigeons and flyers
were worked incessantly. Many thou-
sands of pigeons were caught. One
man had a wagon-loa- d in three hauls,
while many a good pigeon-hunt- er

managed to get 150 or 200 in one throw.
On .Sunday the woods were also
crowded, and

EKS' GUNS
sounded like the firing of a skirmish
line. Theee pigeons are resting above
Big Indian, covering a Iract of woods
about eighteen miles square. They take
a trip out morning and evening. Nat
uralists say they go to salt water and
return every day.

1871, Section 13 : " No erson shall
kill, catch, or discharge any firearms
at any wild pigeon whil-- t on its resting
ground, or break up or in any manner
disturb such resting ground or the birds
therein, or discharge any firearms at
any distance within one-four- th of
mile of such resting place, under
penalty of 25 for each offense."

Kingston boasts a celebrated pigeon
Hunter; im name is Henry W. Wmne.
His friends say he has double-ba-

gun which brings down 150 at each dis
charge. A farmer iu the neighborhood
of the Big Indian resting place had two
tons of hay standing out of doois. He
didn't watch it closely and the pigeons
carried away every siear of it to build
nests with.

How to rrevont Spring Diseases.

It is an indisputable, physiological
truth that if the instincts of nature
were yielded to in the spring, were
cherihed in his desire to take less and
less food as the weather grows warmer,
as they are yielded to in tbe autumn in
taking more, a very large amount of
the diseases of spring and summer
would lie avoided. Tbe great practical
lesson to be learned in reference to tbe
subject, a question of health and dis-
ease yes, in multitudes of cases a
question of life and death is simply
this. As tbe winter passes and the
balmy spring-tim- e comes on do nothing
to increase the appetite: eat no more
than is called for; do not be uneasy be
cause you haye little or no relish for
your food, eat less and less every day.
The best way to increase your pleasure
of eating is to change the quality of
food: use articles less carbonaceous.
less warming; send from tbe table the
Dork and bacon, and fat meats, oils.
and sugars, and starches, and sago, and
the tapioca pudding, and the dump-
lings, and the rich pastries ; get hold of
the early "greens," the spinach, the
turnip lops, the radish, the early berry.
aud the daily fruit, and lean meats;
pay increasing attention to the cleanli
ness or the skhi, be more in me air;
sleep in better ventilated rooms; let
your windows le raised high at night,
aud your inner doors be left wide open.

was that the gun cotton had proved its
superiority not only in propulsive force,
but in the small quantity and lightness
ofitssmake two very valuable features
in actual warfare. ' It is stated to be
producible at much less cost tlian gun-

Points of Good Hog--.
""

I would caution the reader against
being led away by mere name in his
selection of a hog. A hog may be
called ,a Berkshire or a Suffolk, or any
other breed most in estimation, and yet
may in reality possess none of this
valuable Wood. The only sure mode
by which tbe buyer will be able to avoid
imposition is, to make name alwaya
secondary to points. If you find a hog
possessed of such points of form aa are
calculated to ensux early maturity and
facility of taking flesh, you need care
little what it has seemed god to the
seller to call him ; and remember that
no name eaa bestow value upon an an-
imal deficient in the qualities to which
I have alluded. The true Berkshire

that possessing a dash of the Chinese
and Neapolitan varietiesr-com- es per-
haps nearer to the desired standard
than any ot ler. Tie chief points which
characterize such a bog are the follow-
ing: In the fJrdt place, sufficient deptn
of carcass, and sucn an elongation of
body as will ensure a sufficient lateral
expansion. Let the loin aud breast
be broad. The breadth of the former
denotes good room for the play of the
lungs, Rird a constq'ieut free and
healthy circulation, essential to the
thriving or fattening of any animaL
The bone should be small and the joints
fine nothing is more indicative of
high breeding than this ; and the legs
should be no longer than, when fully
fat, would just prevent the animal's
belly from trailing upon the ground.
The leg is the least profitable portion of
the hog, and we require no more ot it
than is absolutely necessary for the
support of the rest. See that the feet be
firm and sound, that tbe tees lie to-

gether, and press straightly upon the
ground ; as, also, that the claws are
even, upright aud healthy. Many say
that the former is of little or no con-
sequence, and that a good hog may
have an ugly head ; but 1 regard the
head of ali animals as one of the very
principal points in which pure or im-
pure breeding will be the most ob-

viously indicated. A high bred animal
will iuvariably be found to arrive more
speedily at maturity, to take flesh
earlier and with greater facility, and.
altogether, to turn out more profitably
than one of questionable or impure
stock ; and, such being the case, I con
eider that the head of the hog is, by
no means, a point to be overlooked by
the purchaser. The description of head
most likely to promise, or rather con-
comitant of high breading, is one not
carrying heavy bone, not too flat on
the forehead, or possessing too
elongated snout the snout should be
short, aud ;the forehead rather con-
vex, curving upwards; and the ear
should be, while pendulous, inclining
somewhat forward, And at the eame
time light and thin. Ncr should the
buyer pass over even the carriage or a

