Hon. Horace Maynard and Col. N. N,
Cox, as previously announced, met in
debate here last Friday. It was Mr.
Maynard's appointment and he consent-
ed to divide timme with Col. Cox. Mr.
Maynard spoke first, His s WA
an houranda half in length, and well
composed. His ecareful and prerise
style would at onecs stamp him a parlia-
montarian of Jarge experience, Men,
whosa lives are spent in debate in the
halls ot Congress, naturally acquire a
deliberate and caretual delivery. His
natural ability and great experience in
governm-utal affairs, make him -pre-
ominently one of the greatest poli&ic?m
of his party.
