Kentucky.

The first white woman born in the
savage wilds of Kentucky lived for
many years in Lexington. Here she

! lections were of savages, sufferings,
alarms, and WMoodshed; and she passed
her infant years in the midst of mem-
orable sieges and desperate conflicts.
When she grew to womanhood, and was
married, her father started her in life
with a home and servants, but she lost
both in a few years by her husband's
mismanagement, and after his death
times grew worse and worse,

At a very early day, she settled in
Fayette County, and subsequently made
Lexington her home, and lIwrP she re-
mained and raised her children. One
of her sons was the gailant Adjntant,
Edward M. Vaughn, a Lexington vol-
nnteer, who fell npon the bravely con-
tested field of Buena Vista, in 1847,
His blood-sonked gauntlets were car-

ried reverently to his mother, and they |

told at once, to her stricken heart, the

same tragic and eloquent story that the |

armleas and battered shield expressed
to the Spartan mother in the classic
days of old. Other afflictions and mis-
fortunes followed ; and destitute and
desolate, the brave old lady stroggled
on throngh a life not unfrequently made
brighter by kind and sympathetie
friends. Mrs. Vanghn lived for some
time in the residence lately oconpied by
Rev. J. D. Matthews, on Winchester
street, between Limestone and Walnut,
sShe died, however, at the residence of
Mrs. Susan Craig, on the south side of
Short street, in the month of June,
1863, aged abounf eighty-seven years,
and was buried in the Whaley lot, in
the Episcopal Cemetery, where her re-
mains still repose,

The only relic of the venerable hero-
ine known to be in existence is a patch-
work quilt which she made with her
own hands, and gave to a sympathetic
lndy of Lexington, who was a friend
to her in her days of sorrow and afflic-
tion.

That Mrs. Vanghn was the first white
woman born in Kentucky, there can not
be the slightest doubt; the fact is
placed beyond dispute by the frequent
declarations of many of the earliest
settlers of this State to persons still
living. Mrs, Vanghn, herself, always
declared that she had never heard a
statement to the contrary.

Mrs. Vaughn was a woman of exeel-
lent mind, warm heart, and sincere
piety ; and neither her true pride nor
the beautiful charncteristics of her
Christian life were abated by her pov-
erty and misfortunes. How strange
were her experiences, The fate-star of
sorrow, which beamed upon her birth,
| ssemed ever to follow her with its sad-
| dening intluence, She was born when

the tomahawk and the torch was busiest;
the hope of her deeclining yoars died
upon a field of battle, and she breathed
out her own life in the midst of a ter-
rible civil war. Her parents helped to
| reclaim and build an cmpire ; their
| daughter died without a foot of land
| that she conld eall her own. Will jus-
tiee, even now, be done to her memory?
| Will the State appropriately mark the
spot where rest the mortal remains of
the first white woman born in the now
great Commonwenlth of Kentucky?

A Happy Family—Snakes as Necklaces
and Armlets.

The eminent English zoologist, Mr.
Frank Buckland, editor of Land and
Water, tells the following extraordina-
ry story in his newspaper: * Snakes
are regarded with horrorand repugnance
by the generality of mankind and wo-
mankind, and for this reason their hab-
its and instinets hiave not been sufficient-
ly stndied. Snskes may ba broadly di-
vided into poisonons and not poisonons.
As a rule, poisonous snakes will get out
of a man’s wayif not attacked or insult-
{ed. T do not recommend people trying
| to tame poisonons snakes, nor do I ad-
| vise them to charm them after the fash-
| ion of the Indian jugglers, thongh, as
| has been often shown, these poisonons

snakes are generally ‘* doctored,” as re-
gards their fangs, before the exhibition
| tukes place. There is now in London a
| gentleman who has a charming family
of pet snakes—harmless, of course.
This gentleman’s name is Mann. He
isn a professor of musiec, and lives in
Cheyne Walk, Chelsea. My, Mann call-
ed on me a day or two ago at my office,
and requested me to give him assistance
as he hnd got into a bother with his
neighbors abont keeping the snakes,

