There wore but tbirty-liy- e delinquent
tax-paye- rs' property advertised in this
county this year. Last year, we be-

lieve, there were bat nineteen in the
ennuty, which has nearly iorty thousand
oiulatioii and about eleven millions oi

property, lu our neighboring county
of Lewis where they have no debt, by
the way and whoso whole property is
valued at but two hundred and fifty
thousand dollars, there were over thir-
ty pieces of property advertised for tax-
es, lu Lawrence county, this year
there were nearly three hundred cases
published. This comparison shows
w hat a thrilty condition our people are
in. The advertisement of property for
taxes by no means indicates that the
delinquent is not able to pay his tax;
because in numbers of cases tbe tax for
which the property is sold does not
Htiiount to more than one dollar. So it
is not the result of inability to pay, but
rather the effect of neglect, or a wilful
iotlisjHjsitiou to pay. Paying taxes is
like paying other debts. A great many
people refuse to pay their debts, not be-

cause they have no mouey, but because
they have not the disposition to pay.

tacks upon them. If the railroad com-
panies violated their charters there was
a remedy in the courts. If tbey did not
violate them, then all this clamor
against them was unnecessary. Rail
roads often charged too much, as lie
thought, and farmers themselves, il they
lound com in their neighborhoods to be
scarce, would charge a high price, al-
though corn might be cheap in other
sections. This was human nature.
They had other wayB, he said, of reme-
dying this evil of nigh charges on rail-
roads than overriding tbe constitution
and the laws. The farmers were a law-abidi- ng

people, and were interested in
preserving a high regard for good faith in
everything. He was anxious to im-
prove the condition of the farmers, the
greatest producing class in the country ;
and to do this be thought more could be
accomplished by improving the agri-
culture of tbe country, and creating a
taste for and love of agricultural pur-
suits, than by warring upon other call
ings. vVU branches of industry in this
eourjtry were, or should be, mutually
beneficial to each other. The railroads
benefited the farmers, and the farmers
assisted in sustaining the railroads.

Mr. Greene, of Jackson, said he favor-
ed the resolution as it stood. It was no
attack upon railroads except when they
did wrong. He was opposed to the un-
just discriminations made by railroads,
often against the interests of those who
built them. He thought the remedy
was by legislation, and he was satisfied
the courts would sustain such legisla-
tion. He said the railroad companies
were becoming monopolies and oppress-
ing the people, whom they should favor.

Mr. R. B. Hurt, ot Jackson, said he
bad a right to speak to the farmers. He
was not only a farmer himself, proud of
his occupation, but he had trained his
sons to be farmers, and be was happy to
Bay they were good ones. He was not
willing to join in an indiscriminate war
on railroad companies. The farmers
must respect and abide by the laws.
The railroad companies had chartered
rights which we could not take from
them without overturning all principles
of government. Whenever they went
byond and in violation of law, the rail-
road companies could and should be
held responsible. The laws now pro-
vide tor this. He has apprehended the
