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To Mask Tomato Figs. Pour boil-
ing water over the tomatoes in order to
remove the skins; then weigh them
and place them in a stone jar, with as
much sugar as you have tomatoes, and
let them stand two days ; then pour off
the syrup and boil and skim it until no
scum rises. Then pour it over the to-
matoes, and let them stand two days,
as before, then boil and skim again.
After a third time they are fit to dry, if
the weather is good; if not, let them
stand in the syrnp until drying weather.
Then place on large earthen plates or
dishes, and put them in the sun to dry,
which will take about a week, after
which pack them down in small wooden
boxes, with fine white sugar between
each layer. Tomatoes prepared in this
manner will keep for years.

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A Year without Summer.
The summer season of 1816 was pro-

bably the coldest ever known in this
country. January was so mild that
fires were scarcely necessary. February
was but little colder. The first part of
March was boisterous, the latter part
mild. The Ohio river was so high that
a great many farms were overflowed.
May was breezy and frosty. Buds of
all kinds froze. Corn was repeatedly
planted and as often killed. June was
frosty and snowy; almost every green
thing was killed, that is, through the
northern states. Snow fell ten inches
deep in Vermont, and three inches in
Central New York and in Ohio, and the
Lower Mississippi was so high that the
streets of New Orleans and vicinity
were traversed by boats. On the 5th of
July ice formed, generally of the thick-
ness of window-glas- s, and all the corn,
except in a few favored situations in the
west, and some hill farms of the eastern
states, and close to the ocean, was de-
stroyed. August was still more cheer-
less ; ice formed half an inch thick ;
most of the leaves that had made out to
open on the trees were frozen, and a
large portion of the corn that had sur-
vived was cut up for fodder, while a
part of it rotted. There was no seed
corn, and that which was planted in
1817 had been grown in 1815, and it
sold for $4 to $5 a bushel. The first
part of September was quite pleasant,
the latter half cold, and ice formed al-

most every night. October, " the same
subject continued. " November was
cold; enough snow fell to make good
sleighing. At last, December was as
mild and pleasant as June should have
been. Of course great suffering fol-
lowed ; corn for bread sold for from $3
to $4 a bushel ; but wheat and rye were
exceedingly scarce, little or. no wheat
was grown, and flour sold at Phila-
delphia at $13 a barrel, and as even
then England had been getting grain
from America, wheat there was $3 a
bushel. Every family was put upon
short allowance, and some suffered for
want of food. Only a few potatoes had
been grown, most of which were saved
for seed. The best crop was hay, but
the quality was poor. Cattle, however,
suffered but little, as the winter was
comparatively mild ; milk and a little
butter were the chief dependence.
Children born in the first part of 1817
were frail, and so cross that many of
them cried night and day, month after
month, and those which survived were
ever afterward sensitive to cold. In
the we it most of the settlements were
new, food was so deficient that winter-gree- n

leaves and berries and birch bark
were eaten with relish, and delicate
women hunted in moist places for spear-
mint, while boiled greens were a great
luxury. A cow with a calf was almost
a salvation to a family, and her pro-
ducts, with eggs and maple sugar and
molasses, of which much was made,
formed the principal food for several
months. So soon as corn was in the
milk it was boiled, or rasped to make
samp, and this was the first green food
eaten by many for a long time. Wheat
bread almost entirely disappeared, owing
to scarcity of seed, and it was several
years before it could be had, except in
short-cak- e on extraordinary occasions.
Meanwhile money was so scarce that
every cent was saved to pay taxes, al-

though they were extremely light.
Only a few could buy store goods of
any kind, and it was so impossible to
purchase school-book- s that in many
cases children learned their letters
printed by hand on scraps of paper.
The only articles which brought money
were dried peaches, black salts or pot-
ash, and beeswax. We have heard a
farmer state that he carried a half a
bushel of wheat on his shoulders 14
miles to a store to buy a cheap jack-knif- e,

and when the merchant told him
that jack-kniv- es were too good property
to exchange for wheat, he poured it out
in the street. Some families sprinkled
their food with ashes in place of salt.
However, the summer of 1817 was
warm and favorable, and all kinds of
crops were abundant. Such is a brief
account of that cold summer in the yea-whi- ch

long was called "eighteen hunr
dred and froze to death." Tribune.

Tomato Catsup. Wash the tomatoes

and press them through a fine sieve to
six quarts of juice and pulp ; add the
same quantity of best vinegar ; then set
it over the fire to boil. When it begins
to thicken, add of pimento, cloves and
pepper each half an ounce, cinnamon a
quarter of an ounce, and two nutmegs
finely grated. Boil to the consistency
of thin mush, then add four table-spoonfu- ls

of salt, and take it out of the
vessel. When cold, bottle and cork
tight. Boil in brass or bell metal
kettle, or tin-line- d vessel. This can't
be beat.

