He taught on the plan of the field schools
or that day, each pupil oeing allowed
the privilege of spelling or reading as
loud as they chose, while getting thei
lessons, producing a bum which in the
distance, sounded very much like the
noise of swarming bees. This great and
good man, together with many members
01 that early school, nave gone to tneir
reward in a better world, while a few
still lineer here, to whom the remem
brance of those school boy days is as a
pleasant dream. Our present honored
Chief Justice Nicholson, who is the peer
of any man in tbe United Mates, re.
ceived from this great master tbe first
scintillations of learning aud expansion
of mind, which has made him tbe most
profound jurist and the ablest expound-
er of law in our own commonwealth or
any other.
- Sunday the 16th of November, was a
remarkable day in some respects. About
tbe bour for preaching it was so darn
for a short time, that preparations were
made tor lighting the lamps, but the
murky clouds soon discharged, in copi
ous showers their accumulated contents,
and the "blackness ot darkness" nave
way to some extent. Children became
frightened and old people showed fear
and anxiety, but tbe ministers ot our
various churches dispensed the word of
truth as though there had been nothing
unusual in the appearances or tbe beav
ens.

Several horses
were knocked down. One man near the
stove, saw his horse fall and attempted
to go to see about bim, but upon start
ing, found that his legs were paralyze).

e was carried on ana cold water pour
ed upon bis legs and feet, and be was
soon restored. Many ot the ladies in tha
church felt a tingling, burning sensa-
tion when-th- e hair pins touched their
heads. Almost every one in the house
felt the shock, Tbe preacher was forced
to point ms linger towards tne tnrone 01
the Eternal, bis arm being thrown vio
lently up by tbe subtle fluid. Men turn'
ed pale, women shrieked, children
squalled and a general confusion ensued
a large poplar tree standing near, was
torn to atoms, but fortunately no death
to man or beast occurred.

The Rev. Dr. Munsey preached at the
Methodist church in Franklin, on Sab
bath last, one of those inimitable ser-
mons, for which be is so noted. His
health is still very feeble, making it nec
essary that he should retire from the la
borious duties of preaching and lectur
ing, until bia health is more fully es
tablished.

Dr. J. W. Sharber, after an absence ot
several years, during wbib time he has
been engaged successtuiiy in tne prac
tice of bis profession in St. Louis, mo.,
and Dyersburg, West Tennessee, has re
turned with bis family to his old home
at this place. He is in very feeble
bealih, having recently recovered from

violent form of typhoid fever, follow-
ed by abscess of the liver. He is im-
proving beyond his own expectations,
and hopes to be prepared to enter again
upon tbe practice ot medicine.

our county jail we una on inspect ion
to be in good repair, and that ample pro-
visions have been made for heating, ven-
tilating and sewerage, to insure the
health and comfort ot its inmates, and
that due attention is paid by our efficient
jailor to cleanliness of the premises and
to rurntsbing suitable provisions and
bedding.

our poor-nous- e, under its present
management, we find to be in good con
dition, except some small repairs which
nave been recommended, and that its
inmates are well taken care of.

Our public roads are in as good condi
tion as could be expected under our very
defective road system.

we respectfully suggest to the honor
able County Court that hereafter all se-
curities or bondsmen for any and all
undei takings coming within its special
jurisdiction, be required to justify as to
their solvency according to law.

in view or the enormous expense to
the county arising from the misdemean-
or docket of the Criminal Court, caused
by tbe inability of tbe defendants to pay
tbe fine and cost with which they are as-

sessed, making them a mere form, and
thus railing in tbe grand object ol tbe
law, viz: To reform the parties and deter
others from the commission of like of-
fences, but on tbe other hand tends rath-
er to encourage violations of the law,
the Grand Jury would most respectful-
ly and earnestly recommend the estab
lishment ot a work-bou- se in tbe oounty.
in order that said parties may work out
the full amount of all such cost and pen-
alties as may be adjudged against them,
under such rules and regulations as the
worshipful County Court may prescribe.
