LATER FUOM BARNUM 8 FIRE.

The fire st Darnuwm's cireus commenced
about four v'clock in the morning, and in
balf an bour the entire building, though
constructed of iron, was in ruins, The
flames quickly spread to the buildings on
gither side. Giraea chapel, on the eusterly
side, was burned to the ground, snd Law-
retice mansion, on the west side, was
seriously damnged. Thoe fire ran through
tho block to Third street, destroying tue
carringe factory of Miner & Stevens,
ivory house of F, Grate, and other build-
inggs. Tha firemon report the roars of ani-
mnls ns frightful, during the short time of
their oxistence, Two slephants and =
cntnel wore the on Iy ani mnls suvied, The
frontof the buliding was two stories high,
and compossd of corrugated iron and
wood, bhut it burned, however, as though it
was & tendor box. Barnum's losses are
variously sstimated from $200,000 to $500,-
000,  Lows 1o the Lawrence ostate s $20,-
000 insured. Grate's loss s $300,000; in-
sured for $120,000.
