OUH SCHOOIi BUILDINGS.
A writer In tbo Eockford 'Register'

criticises tbo present stylo of school-houi- o

archUecturo'ns exemplified in tho many-storie- d

school-house- s of Kocklord, but
which is not peculiar to that city. This
stylo of school-hous- o now so popular, Is

condemned by tbo llockford critic as a
"grand mistake," for school purposes, and

gives some excellent reasons in
support (if his theory. Ho does
not like tho plan of putting tho little
cbildron in tho basements, which

are "suro to bo damp, poorly lighted and
so low as to bo illy ventilated," nnd that it
has lately been proven that low, damp

and poorly lighted school-

rooms arc the cause of tho
so prevalent tlicro. Making tho boys and

girls of all ages, as they aro promoted

from the prlrnaryJcparttnent "climb two,

three and four pairs of stairs" is uuothcr

objoction the writer in question has to our
four-storie- d school-home- !, for while "hear-

ty boys and girls can stand it well enough
to climb these stairs four limes u day,

many feeble boys and two-third- s of tbo

girl will not bo able to

enduro It. They will lose

their rocesscs, more needful for them than
for tbo healthy oner, or bo tried beyond

tboir strength by the climb. These tlirco-ttorio- d

school buildings uro known among

educators by tbo name of tho "girl-killers- ."

These- - strictures against our high

schools may.be well. founded, and deserve

a little consideration from tho.e who bc-

lievo it Is not well to cultivate tho body

at the expense ot tbo mind.

A DIFFERENCE OK OPINION.
The abolishment of tho franking privi-

lege, consummated in the housoof repre-

sentatives ou Monday, tho 27th day of

January, and which Is to take effect on tho
1st of J uly, 1873, appears to have carried
with it some dltlercnco of opinion as to Its

scope, even among Journals which are
supposed ta be well posted on all mailers.
Among tbeso Journals wo find the Phila-

delphia 'Press,' tho Chicago 'Times,'
and tho New York 'livening Post.'
The 'Press' fours that the country press

will 11 rid it a burdoniome cxpeme to

pay postage on their exchanges
which tbey now receive post- -

ajo free. The 'Times' considers thai it
will bo more likely to have a boncllclal ef-

fect on country newspapers compulUd to

cat down their exchange list", it will ne-

cessitate laoro original matter and tend to
tbo Improvement of their character nnd
publlovaluo. Tho New York 'Kvenlng
Post saya it Is an error to suppose that
the provision for the freo circulation of
nowspaper In tbo counties whero printed
is abolished with the franking privilege
Prior to tbo adoption of the bill by the
bouse of representatives, Mr. Conger of

Michigan offered an amendment providing

that the privilege of newspapers circulat-

ing free in the counties whore printed

should not bo affected by its pas-

sage, and he was rominded by Mr. Farns-worl- h

that tho bill did not affect news-

papers at all. If Mr. Fat ns worth wis
right, tho ruling of the post-ofll- de-

partment in roference to "exchanges"
which reads: "newspaper exchanges aro

entillcd.to pass by mail frco of postage

'and to bo dolivcred freo by carrier" is

not affected by tho bill abolishing tho

franking privilege, trnd nowspnpora will

continue to enjoy tho system of a freo ex-

change list. The franking privilcgo Is

popularly understood to moan tbo right,
confined to tbo president nnd vice- - presi-

dent of tho United States, members of the
cabinet and of both bousoi of
congress, nnd other elective and
appointive officers under tbo government
to send public or private matter freo
through tbo mails. If wrong wo would

llko to bo set right on tho matter, but we
bclievo tho law regulating tbo freo circu-

lation of newspaper within certain limit.",

free exchanges, etc., comes under
different heading. The bill

abolishing tho franking privilege
and inlonded to correct ernormous nlmses
which hud grown up under It, rcudj as fol-

lows :

Uo it enacted, etc., Tbaf tho franking
privilege be, and tho sumo is bcroby, abol-
ished, from and after tho 1st day of .Jul v.
A. 1)., 1173, and that thenceforth all olil.
cial correspondence of wlmtuvur nature,
and other mailable matter sent from or
nddrcstcd to any officer of tho govern-
ment or pjrson now authorized to frank
such matter, shall bo clmrgcablo with tho
tamo rates ofpostngo as may bo lawfully
imposed upon llko matter sent tv or nd- -
dressed to other persons: Provided, That
no compensation ur allowance shall now
or herealter bo made to sonators or mem
bers end delegates of tho bouse of repre
sentatives on account ol postage
