The up-
lands where proper cultivation has been
used are fertile; but a large amount of
land in this county has been so complete-
ly exhausted as to hardly pay for cultiva-
tion, but is all eapable of being improved,
and we trust the time will soon come
when farmers, not only in Hawkins county,
but thronghout the country, will have
learned the importance of fertilizing their
lands from year to year, instead of prac-
ticing the present ruinous system which
bas already made bankrupts of nearly one-
fourth of our farming population. We
were shown a small field of tobaceo in Rog-
ersville, about three-fourths of an aecre,
from which the owner, Mr. Mills, expects
to realize 1500 pounds, which at an aver-
age of 20 cents per pound, will be worth
$300. Who can beat this?

Allowing the Legal Advertising of the
State to be published only in certain pa-
pers, is one of the most tyranical and out-
rageous laws that any Legislature ever hed
the andacity to enact.

The Geld Censpiraters Crushed.

The SUN, as a faithful monitor of the
people, announced on Monday that a
clique of gamblers in Wall street had con-
srin‘-d to paralyze commerce and oppress
the industrious wasses of the pcople by
enhancing the price of gold. Up to yes-
terday the operations of this unholy alli-
ance went on successfully, Every import-
er and merchant who had to meet Custom
House duties or remit gold for his purchas-
es was ecompelled to pay tribute to these
infamous speeulators, and the prospect
was that hundreds if not thousands of
honest men would be forced into bank-
ru{rto_v by their nefarious schemes.

n the morning, gold opened at one for-
ty-five, and rose during the first hour to
one sixty-two. Everything bade fair for
the success of the cligue. So far asappear=
ed, there was nothing to hinder the price
from touching the highest point reached
during the war. Had it done so,and been
maintained even for a day or two, there is
no compuiing the extent of the disaster
which must have been wrowilrlt in every
direction. But happily the Nemesis was
on the track of these conspirators against
publie and private credit. There were ru-
mors of heavy gold deposits in the Bank
of England to the credit of the bears,
which were soon substantiated by the large
operations in that interest.

A decline set in, which the conspirators
strove by the most reckless pure 8 to
avert, but without efifecting a more than
temporary check in the downward move-
ment of the market. On the heelsof this
came the cheering news from Washington
that the Secretary of the Treasury had
ordered the sale of four millions of gold
to-day, with discretionary power to in-
crease the amount indefinitely, and had
directed the purchase of Governments to
a like amount. This demonstration from
the Treasury Department, fortified by the
representation that the President himeelf
strongly approved the measure, hroke
down the combination, - The eperstors for
a rise were powerless to stens the tide; in
a few minutes the Erice of gold tumbled
headlong from one hundred and sixty-two
to less than one hupdred and thirty-three,
and the majority of the Gold Ring were
hopelessly bankrupt.
