llw Marbles nrt Jtlade.,
The chief placo of the manufacture, of

marbles those little pieces of stono which
contribute so hirgclyjo the enjoyment of
"xoung America" is at Ohcrstein, on
tbo Nabe, in Germany, where there ar
largi) agate mills and quarries, the refuse
of which is carefully turned to good joy-

ing account by being made into small ball.,
employed by exports to kuucWe with, and
arc mostly sent to the American market.
The substance used in Saxony is a hard
calcareous rtonc, which is firet broken intd
blocks, nearly square, by blows with
hammer These are thrown, by the one
hundred or two hundred, into a small sort
"of mill, which is formed of a fh't.stationaj
ry slab of stone, with a number of con-

centric furrows upon its fare. A bhick of
oak, orotherhard wood, of the same diame-

tric size, is placed over the stones aod par
tially resting upon them. , Thejroall block

of wood is kept revolving while the water
flows upon the stone slab. In about' fif-

teen minutes the stones' are turned ; iat
spheres, and then, being fit for sale '0'te
henceforth called marbles. ; One establihc
mont, containing only three of then milK.
will turn out fully fcixty thousand marbles
in each week. 'Agates are wade toto-marble- s
