Calculuted
at its lowest possible value—that is,
allowing ooly owe fvsect to each jour
ney—this thaokless task represents
tens of thousands of captured insects
as the work of one pair of birde in one
month, Bwift fliers like the swallow
that bawk for food in the air may rank
bigher.
