Judge Xlcholsou's Letter.

A letter from Judsre A. O. P. Nich
olson has just appeared indorsing
the New JJepamire, to wnicn in ou
view some reasonable objections ex
ist. Oue of these ia that his opin
ion of southern" sentiment on this
subject is erroneous, and its expres
sion unauthorized by adequate tes
timony. Another i that as one o
the Judges of the Supreme Court, he
should omit au expression or opin
ion as to a matter legally in issue
which by possibility may come be-
fore him from our own courts. And
a third is that, being himselt under
indictment, and his case appealed to
the Supreme Court of the United
States, of which Salmon P. Chase is
Chief Justice, it is indelicate and
unbecoming to Dut that hiirh ditrni
tary on the b&clt as the choicest' the
southern poop'n for President. This
is all the answer we care to make to
a letter which is unworthy the rep
utation of Jtdge .Nicholson, aud
namby-pamb-y tnough to have been
the ouspring oi a roote caucus
Appeal.

The Appeal grows suddenly
squeamish in regard to the conduct
of persons occupying judicial posi
tions. It thinks Judge Nicholson'!
views upon the subject upon which
he writes, are erroneous and its ex
pression unauthorized. But what
different tune that paper would sing
if Mr. Nicholson had only condemn
ed the ed new departure
Then his expression of opinion
would have been marvellously pro
per. The Appeal is hard to please,
It thinks he oaght not to open his
lips upon a political question which
may possibly come before him in
judicial form, from the courts of
the State.

come before Judge Chase. Mr.
Nicholson, it is true, is under in-

dictment, but there is no more pro
bability that his case will ever be
brought before Chief Justice Chase,
for decision, than that the Appeal
will ever be accused of being either
a sensible or prudent newspaper, or
a safe leader for any body to follow

The last sentence of the AppeaVt
paragraph is utterly unworthy the
character of a reputable newspaper,
and shows the desperation to which
it is driven, when it has to assail

Latimer was employed at a smart
expense to plant stone monument
to represent the centre line of the
most important streets and prepare
a map of the city. Now another
corps of Engineers are engaged with
picks and spades mining for the dis-
covery of the Latimer monuments.

used to elevSSe and round the streets,
are found two and three feet below
the surface. New monuments are
to be placed, which will soon be in-

visible. No stakes or stobs are
placed to represent the corners of
lots at street crossings, to enable
the citizen auout to erect fence or
house, to get the exact street boun
dary.

I cannot believe our
Jackson friends are so insincere aud
treacherous as that. Jackson wants
the proposed road, and has long suf-
fered for the want of it; and if we
do not build it, and build it now,
while tbe whole line is in a blaze,
her trade and her prestige are gone;

This road is the first that should
have been built in West Tennessee.
It should have been built twenty-fiv- e

years ago. Jackson has arrived
to that condition that she cannot
longer do without this road. If
you fail to built this road, and build
it at once, dogfennel will fill your
streets in sumner, and the winter's
snows will lie untrodden in your al
leys for weeks; your town will nev
er grow larger, but dilipidate and
recede.

In Sunday's issue we intimated
that the Comptroller's report to the
next General Assembly would
doubtless exhibit a wonderful re-
duction of the State debt, several
railroads having retired or partially
retired their indebtedness, or pur-
chased and paid for the State's in-

terest therein to the aggregate
of $11,296,840 20." So consi

derable a load of debt removed at
once is of course an immense relief.
It is like the breaking away of a
mass of threatening clouds to let in
the sunlight, revealing a clear track
and smooth sailing. Hut the pres
sure of a heavy burden of taxation
still oppresses the people of the State

a taxation so far in excess of what,
in former rears, the obligations of
citizenship exacted of them, that we
do not wonder they complain grie-
vously aud are impatient for the
pressure to let up. Under the im
proved financial prospect it may be
deemed advisable be the next Gene
ral Assembly to so modify the
sessments as to relieve tbe citizen
without materially affecting the
Dro-Tes- s of the State toward a final
releascjfromlits accumulated obliga-
tions.

AVe see, occasionally, a disposi
tion on the part of those who op
pose the "New Departure," to ques
tion the democracy or those who
acquiesce in it. It lias not been our
habit, in years past, to defend Iem

He surrendered because resistance
was no longer possible and acqui-
esced in the terms imposed by the
conqueror, and in the same spirit,
silently submitted to the subsequent
trrannv. because resistance was out
of the question. In doing this, was
he guilty of an abandonment of the
fundamental principles for which he
fought? If not, in what did that
great man differ from those who
now accept what they cannot pre
vent, except by such a policy as will
give them tbe reins or government.
Duriug the war, the Constitution
was overthrown, aud the very
wrongs perpetrated, which the
usurpers nought to legalize by the
amendments in question, and which
thev claim to be as much the result
of the war as the abolition of slave
ry. If this latter violation of the
fundamental principles of State
sovereignty is acquiesced in ax the
result of the war, what i left to
quarrel about, of greater signifi-
cance? "Why not o the whole
hog'' and make this issue in the next
canvass. If the government had the
right to abolish a State institution,
where does its power cease? Only
where it shall be stopped by a demo
cratic victory, which cannot be won
by reviving the ed issues of
the war. 1'or these, aud other con-
siderations, we deem it prudent and
patriotic to follow the example of
the riymouth Puritan3 and para-
phrasing their resolution agree to
be iroverued by Kadical laws until
we have time aud opportunity to
make better.

