ANOTHER EENTUCEH Y WONDER.

A Naiural Bridge in Carter Connty
which gdutrivals Virginias oo«
logical Cariosiiy.

A corrcspoudent of the Taylors-
ville, Kentucky, Jadex gives the ful-
lowing account of a natural bridge
ur in the mounutainsg which in some
of its proportions, at least, exceeds
in eurious interest the celebrated]
Virginia geological conformation of
lhf same nature: X

n arter county «w» Lhere js a

El‘ea.t curiosity c‘i‘u.l{he “Natural
ridge,” which well repays a visit

to those atlracted by strange and

sublime scemery. Ii spans a siream
galled Little Carry, which falls into

"Little SBandy river. The bridge is

219 feet in the span, 196 feat high; 12

feet wide, 5 feet thick in the middie

and 30 feel st the ends, being arched
underneath and level on the top.

One hundred feet below it there isa

cascade witha fall of 75 feet, and

two miles distant there is another
cascade with a fall of 200 feet.

From the bottom of the ravine a

spriuce pine has grown up to the

hight of four feel above Lhe bridge,
making its entire hight 200 feet.

The sides of the ravine are o0 rug-

ged, that, were it not for a nataral

stairway, s person on the top of the
bridge wishing to get umdler it
wotld bave 1o walk two jmiles. It
is interesting to compare the dimen-
sions of this bridge with those of
the celebrated Natural Bridge of
Virginia, which is 90 feet in the
span, 80 feet wide, 50 feet thick, and
23X fect high. The bridge isnot the
only natural wonder of the neigh-
borhood. In its vicinity are two
streams kpnown ss Big Sinkey and

Little Sinkev, which emerge from

the ground good sized sireams, and

afler a course of about two miles
again disappear. There is also
an artesian well which formerly

Lthrew up n jet about four feet high,
