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I ACTIONS OF REPLEVIN.

An lImportant Decision ef the
suprome Court of Yeununcssec.
The following recent decision of

the Sopreme Court is printed as a

matter of no little interest to the

public:

JOHN HORTON VS8, I,

OPINION.

In actions of replevin when the
plaintifl files with the clerk the af-
tidavit of himself, his agent or nt-
torney that he is entitled to the pos-
session of the property, “he shall
also at the same time give bond in
double the wvalus of the property,

yable to the defendant, and con-

itioned to be void if the plsintifl
abide by and perform the fndgment
ofthe Code in the premises.” . Code,

section 3877.

Section 3378 provides: “U'he clerk
will value the properity asccording
to the Lli:é-tl.'i]nliull in the stfidavit
tor the pu ryu-au of lixing the penalty
of the bopd.”

By Section 3392, “Afier the return
of the writ, if it appear that the
boud is insufficient in form, amount
of pemalty, or in respect to the sol-
vency of the sureties, the court may
remedy the defect by such orders as
are necessary, and may hold the
plaintiff in custody till said orders
are complied with; and the court
may make such other orders as may
be considered expedient to secure
the rights of the plaintiflf or de-
fendant,”

Section 8588: “The clerk shall not
be exempt, by reason of such orders
made by the court, from liability
for any damages procoeding from
his fallure to take good and sufli-
cient security.’”

This court has recently held that
an aetion of replevin cannot under
a proper construction of this statutle
he prosecuted in forms psuperis.—
The reason for the rule is that by
the adoption of this form of action
and the execution of this writ, the
possession of the property, the right
of which is to be tried, s changed
from the hands of the defendant
to those of the plaintifl, and the
suit being to ascertain the title to
the property in specie, and not
merely for its value in damages,
security must be given to ihe de-
fendant for the return of the prop-
erty in kiod if he shall be success-
ful, or for the payment of its value
with damages for its detention.

The judgment does not sound in
damages, but it is intended in law
to secure the return of the prop-
erty.

If this action wmight be prosecuted
in forma pauperis, worthless and nn-
principled persons could and would
possess themselves of property o
which they have no claim of right,
and leave the true owner without
the means of redress or compensa-
tion.

Persons having rights, but unable
to give security for the value may
be redressed in other forms of ac-
tion in which they may proceed in
forma pauperis, and if there be
damage of, or loss, or destruction
of th, chattels, place them in cus-
tody of law, by attachment.

The rule for the security. being
founded in the natural law, that one
shall not wrongfully and under color
of law, appropriate to himself that
which belongs to another, the prop-
erty being the thing to be secured,
cozts which are mere incidents to
the pursnits of that property and
no part of it, are not embraced in
the security required and if the
costs & .Aed to the value, and dam-
{ ages for the detention, exceed thé
penalty of the bond the surgsies are
not bound for the excess,

The fact that the lawhas provided
for the prosecution of almost every
right o remedythat may be resorted
to in forgin psuperis, demonstrates
the cortectness of the construetion
given to the statute; as does the
provision holding liable the clerk
for failing 1o take good and suiffi-
cient security in this form of action.

After the property is secared the
action im sll other respeets is in
nothing different from the more
common forms; it is therefore a
congequagee, that as such costs
as exceed the penalty of the bond
the plaintiff may prosecute the suit
in forma pauperis.

The provisions of the statue that
“the conrt may make such further
orders as may be conzidered expe-
dient to secure the rights of the
plaintiif or defendant,” was not in-
| tended to, nor does it confer npon

the ecourt the authority to make ex-

llrunrll[nur}' rules or orders incon-
| sistent with the gencral policy of
the law protecting the rights of
poor persons. In fact it confers no
farther power than already existed
by statute and the general rules of
| practice. Leverse the jndgment.

Under the New Law,

The new stawp law, whick went
into eficct October 1, coutains some
very lmportant changes from the old
law which has heretofore been in

| force. It drops thirty-seven arti-
| cles from the list of those requiring
to be stamped, exempting every-
thing in the list except the follow-
ing:

STAMI' TAXES UNDER SUHEDULE .

Proprietary medicines and pre-
parations—For snd upon every
packet, box, bottle, pot, phial or
other inclosure, containg any pills,
powders, tinctarces, troches, lozen-
ges, sirups, cordials, bitters, ano-
dynes, touics, plasters, llniments,
salves, ointments, pastes, drops, wa-
Lers, essenees, spirits, oils, or other
medicinal preparstions or compo-
sitions whatsoever, sold, offered or
exposed for sale, or removed for
consumption and saie, by any per-
son or persons whataver, where
such packet, box, ete., with its con-
tents, does not exceed, at retail
price or value, the sum of twenty-
five cents, 01,

his shop, to his needed rest or the
educstion of his children, to the
pleasant interchange of ideas and
good-will between neighbors, to al-
most suything except dissipation,
idleness and bauchery—it will
prove a blesalug, taking him out of
the enforced treadmill of grinding
toil, and giving him a status in the
world above that of the mere toil-
ing serf.

One hour & day saved from slay-
ish toil, if rightly employed and im-
proved, can be the means of crest-
mmga new clasz of men—new in
thelr eapacities for enjoyment, as for
toil itself. The devolion of ome
hour a day to self~education, 1o men-
tal development, can doe what has
“o0 oflen been done before; transform
mere drudges into thinking, intelli-
gent beings, with their capacities
for heslthful enjoyment increased in
proportion to the cultivation of
their intellects. Hat this will not
be the result to the man who covets
the one hour saved from toil in or-
der that he may have 86 much more
time to devote to the shuffling of
cards or the shaking of dice at the
corner grocery.

Itis a common misiake made, that
relesse from the necessity of labor
ensares happiness, Employment is
the law of all really inl_elligcnl, cer-
tainly all really progressive nations
and individuals. Othersmay exist,
but they do not live in the true
sense of the word. We must work
with the mind if not with the bands.
The invisible wheels and springs of
the brain must keep moving—
Thought will be evolved, and in its
proper direction is the correct cue
to happiness. Let the laborer get
his rclease from the hitherto extra
hour or two of enforced toil and
then devote itsensibly to better
purposes than dissipation, or idle-
ness, which leads to dissipation if
not to vagabondage and crime.

But the inno-
cent and the poor have grown lean
and suffer. We complsin of Swar-
tout’s, defanlting tax-collectors and
sherifis, &o., but bankers area priv-
ileged cluss, and may do a little
rough stealing in u smooth way
without censure., But these mat-
ters are easy of correction by law.
Treat a defaulting, silk-stocking
banker as vou would one guilty or
braech of trust, and punish him by
fine and iwmprisonment as  you
would & commmon felon.