If this be dull, heavy and deJ)ig.
: reject him, on suspicion of il

health, if not of some concealed dis-
order actually . existing, or about to
break forth; and there cannot be
more unfavorable symptom than
hung down, slouchirg head. Of course.
a fat hog fjr slaughter, or a ton heavy
with young, have not much sprigh ill
ness of deportment.

Nor is oler altogether to be lost sight
of.

If the hair
be scant, I would look for black, as de
noting connection with the reapoiitan
but if too bare of hair, I would be dis
posed to apprehend too Intimate alii
ance with that variety, and a conse
quent want of hardihood, that, how
ever unimportant if pork be the object,
renders such animals hazardous specu-
lations as stores, from their extreme
susceptibility of cold, and consequent
habiliry to disease. If white, and not
too small, 1 would like them, es ex
hibiting connection with the Chinese
If light orsandv, or red, with black
marks, I would recognize our favorite
Berkshire ; and so on with reference to
every possible variety of hue. These
observations may appear trivial, but
they are the most important I have
yet made, and the pig buyer will find
ins account in attecding to them.

tfikiug them out as warm weatner
comes on. Bucks lay a great many
eggs when well red, and the piace is
well adapted for them, and ducks and
and . gceae will be seen, at every
good frm homestead, but there Is no
such things as picking the feathers in
any instance till the isolated places
where the Inhabitants are of a very low
description, though it is pretty general
in Ireland aud 13 practiced to some ex
tent iu Wales. .

Bucks are profitable, for although
the youug ones while growing eat a
great deal more than chickens, they
grow as fas t again, and when they are
full grown they will uot eat half as
mch as chickens, aud where there is
innuiDg water and ponds they cost
scarcely any tiling to keep. Where the
winter is mild they wm commence
laying by New Year's day if well fed
and young ones which were hatched
the previous April will begin in De-
cember, and lay reguiariy every day, if
riven a small quantity or meat every
day when it is too dry or too cold for
them to nnd worms or gruos oi any
kind. When it is showery, without
frost, they will not require flash of any
kind to be given them.

Xcw Use for Flax Seed. '

The following statement, copied from
an English paper, is of great interest
to the American farmers, as it seems to
open a new use for flax seed and may
greatly enhance the price, so as to make
flax crowing profitable. The new uee
is the manufacture ot an article caned
linoleum, deriviug the name from
linum and oeum. It is said that it will
lie a rival of caoutchouc, or as is com-
monly called, India rubber. The
new article is manufactured of linseed
oil by oxodyzing it until it is solidified
into a resinous substance, aa we fre
quently find it when it has been ex-

posed to the atmosphere. It is stated
that, " iu ibis state it is combined with
resinous gums and other ingredients,
whereupon it assumes tbe appearance
and most of the properties of India rub-
ber. Like India rubber, it can be dissolv
ed into a cement and used in the manu-
facture of a material for water proof
clothing. It cau be used as varnish for
the protection of iron or wooa, or lor
coating ships' bottoms. It Is as good
as common cement, having properties
similar to the marine glue made from
India rubber and shellac. It la easily
vnlcanized by exposure to heat, and by
this means becomes as hard as toe hard-
est wood, and capable of the finest
polish. The great variety of uses to
which it cau oe appneo in misiorm
will at once suggest themselves to the
reader. The manufacture of lineolum
has thus far been made to produce floor
cloth, for which it has proved itself
well adapted, uombinea with ground
cork, it is spread on a stout canvass,
the back of which is afterward water
proofed with oxodizedoil. The fabric
13 then printed by means or diocks in
the ordinary way. The floor cloth thus
produced i pliable, noiseless to walk
upon, washes wen, preserves is coior,
aud rolls up like an ordinary carpet.
It is very durabV, and its component
parts will not decompose by heat or
exposure to the sun orair, as will India
rubber. Xav York Tribune,

The Culture of Almonds.

Thrv .are grafted on the peach or al
mond stock. Tosprout theseed lay down
boards on the ground, oover wuu an
inch of sand, spread on a layer of
almonds, then an inch of sand ; keep
them wet, and iu three weeks of warm
weather they burst open. Plant in
drills one-i:c- h deep, aud put a light
coat of rotten straw over them. Graft
in February and bud in September and
October.