¢ Anxious to be of service to this gen-
tleman, I ealled aft the house in order
to examine his snakery. He placed in
the middle of the room a large box,
which was carefully locked, unless he
or his wife took out the snakes to feed
or examine them. The first he produe-
ed from the box was a very fine common
British snake (Coluber natrix), His
snakes have all got names and thisone’s
was Julia.  Julin had long ago laid thir-
ty-six egges, which were hatched out sue-
cessfully. The next was also a common
British snake, The ring around the
neck was very bright in this snake. She
rejoices in the name of Sylvia. Sylvia
is very good at frogs; lately she ate nine
frogs—seven large frogs and two small
—at one meal, one after the other Mr.
Mann has also two other commyn
snnkes, whose names are Proteus and
Beatrice, or she of the golden kair.
This modern snake eharmer (hen dived
his hand iuto the box and brought out
an exceedingly lively brooa eolored
sniake., The head is remarkably pretty
and 1ifrd-like, and it has the power of
moving the head very quickly from side
to side; the eye is also remarkably bril-
linnt, This snake was bronght from
Jamrach; it is called a Lacertine, and
comes from the coast of Mogador, North
Afriea; it is perfectly harmless. Mr.
Mann has had the Lacertine about twen-
ty months. Tt is a pretty elegant crea-
ture. It feeds on white mice.

“Mr. Mann then showed me the gem
of his eollection. Tt is a remarkably
handsome Brazilian boa, measuring be-
tween five and six feet long, and weigh-
ing from twelve to fourteen pounds.
The name of this snake is ““Cleo,” shorl
for Cleopatra. Continnal handling and
petting has cansed tlas snake to become
most remarkably tame, and I think
there can be no doubt she knows indi-
viduals. When placed on the table Cleo

' wonld not eome to me at all, but glided
away to her master, who was sitting at
the opposite side of the table, and,
stnsh_‘lluug her body from the table to
the chair, gradually pulled her long
length to him. She then glided up his
' right side, and followed her eoils aronnd
his neck, placed her head close to her
master's face, and thére she lay for some
minutes "ui\'prin:: her black, forked
tongne with evident pleasure. Mr.
Muann's two little children, aged five nnd
six respectively, then eame into the
room. They immediately ran to the
snake and began playing with it, kissing
it and pulling it, ealling it “ Cleo, dear
| Cieo.” Cleo was then made to glide on

the flooy; the ehildren ran after her and

sicked her up, and the liftle girl, pick-
ing her up, put her round the neck like
a boa. IF\\'HIIII!'T‘ if this was the origin
of the word boa?) Cleo evidently enjoy-
ed the fun as mueh as the children. It
wis very enrious to see these two little
children encireled in Cleo’s ponderons
folds, reminding me much of the cele-
brated statue of the Laocoon, and, if T
| recollect right, the marble children
the statue are represented as about the
same age and as Mr. Maun's two
children. Cleois a particular favorite
of Mrs. Mann, and T saw a very nice
photograph of her, with Cleo coiled
aronnd her neck, 1 snbseqnently saw
Mrs, Manm in this attitnde with her pet
snake. Cleo had shed her skin several
times, and it is curions to remark that
she shed her skin ten timesin two years.
Mr. Mann has the last skin shed, Ttis
fuite perfeet, and as thin as tissue pa-
per; and I shonld think wonld make a
good pattern for faney lace work.

“Cleo feeds principally on pigeons,
If a pigeon is put into her eage, and she

not hungry, she secems to make

friends with the pigeon, and will never

| attempt to eat it.  Should, however, a
{ fresh pigeon be put into her cage, she
will devour it instantly. She feeds once
a fortnight, and two pigeons will abont
last her for this time. My, Mann has
observed that, when let loos, Cleo al-
ways tries to climb npward, whereas the
Lasertine always seeks the ground.
Cleo must certmnly know her master
and mistress, Onee when they w nt
ottt of town (leo was left behind., She
pined and wonld not teedd during their
abeence. When Mr. anl AMypa. Mum
returned, after six weeks' ahsence, on
hearing her mistress’ voice, instantly
ritched out of her box, codled licrself
ronnd her, and kissed her face. 1
evidently recoguized her kind frmqu
el protectors,

“Mr. Mann has also another large
Indian python, but this snake 1w not
very well, and has private apartments
to itself in a leather ecapet-bag. The
snnkes will feed out of Mr. Mann's
hanid. The common suakes eat frogs,
and frogs only; the Lacertine eats white
mice; the python delights in guinea
pigs.  Altogether 1 was exeeedingly
pleased with Mr. Mann’s eollection of
snnkes, By his very suecessful snake
taming he has opened up a new chapter
in natural history, and has shown what
persevering kindness will do in taming
snakes, poor creatnres! which have
hitherto been thonght to have little or
no intelligence.”

Civilization makes sad work with our
teeth. Savagesare rarely ever tronbled
with a defeet or an ache in their dental
apparatus. It is mnot hot drinks
which destroy them prematurely; nor

warm food, so much as acids, too con-
contrated in vinegar, pickles, ete.,

which aets directly upon the lime in

their composition, and thus ernmbles
them.