Blackbeeby Wine. The following is
a receipt for making blackberry wine,
says an exchange paper, and the best of
the kind we have ever tasted. It is
from a man who practices what he
preaches, and makes it a success. When
the berries are brought from the field,
run through an ordinary cider-mi- ll and
press the pumace as in making cider,
only be careful to line the tubs of the
cider-mi- ll with burlaps or some other
goods of that kind, to prevent the pum-
ace from wasting under pressure of the
screw and running into the juices. After
the juice has been thoroughly pressed
out, strain it into a clean cask, through
a piece of course flannel, measuring the
juice, after which add three pounds
good dry sugar to each gallon of the
juice; place the cask in a cellar, or
seme cool place, with a piece of thin
muslin over the bung. It should re-
main in this place four or five months ;

then draw off into another clean cask,
with as little agitation as possible, and
after it has stood for twD or three weeks
longer, it is ready for use, and may be
bottled and sealed, or may remain in
the cask with the bung closed.

Btjtteb Churning Made Easy.
Strain the milk shallow ; the more sur-
face the more cream, hence large pans
are best. Keep it in a room free from
jars ; do not churn it in the room ; keep
it at an even temperature ; it must have
light and air ; it is much like the rest of
us, and spoils for the want of good pure
air; but it is averse to draughts. Watch
it if you want good, sweet butter, and
skim just when the milk is thoroughly
thick and loppered. H you skim sooner,
you will lose some cream ; if later, there
will be spots on it or mould, and your
butter will not keep. After skimming
the cream into your cream pail, stir all
together with a case knife or spoon ; a
knife is best, as it manipulates the par-
ticles against the sides of the pail more
thoroughly. This process takes but a
moment, and if you do it each time that
you skim, when you come to churn, if
your milk is at proper temperature,
your butter will come in less than ten
minutes, as the particles are already
half-churne- d. When churned, take it
up and work moderately. Don't put a
drop of water on; it injures the flavor.
Salt with good dairy salt, Ashton's
best. H you use barrel salt, or that
from the small bags, your butter will
taste of it, and will not keep. Let it
stand a few hours and then work again,
pressing the butter milk out, all pos-
sible. Do not work too much, as it will
be salvy. When your crock is full, for
market, wet a cloth in cold water and
lay over the top and cover that with
salt ; tie a paper over all. For packing,
cover with weak brine. Keep the crock
in a dry, cool place, which is ventilated.
Do not put it where anything smells,
for butter and cream are great absorb-
ents, and take on the slightest odor.
This advice is for the present emergen-
cies ; but there is coming a millennium,
when new milk will be converted into
butter direct. It is now done. Tre
only reason of its non-adopti- to uni-
versal use is the great power required.
Who will devise and invent machinery
for this purpose ? No greater benefac-
tion could occur to the overburdened
housewife than the saving of this inces-
sant manipulation of milk to make it
ready for the churn. The washing and
wiping, scalding and sunning of milk-pan- s,

the skimming of milk, all of which
steals so much time. Then the butter
which would result! A product de-

licious and sweet enough for the gods !

Not butter from cream, which, in its
best estate, must have stood long
enough to sour, and often goes over to
the region of mold before the busy
housekeeper gets to it, but sweet milk
butter.

Railroad Statistics.
The Business for tne Past Year.

From Poor's Manual.

The total cost of 4the railroads, the
operations, of which are given for the
past year, as shown by the preceding
table, is $3,159,423,057, made up of
$1,647,844,113, of capital stock, and$l,-511,578,9-

of various forms of indebt-
edness, chiefly of bonds maturing at
distant periods. The capital stock
amounted to 52.15 per cent., and
the debt to 47.85 per cent, of the
total cost. The cost of these roads per
mile was $55,116. The gross earnings
for the year were $473,241,055, of which
$132,309,270, or 28 per cent., was re-
ceived for the transportation of passen-
gers, and $340,931,785, or 72 per cent,
for the transportation of freight, inclu-
ding under this head the small amount
received from " miscellaneous sources."
The receipts per mile were $8,256. The
ratio of earnings to population was
$11.76 per head. The operating expen-
ses for the year were $307,486,682, or
65 per cent, of the gross receipts, leav-
ing $165,754,373, or 35 per cent, as net
earnings. The percentage of gross re-

ceipts to the total cost of the roads was
15 per cent.; of net earnings 5.2 per
cent. The amount paid in dividends
was 64,418,151, or 3.91 per cent, of the
aggregate capital stock. The balance
of net earnings, $101,333,222, was equal
to 6.70 per cent, on the aggregate in-

debtedness of the roads. The divi-
dends in New England were 6.64, in
the middle states 7.09, in the western
2.83, in the southern 1.5.