Fertility of soils.
Anti-Boo- k Farmer. I Lave been

thinking much about what you said
at our last interview. I could not
at first see how it was possible that
land originally sterile could not be
fertilized by the addition of decayed
organic matter as well as land that
had been originally rich but ex-

hausted of Its vegetable matter by
cultivation; finally, however, tbe
idea occurred to me that there must
be a difference in their original com
position, and that the same canse
which prevents the originally poor
bind from being Improved by the
addition of vegetable matter, also
prevented it while in a state of na-

ture from being made rich by the
decaying of its own products.

Book-Farme- r. I am pleased to
find you theorising. The difference
betwixt the mineral compositions of
the soils originally sterile and those
originally fertile, is certainly the
cause of the difference in their ca
pacity for improvement after being
brought under cultivation. Mr.
Brown availed himself of this
knowledge, which he has obtained
from books, and succeeded, where
Mr. Smith had failed for the want
of it.

A. Was not this knowledge de
rived from practical experiments?
And is not theory, therefore, based
on practice?

B. Theory is built upon princi
pies existing in nature, but which
were discovered aud systematized
by man. These principles or facts
are usually discovered by experi
ment, but are useless until system
atized, or formed into a theory,
which is seldom done by their dis
coverers,

A. So you admit that theory is
based on practice, which is, there
fore, more reliable than theory,

B. 1 ou misapprehend me. I did
not intend to say that theory is built
upon practice, but upon principles,
which, however, are mostly discov-
ered by experiments. By systema
tizing known facts which, within
themselves, are useless, we discover
useful facts. This is what I mean
by theory.

A. I can't see the difference.
Theory originates from practice, and
is, therefore, less reliable.

B. I will illustrate my position
by first stating facts that have been
discovered and systematized, and
then give the theory built upon
them, ana nnaiiy, will give e lm- -

I portant truths brought to light by
this theory. All plants draw more
of tbe substance of which they are
formed from the atmosphere through
their leaves than they do from the
soil in which they grow, through
their roots. All vegetable matter
when exposed to the weather, will,
after undergoing several chemical
changes, be converted into a black-
ish brown substance, partially solu
ble in pure water, termed humin.
By further exposure to the weather,
this substance is converted into a
yellowish liquid termed extract of
mould, which is entirely soluble.
Uumin will unite with lime, aud
form an insoluble compound termed
the hnmate of lime, which differs
but little in its external appearance
from humin, but is incombustible
and insoluble.

Here are three principles that ex
ists in nature, though discovered by
chemists, upon which a scientific
farmer has built a theory by which
is brought to light some of the most
important truths known to agricul-
turists. They are these: Firs- t-
Plants draw more from the atmos-
phere xhan the soil. Second All
vegetable matter is converted into
humin, and Third The chemical af
finity betwixt humin and lime will
cause them to combine and form an
insoluble compound, and here is tbe
theory built upon these principles,
namely:

When there is sufficient lime iu
a soil, all the vegetable matter that
decays on it will, while in the state
of humin, combine with the lime
and form an insoluble humate of
lime, which will remain in the soil
and add to its fertility. But when
there is no free lime in the soil no
lime rwA-iio-d with humin tbe
vegetable matter that decays on it
will all run into extract of mould
and be washed away by the rains,
withon t adding to the soil. The im-

portant truths brought to light by
this theory are:

1st. There can be no fertile soil
formed without lime. 2d. Origin
ally sterile soils are deficient in
lime, and therefore cannot be made
fertile without its application. 3d.
Tbe fertility of no eoll can be raised
by decayed vegetable matter alone
above that which it had in ita orig
inal state. These important truths
were not previously discovered by
experiment; nevertheless experience
has verified the theory, and estab
lished the truths so developed by it
The true object of theory is to de
velop truths that have not been dis
covered by experiments, aud to
point out their practical us. It is
thus that all great discoveries have
been made, and not, as many sup
pose, by blind experiments.

A. Yes, if the facta are shown,
the theory is correct. The deficien
cy of lime in the one case must be
the cause of sterility, and a suffi-

ciency in the other the cause of fer
tility of soils in their natural state,
and likewise the cause of the dif
ference in their capacity for im
provement after being brought un-

der cultivation. There is one fea
ture, however, that seems to vitiate
your theory. Lime, you say, is not
a fertilizer, but merely holds the
fertile matter in the soil. IIow is n,

that red clover will grow to
the exclusion of broom-sedg- e, on
land after being limed, on which it
would not grow before, and on
which broom-sedg- e grew luxuriant-
ly. This seems to Invalidate your
beautiful theory.

B. I have not spoken of this, be-

cause I wished to develop one thing
at a time. To explain this will re-

quire the systematizing of other
facts.

Here the dinner bell rang aud they
separated, after having appointed
another meeting, which I will bo at
if possible.