A lady correspondent of the Ohio

Farmtr gives , the following practical
directions for preserving eat flowemj ;.

Not every lover of flowers has learn-
ed that sand is better than clear water
for the preservation of house boquets.
White sand, not too coarse,: is best.
Flowers 'keep fresh longest if cat
when the dew is on them, and fade
soonest if cut when iu a warm sun.
The water that stands on the .top Of
tbe sand should be renewed every day;
a pinch of salt will do no harm, and
may do good, though I have never
found it of marked efficacy.

When the flowers grow passe, put
the stems in hot water for five minutes,
then cut the ends off a little and return
them to the sand in the water if about
milk warm. When practicable, set cut
flowers out in the dew at night. .

A plate ; of sand filled with short-stemm- ed

white flowers makes a beauti-
ful groundwork upon which to place
scarlet geraniums, pink verbenas, or
any other bright-colore- d flewers. A
tittle spading of green is of course
necessary, and if arranged with taste,
no handsomer .table adornment can be
imagined. ' . ,

Parsley for Sheep.

A correspondent of the Toronto
Globe reports a farmer assaying: .

u I sow parsley all through my grass
laud and never lay down any land to
clover; in tbe spring, but I sow parsley
with it.- - It is the best fond for sheep
there is, keeps them healthy, and fat
tens them with wonderful rapidity. Of
course I don't sow enough to smother
the grass ; but I take care tltere is some
all through it, and the sheep will find
it out and never leave a bit of it if
they can help it. The cows and cattle
are are also very fond of it, but it is the
fittest for sheep, as it does them the
most good. Tne only thing to be
guarded against Is to keep thebreeding
ewes from getting too much. They
fatten so fast that it stops their breed-
ing, which, of course, is a loss, But I
am careful to keep the breeding ewes
off it as much as I can. It does well
for lambs, however, and for wethers
aud fattening ewee nothing is
equal to it. I find that it does better
than grain. It alfo produces heavy
fleeces of wool."

The Soli Breathes. , :

. The soil id wbbh we cultivate plants
is composed of one-ha- lf water, one-four-th

air aud one-four-th earth ; and In
a healthy condition fs a living, active
agent ; is never idle, but always work-
ing in its own way, as industriously as
the human hands that manipulate it,
or as the fertilizing winds that pass
over it. Through the deep tilth and
innumerable pores it breathes, some-
thing as we breathe. If our luugs were
filled with water, respiration would
soon cease, and tho body would be-

come Inactive. So it is with the soil.
If its pores are surcharged with water
it cannot breathe, and not act. If com-
pact, so that air and water cannot
enter, it has no activity and cannot be
productive. It Is like a water-logge- d

vessel at sea, which has just air enough
to keep It floating, but can neither
proceed nor sink. Soils in this con-
dition should never be cultivated. If
theyjare, they entail poverty upon the
cultivator. New England Farmer. ,

How to Make French Honey.
Take ten pouuds of sugar, three pounds
of water, forty grains cream of tartar,
ten drops of essence of peppermint, and
fhree nounds of hooey. First dissolve
the sugar in the water over a slow fire
and take off the scum arising there-
from ; then dissolve tho cream of tartar
in a little warm water and add the
honeV heated to a boiling pitch ; then
add the essence of peppermint and stir
for a few minutes. Let it stand until
cold when it will be ready for use.

No farmer
should ever undertake to winter a herd
of cattle without a supply. Never allow
your cattle to go without a chance to
obtain water twice each day, since none
of m:r domestic animals are constituted
to stand thirst for any great period of
time. ' When they do not get a chance
to drink but once a day, their tnirsi is
so intense that tbey are led to drink
more than is healthy for them to take
at ouce, and by. taking so large an
amount of water they become chilled
aud tlieir systems deranged. Regular-
ity is of as great importance in the
care of cattle as it is iu supplying our
own want.

Al-
though the grass at first turns some-
what brown, it soon recovere, and is
very beautiful.

How to Manage a Small Manure
Pile. We are . asked for directions
how to manage the accumulating of
manure from a stable oi iwo norses. a
cow, and the refuse of a house. : To
make this material ready for the gar-
den or tho field in the spring, it must
be kept from freezing. To do this, itls
necessary to turn it two or three times,
and mix the roughs matter or litter
equally with the finer material from
the horse stable. A square pile is the
best shape in which to keep it. The
refuse from the house should be cast on
the top, which should be made hollow,
to retain the liquid, which will prevent
fanging or the dry-ro- t. When the heat
is reduced, commence at one end and