The foundation for sound, firm, white
| teeth must be laid in early life, by sub-

sisting on food that contains the ele-
| ments which the feeth must have, or
| they will be imperfectly formed, feeble
in structure, ar * fall early imto decay.
If wheat flour = re never bolted, but
eaten with the bran, as we find it par-
tially in the graham bread, then the
system would be abundantly provided
with phosphate of lime, the essential
ingredient for the-" formation of the
teeth.

Butter contains a good proportion of
the phosphate of lime, and hence those
who eomsnme much of 1t fnrnish  from
that source n supply for keeping their
teeth in good condition. Claldren are
usually lovers of bread and butter,
especially if they are habitually fed
on white bread. In that way they ob-
tain something for their teeth, but by
no means enough. The coarser the food,
especially bread, the better for young
people, The soundest testh belong to
persons who have not been reared on
delieacies. Poor teeth become heredi-
tary, simply because the ancestral stock
wis deprived, either by a perverted
taste, or the habit of feasting on rich
concentrated diet, of the phosphate of
lime which nature provides in the cov-
erings of grain used as food, and in
some kinds of flesh on which carniverons
animalzs live, We eannot have sound
teeth unless the stomach has the right
materials for their manufacture,

First Rate ﬁuilSIlEE‘.

Pass your meat (withent freezing)
throngh yonr meat eutter, put it ona
kettle and place it on a stove or over a
moderate fire. Stir it thoroughly, being
careinl not to let it cook or burn
on the bottom, while another person
adds the following : for ten pounds of
meat, three large tablespoons of salt;
five of sage, two of summer savory,
two of black pepper, two teaspoonsful
of saltpetre, pulverized or dissolved,
three quarters of a pound of sugar.
Stir until the seasoning is thoroughly
incorporated with the meat; then pac
in deep earthen dishes, or tin pans, Set
away to cool. The next day or soon
after, warm lard so that it will spread
with necase knife amd make a coating
over the meat, and it will keep any
reasonable length of time fresh and
and sweet. Should you wish to pre-
serve any until warm wenather, take fine
brown paper, cut little larger than the
surface of your dish, wet it one side
with the white of an egg, lny it on egg-
side down pressing it gently with the
hand, letting the edge come over the
edge of the dish, whieh will soon ad-
here and seclude all air. Keep it in a
cool, dry place. The flavor cannot be
surpassed. We have tried this mode and
known it it to be a good recipe.

Improving the Mississippi.

A great deal has been said about the
necessity of improving the Mimissipri
river, with a view to making it safely
navigable by large steamers throughout
the year, and the general ernment
has shown a fair degree of Liberality in
making sppropriations to carry forward
the work of deepening the channels a$
the mounth and removing obstructions at
other points in the river., Thankful for
past favors, the people of the Mississip-
pi ey will probably soon unite in an
urgent appeal to Congress for perfecting
the great work that has in reality but
just begun,

Two things should be accomplished if
possible, viz.: the improvement of the
channels and the reclamation of the
fertile lands in the delta for agricultur-
al purposes; and, if we rely upon the
judgment of scientific men who have
made the subject a special study for
many years, the improvementsnecessary
for the accomplishment of one of these
objects will secure the other. It has
been ascertained beyond guestion that
good embankments, confining the vol-
ume of a river to a narrower channel,
deepen the bed by the constant wearing
away of the bottom, and that the aver-
age height of the water during the time
of floods isless within the embankments
than it is at the same place without
them. This is contrary to the general-
ly received belief, and many ignorant
l)(‘rsmm have opposed the building of

evees for the reason, nlleged by them,

that they increase the height and de;
structiveness of the floods. Careful ob-
servation has exploded this idea.

It is one thing, however, to know how
to accomplish a given result, and qnuite
another to provide the meins to bring
it about. The individual enterprise of
the land-holders along the river ean
mever do what is necessary to the reali-
zation of so grand a scheme. Hun-
dreds of miles of expensive embank-
ments have been construeted by individ-
nuals, and swept away by the resistless
foree of the mighty river, and the exi-
gencies of war compelled our govern-
ment to destroy imany of the finest
plantations beyond the hope of reclama-
tion by their owners. It is clearly im-
practicable for the States bordering on
the river to project and complete, nn-
aided, so great a work, as it will involve
an expenditure which, if added to their
present indebtedness, wonld bankrupt
them. BSeientific gentlemen, who have

ion that the proper and only way to ac-
complish the desired result is by a sys-
tem of levees extending along both
banks of the river from a point near
Cape Girardean, in Missonri, to the
mouth of the river. A little patechwork
done here and there along the banks in
the different States, without any view
to a comprehensive plan covering the
interests of the whole delta, amounts to
nothing. An nnusual flood, or the care-
lessness of a few person who may neg-
lect the first breaches in the banks, 18
enough to destroy the work of years,

owners fo restore or repair their works,

State and imlividnuf effort will not
suffice for so great a work, and the na-
tion must undertake it in the same spir-
it that has led it to improve the magnifi-
cent harbors on our seacoast, very
inhabitant of the United States has a
personal interest in the seeurity afford-
ed to vessels eoming to and going from
the port of New York, and they are no
less interested in the great work that is
necessary to make the greatest of our
rivers the safe and obedient servant of
our people,