The earnings from the transportation
of freight were nearly three-fourth- s of
the gross amount. The ratio of freight
to passenger earnings is constantly in-

creasing,' a most favorable feature, as it
indicates a very rapid development of
the industries of the country. The to-

tal number of tons transported the past
year will probably exceed 200,000,000.
The tonage for the New England states
exceeded 16,633,800 tons, or 3660 tons to
the mile. The tonage in the middle
states equalled 93,400,000 tons, or
8,041 tons per mile. The tonage for
both groups equalled 110,033,800 tons,
or 6790 to the mile. The immense ton-ag- e

for the middle states is due largely
to the anthracite coal trade of Pennsyl-
vania, With regard to the future in-
crease of receipts, it is probable that
they will double themselves in the next
ten vears, that is to say, in 1881 their
receipts will reach $1,000,000,000. The
total mileage of the railroads in the
United States has more than doubled
since 1863. It is fair to presume that
the ratio of increase in receipts has been
one-ha-lf greater than in mileage. The
earnings therefore for 1863 may be fair-
ly estimated at $190,000,000, against
$437,241,055 for 1872, showing an in-

crease in ten years of $280,000,000, or
$28,000,000 annually. Further com-
parisons are shown by these tables :

A Question for Mr. Darwin.
Henry Ward Beecher In the New York Lodger.

They who study plants, who search
for botanical specimens, have no Bpecial
need of leisure ; but they who would
study birds must needs be quiet. Much
striving puts an end to observation. In
a ramble one may start new kinds of
birds, may search for their nests, may
learn something ; but only they who
live among birds get at their little ways,
their characteristic traits, and distin-
guish one kind from another by their
minute habits. A house well sur-
rounded by trees and shrubs, with half-cover-

porch, or windows opening into
coverts to which birds love to resort,
furnishes an admirable point of study.

The old farm cottage which I summer
in has just the right attributes. In
front are maples and elms ; on the sides,
magnolias, birches and spruces; and
laced in between, all kinds of shrub-
bery, with now and then a mulberry
tree, a cherry tree, and, at a stone's
cast, an orchard of cherries. Once this
hill was almost bare of birds ; but the
news has gone forth that here a bounti-
ful bird table is always spread, fresh
meat under the sod, infinite insects in
the air, delicious worms, in great variety,
upon the tress, besides strawberries,
cherries, plums, pears, apples, in their
seasons, and afterward grain and seeds
of grass, for all inclined to a farinaceous
diet.

And so it has come to pass that parents
have told it to their children, and chil-
dren have told it to their confidential
companions, until the commonwealth of
birds is well established and popular.
We can walk nowhere without scaring a
bird on its nest, in an evergreen or dog-
wood tree, where foolish birds will con-
tinue to build, though the scythe, the
cat, and man's foot every year destroy
so many hopes.

Near a front corner of the cottage is
a cherry tree, which is kept partly for
its shade, but largely as a resort for
birds. Sitting at a window, or on the
snug porch in front, one may spend the
hours happily in watching the busy
creatures coming to market. Birds do
not fly in and out of this tree, as in other
trees. They have an instinct of pru-
dence, or a germ of moral sense, which
teaches them that their act may be
deemed by unfeathered creatures as
petit larceny.

Birds seldom sing in a tree when they
are feeding. They glide in like a
shadow. They do not chatter. A dozen
robins may be making havoc of cherries
right over your head, and you will not
know it. This silence and stealth are
amusing to one who watches. A bold
robin is tugging away at an unwilling
cherry, but he makes no noise. If he
detaches one and it slips, you may hear
it patter on the ground, but nothing
more. After a time he flies into another
tree, and looks out to see if the coast
is clear. Then quietly he descends un-
der the tree, and devours the fruit which
he has beaten off, or he beats in to
pulp, and carries it off to his home
folks.

A catbird is more nimble than his
cousin robin, and may be seen beating
off a cherry, and then, quick as light,
he intercepts its fall, and bears it off
gracefully to his trencher in a neighbor-
ing tree. Small birds can not master a
cherry, pit and all, as large birds do.
Probably they are "too fillin'." Spar-
rows, linnets, and other small fry, pick
the meat off and leave the stone cleaned
bare on the stem. When the fruit is
abundant, birds seem seldom to quarrel
with each other, and all kinds consort
together in amity, though they have
nothing to do with each other anywhere
else. So that my cherry tree, like a
grand hotel, brings every variety of
guest together, only to feed and go
apart again.