It is nrged as an additional reason
why the General Government should
nundertake the work, the waves
by the steamers passing from the Upper
Mississippi and 1its tributaries down the
river, are destructive to the artificial
banks; and Colonel Forshey, of New

Orleans, in an elaborate address deliver-
| ed before the American Secientific So-
| ciety, at Dubnque, in Augnst last, snb-
| mitted the results of some elaborate
| enlenlations, showing that the levees
| were subjected to a great servitude by
| this means.

We hope that Senators and Congress-
men from all the States immediately
concerned will give earnest attention to
this business, and that when they have
once agreed upon a plan of action they
may act vigorously and harmoniously
to put it in the shape of practical legis-

There are now some hundreds of men
digging for alluvial gold, and they find
it, though not in large quantities. One
muan has obtained a nugget of over half
an onunce, Others have found very aice
gold of about the size of a barley-corn,
Mr. Button, a scientific and enterpris-
ing Englishman, has formed a company
in London, with a ecapital of £100,000,
to work this reef. The new President,
| Mr. Burgess, from the Cape of Good
| Hope, has heen to these fields, and pro-
elaimed the whole country open to the
world for digging purposes, on the pay-
ment of ten shillings for a license
Diamond-digging becoming more diffi-
enlt and expensive, many are leaving
there and going after gold. The dia-
mond region has been formed into a
separate State or colony, with its own
Government and Legislature, and with
the control nand expenditure of its own
revenue. There now seems every pro-
bability that railways through the Natal
Coleny will soon be commenced. Sur-
veys have been made. The first will be
constructed along the coast to accom-
modate the sugar-planters and ecoffee-
growers. Labor is at present our great
want, It is both dear and scarce.
Every native man asks 12 or 13 shillings
per month, Food is also very dear,
Indian-meal selling at 28 shillings per
bag. Horses and mules are in many
cases superseding oxen on the sugar
estates. The mules are imported from
South Ameriea.”

The Real Iron Age.

In the usual archmological classifica-
tion of eras the Stone Age precedes that
of Iron, and in the history of bridge-
building the same sequence has been
preserved. Though the knowledge of
working iron was aequired by many na-
tions at a pre-historic period, yet in
quite modern times—within this centu-
ry, even—theinvention of new processes
and the experience gained of new
methods have so completely revolution-
ized this branch of industry, and given
us such a mastery over this material,
enabling ns to apply it to such unew
uses, that for the future the real Age of
Iron will date from the present century.

The knowledge of the arch as nmeth-
od of construction with stone or brick
—both of them materials aptly fitted
for resistance under pressure, but of
comparatively no temsile strength—en-
abled the Romans to surpass all nations
that had preceded them in the ecourse
of history in building bridges. The
bridge across the Danube, erected by
Apollodorus, the architect of Trajan’s
Column, was the largest bridge lmift by
the Romans, It was more than three
hundred feet in height, composed of
twenty-one arches resting upon twenty
piers, and was about eight hundred feet
m length, It was after a few years de-
stroyed by the emperor Adrain, lest it
should afford s means of passage to the
barbarians, and its ruins are still to be
seen in Hungary.

With the advent of railroads, bridge-
building beeame even a greater neces-
sity than it had ever been before, and
the use of iron has enshled engineers
to grapple with and overoeme difficulties
which only fifty years ago wonld have
been considered  hopelessly  insur-
monntable. In this modern use of iron
advantage is taken of its great tensile
strength, and many iron bridges, over
which enormous trains of heavily-londed

ars pnss lourly, look as though they
were spun  from gossamer threads and
veb are stronger than sny strueture of
wood or stone wonld be.

Preserving Charred Papers,

Mr. IE. H. Hoskins, of Lowell, Mass.,
has suggested o very useful and practi-
eal way of preserving and giving tongh-
ness and flexibility to chiarred papor,
which has proved to be of mueh 1mpor-
tanee in the identification and copying
of valuable doeuments, charred by eon-
flagrations such as the recent Doston
and Chicago calamities. Wa have seen
specimens of handled with impunity.
The printing upon the charred bank
notes ean be readily discerned.

To Get Rid of Fleas. |