Hunger, that makes small birds peace-
ful while feeding, stirs up dogs and cats
to all manner of growling and clawing.
It is said that when wild animals are
driven together by some freshet or
flood, they are harmless. In close con-
tiguity will be found bears, rabbits,
deer, catamounts, wolves, etc., that ex-

hibit a profound respect for those rights
of hospitality belonging to a common
community. But in peaceful times all
predatory beasts refuse to eat together,
or keep good neighborhood. Are not
birds lower on the scale than mammals ?
Yet they have better manners, are more
civilized. How is that, Mr. Darwin?
Or is it only the seed-eatin- g and fruit-lovin- g

birds that are peaceful at their
meals.

A Creditable Corn Crop.
Mr. Wm. M. Large, near Newton,

Bucks county, Penn., raised last year
on one acre 104 bushels and thirty
quarts of shelled corn. He recently
detailed his treatment of the crops at a
meeting of the Bucks county agricultu-
ral society, reported in Bucks county
Intelligencer, and to those desiring to
do likewise the particulars may be of
service. The land was a timothy sod,
sandy loam, mowed twice since being in
wheat, and limed for wheat. Manured
the wheat after sowing at intervals du-
ring the winter following, up to March,
when there was a heavy coat upon it
bnt he omits to state how much, which
is a chronic weakness of most farmers.
Began plowing May 1st ; depth five
inches ; was careful not to turn up any
subsoil. Every evening he rolled the
land plowed during the day. Next he

Enlverized thoroughly with a Kelsey
; out one way, four feet

apart ; planted one grain every fifteen
or eighteen inches ; planted May 8th
and 9th. After sprouting, cultivated
once, then plowed from the row with a
Fhifer plow; cultivated again, then
plowed once more, reversing the fur-
row, and cnltivated next a third time,
and leveled the two furrows made by
the plow. Went over the field twice
after that to hoe and weed by hand.
Had seventy-thre- e shocks on the acre,
measured. Yield of whole field (size
not stated) over one hundred bushels
per acre. As an additional experiment
he planted twenty rows at one end of
the field in hills, four feet each way,
with four stalks per hill, fertilizing
with hen manure and ashes. Result :

more ears by count, but less grain in
measure than where planted in drills
without manure in hill, as detailed
above ; differense about three quarts
per shock, which evidently was nearly
seven bushels per acre.

Coal as an Industrial Agent.
The importance of coal as an agent in

Then if we
take them to the factory door, they will
turn the engine, and find one day's em-
ployment for over 2000 factory opera-
tives, whose average wages at 75 cents
each, amounting in the aggregate to
about $1500, will be distributed into
every channel of trade, besides realizing
to the owners of the factory $1000 more
in profits. Then, probabiy, they may
be the means of producing from 6000 to
7000 yards of calico or other fabric,
which may be used to the warmth and
comfort of 2000 people, and this may be
done from the work of one miner by
one day's hard work."

Summer Fallowing.
Weeds rob the farmer of a greater pro-Dorti-

of the nmncr rpsnlr.snf Viia. Inhnr1 ..uiwvr.
than all the insect depredators or all the
injurious urongnts or noods of rain to
which he is subject. They crowd and
decrease his crops, reduce the fertility
of his soil, occupy his most valuable
time, and all this without any prospect
of their ever being brought under con-
trol or destroyed. Year after year they
seed atd reproduce themselves. This
is the reanlt of our present system. It
is plain that now, if ever, something
should be done to bring this never-endin- g

and ruinous war to a close. There
is no recourse but summer fallowing.
If the question is considered in the
light of dollars and cents, it would be
found that it is better to devote one
year to the bare tillage of a field, and
to raise four successive good crops, than
to raise five poor crops. The element of
time spent need not enter into the cal-
culation, for more labor is expended in
four or five years now in fighting weeds
than would be occupied in the cultiva-
tion of one fallow and four clean crops.
Not only is the ground rendered cleaner
by fallowing, but the soil is improved
and deepened. That bugbear to most
farmers, deep tillage and turning up the
subsoil, is here met and vanquished.
A summer fallow rightly conducted will
enable the plow to penetrate several
inches further than it has ever before
done, and bring up fresh soil without
injury. Generally a fallow will come
after the corn or oat crop. Then the
stubble deeply is plowed in the fall, and
left as rough as possible during the winter
snbject to the frosts. In the spring it
will be mellow, and weeds will sprout.
As soon as corn is planted, or in June,
the weeds will have started. It should
then be plowed and harrowed before
the droughts of summer have baked the
soil. Another crop of weeds will then
start, and in a week a heavy harrow
should be passed over the field. This
will destroy the crop and start a new
one, and thus the process must be re-
peated without permitting a weed to get
beyond its seed leaves, when they are
easily killed. Should a fallow become
green, it is insufficiently worked. This
repeated tillage will so mellow and re-
duce the soil that no dry weather can
interfere with the plowing for a wheat
crop to be done in August, and the seed
will go into the soil in such a condition
that the roots can strike so deeply and
the plants make such a growth that no
ordinary winter can heave them out.
The grass seed at the same time will
have but small chance to fail of a catch.
Thus a foundation will have been laid
for a good wheat crop, to be followed
by a good grass crop, a good sod, and
as must neccessarialiy follow, a good
corn crop, on clean soil and easily cul-
tivated. There are thousands of farms
in the state of New York or Pennsylva-
nia alone on which wheat or barley must
give place to the less valuable crops,
rye or oats, solely because the soil is
not sufficiently prepared. On these
farms, as well as on any other thus con-
ditioned, these j)oorer crops may be
changed for the more valuable ones by
one well conducted summer fallow, and
a basis laid for a permanent increase in
the valve of the land.

Feed for Producing Milk.
The Practical Farmer says : " It is

well settled in the opinion of all our
best dairymen, that bran greatly pro-niot- es

the milk secretion in cows, and
it is fed almost universally. About
equally mixed with corn-me- al is the
usual proportion. The mixture seems
to promote both quality and quantity of
milk. From several sources we hear
that buckwheat bran is a great milk pro-
ducer, and it is now being used consid-
erably among our Chester county dai-
rymen, in about the same proportions
as the other." Thomas Gawthrop, near
West Grove, Chester county, also by re-
peated trials with his own cows, has
fully satisfied himself that they do as
weli with corn and cob-me- al and bran
as with pure corn-me- al and bran. The
amount of nutriment in corn-cob- s is
so very small that this result will have
to be explained on the supposition of
the ground cob, acting to promote di-
gestion by distending the stomach. The
presence of bulky material being neces-
sary to promote distension and fill np
the stomach of ruminating animals be-
fore perfect digestion can be accom-
plished is frequently lost sight of.
Hungarian grass is also found for milch
cows to be rather superior to the ordi-
nary run of hay. The last year or two
Hungarian grass has loomed np wonder-
fully in the estimation of our dairy
farmers, and a large scope of land wiil
be sowed with it the coming season. It
matures for cutting in about sixty days,
and produces two to four tons per acre,
the latter, of course, on good soils.
Three pecks to the acre is the usual al-

lowance of seed. Where a good hay
market is convenient this substitution
of Hungarian grass for common hay in
home feeding will be a clear additional
source of profit.

Talleyrand and the Garrick.
When the Garrick club was formed

in 1831, Talleyrand was French minis-
ter at the court of St. James, and took
much interest in its inauguration.
Though then seventy-si- x, the " volup-
tuous hypocrite," as one of bis detrac-
tors not unhappily calls him, had as
keen a relish for entertaining society as
most younger men. He was born lame,
and his legs were fastened to his trunk
by an iron apparatus, on which ever
and anon he was accustomed to strike
with a huge cane. One who met him
every day for several months describes
him to mo as having piercing gray eyes
peering through shaggy eyebrows, his
face marked with deep stains partly
covered by a shock of extraordinary
hair, partly by an enormous white cravat
which supported a large protruding lip.
His pulse, which rolled a stream of
enormous volume, intermitted at every
sixth beat. This he used to boast of as
a rest of nature, enabling him to do
with little sleep. " Nature, he said,
sleeps and recruits herself in me ten
times during every minute. " His habits
seemed to warrant the truth of this.
He would sit at play till three in the
morning, return home, go to bed at
four, and at seven send for his secretary
to write despatches. For fear of apo-
plexy, he always slept sitting upright.
Talleyrand's great power lay undoubt-
edly in his impassibility. He would
listen for hours, even to inferior men,
without uttering a word, and out of all
he heard make up those webs in which
his opponents would get entangled.

They settlo domestic difficulties in
Kansas City sensibly, without the aid of
the law. At least, one such difficulty
was settled a few days since. A police-
man heard the rumpus, he ran in and
found husband and wife engaged in a
lively fight. He flourished his club
and shouted for peace, when the woman
replied : " I'd have been glad to see
ye five minutes ago, when he had my
neck across the stove-heart- h, but I'm
all right now, I've shut one of his eyes
and am popping the other ! " And she
"popped" it before the officer could
stop her.
