A terrible tragedy occurred at Leb-

anon, on Wednesday last. Johu la.
Anderson, a young man of the place,
about 21 or years of age, killed
young J. II, Breckinridge ;of Dan-

ville Ky., a son of the Kev. Dr. J.
Plrivtinriiltre. dee'd. and COUsiu ot

Genl Jno. J . Breckinridge, who w as j

a atudent in the law department of
the Oimberland University, at the
time of his untimely death. We take
the following account of this sad af-

fair from the Union and Americau of
Sunday last, which seems to us to be
fuller and more reliable in its details
than any other that we have yet seen.

'Messrs. Anderson and Breckin-

ridge had been spending the day to-

gether, had taken dinner together and
then separated. They did not meet
again until between the hours of
and 9 l. M., at which time Breekin-ridg- e

and several other gentlemen
were sitting in tho back room of A.
Harrington's saloon, where Anderson
came and spoke very pleasantly to
Breckinridge and others. He aked
Breckinridge to take a drink- - The
latter politely thanked him, but de-

clined, saying that he had had enough.
Anderson then Paid that if he did not
drink, he would not look ur. n him
as hi - friend, addinsr that he did not
belief e that Breckinridge liked him,
anv way. He then threatened to
shoot Breekiuridge, but liually e

pacified and begged his pardon,
saying that he (Anderson) would "get
on his knees" to him if he would for
give him, which Breckinridge readily
did. Anderson then insisted that
they should go to another saloon on
the other side of tho square, which
Breckinridgo did very unwillingly.
There Anderson again endeavored to
fasten a quarrel on him, treading on
his toes and cursing him. Finding
that Breckinridge would not quarrel
with him, he again begged pardon,
aud propoeing that they should ce-

ment tlieir friendship with another
drink, they walked up to tho counter.
Breckinridge called for a glass of
beer, and resting both elbows on the
counter, began slowly sipping it.
Andersoa appeared undecided as to
what ho should drink, and tho bar
keeper sucfreRted sherry wino. He
said, "Yes, I'll take some sherry.'
The barkeeper then turned and walk
ed down to the other end of tho coun-
ter to tret it, when he heard the report
of a pistol, and wheeled round in lima
to see Uieckinridgc lall. He started
to him, when Anderson called out,
'Give roe my drink, will you? ' The

barkeeper did so, aud again started
to the wounded man, when Anderson
called o him for a cigar, at the same
time looking down at Breckinridge
and saying. "Hallo Breck, you ain't
that drunk! why don't you get up and
drink?"

He then walked out on the side
walk, ad meeting a physician,
"There's a man shot down yonder,
Doctor, you had better see what you
can do lor him."

Tho Doctor asked him who did it?
and he very coolly replied "That re-
mains to be found out." He then
made his escape' and has not since
been heard from. Mr; Breckinridge
was takento the hotel and had every
attention shown him, but it was a
hopeless case, his brains having been
shot out, at such close range that his
foco was badly powder-burne-d.

Brickinridge lived until half-pa- st 5
o'clock Thursday afternoon. He was
a young man of great culture and rare
Eromisc. His classmates speak of

of the most talented yoang
men in tho law class, of which he was

member.
Only a day or two ago a well-know- n

gentlemen iu this city, stepped into a
drug store where Anderson was talk-
ing to tho . clerk. Anderson was ex-
amining so mo note paper which the
clerk had placed before hiiu on the
counter, and was insisting iu a rather
unceremonious manner, that the clerk
hould go out and get liner paper.

He said ho wanted to writo some
notes and wished to "do them up in
style," as he was going to kill himself.
This was taken as an indication of the
morbid state to which the young
man's mind had been brought, possi-
bly by strong drink.

I would sooner pay
double price for steol plows than ac
cept as a gift the le-- t set ot cast iron
plows to be found ia tho United
States. Thoticrh ever so hard chill
ed or smoothly iiolishcd, east iron
will foul more or less on the mold
board in every kind of soil, from a
sandy or gravelly up to a heavy clay
loam. The dirt thus gathered on the
mold board adds greatly to its draft
and prevents good work. Another
objection to ca-s-t iron is, in order to
get equal strength the weight must
bo considerably greater thau with
steel, and this is a hard drag all day,
and requires a much stronger team.
Of this any one may quickly convince
himself without resort to dynamomet-
er or any other mechanical meaus of
testing 'tho draft, no has only to
hitch a light team to the steel plow,
and a stronger one to the caat-iro- u,

and work them side by side. Iu this
way I have found that a pair of id

ponies would do about the
same work and with as much ease to
themselves as a pair of sixteeu-hau- d

The saiut; observations about
material will also upply to cultivators,
in thus candidly advising my brothur
farmers in regard to the aiijierior
merit of steel plows, I am speaking
directly against my own individnal
interest, for I have been a manufac-
turer aud dealer in cast-iro- n ptowa
for npward of thirty years pa-- t.

A Si-n- r llnoK" I had a horse that
hail booth hoofs split from top to
bottom. He could not walk without
his hoofs spreading apart. I kept
him for three months en nt raw one
foot deep in the stable, but all did no
good. At last I went to tho black
smith shop aud had heavy shoes made
which spread wide at the heels. To
these heavy shoes there was welded,
at the outside of each heel, a piece
made of shoe-na- il iron. These pieces
wero mado to lit well around the foot,
about an inch below tho hair. I let
the peices come together within half
an inch each, and turned up about
throe-lourt- of au inch- - In the turn-
ed up part a hole was made to receive
a belt au inch long, with a square
head and a screw nut on the other
end. On nailing the shoes on and
putting the lolt iu and screwing up
the nut tho foot was brought togeth-
er. Iu this way I was enabled to
work him every day, if I wanted to.
Previous to this my horse had not
walked ono nnlo in three mouths.
The next day alter I had tho shoos
put ou I drove him in a carriago twen-
ty miles, and have used him right
along. Correspondence Cincinnati
Gazette.

Gkeasino of Axles. The Canada
Farmer gives the folio wing directions:
Many a wheel is ruined by oiling too
plentifully. A well mode whec-- will
endure constant wear from ten to
twenty years, if care is tukeu to use
the right kind and propor amount of
oil; but, if this matter is not attend-
ed to, the wheel will bo used up in
five or six years, or it may bo sooner.
Lard should never be used ou a wag
on, lor it will penetrnto tho hub and
work its way around the tendons of
tho spokes and spoil the wheel. Cas
tor oil is a good material tor use on
an iron axle; just oil enough should
be applied to a spindle to give it a
light coating; this i better than more,
for the surplus put ou will work out
at the ends and be forced by the
shoulders and nut into the hub and
around the outside of tho boxes. To
oil the axle tree, lirst wiH tho spin-
dles clean with a cloth wet wilh tur-
pentine, if it won't wipe off without
it. On a buggy or carriage, wipe and
eleau off the back aud front ends of
tho hubs, and then apply a very small
quantity of castor oil, or more especi
ally prepared lubricator near tho
shoulder's point.

Garget is Milch Cows. The
Country Gentleman gives the follow-
ing as prescriptions that have been
given for garget in milch cows;

1. Cut up lmcly the roots of scoke
(I'h'jtolacca dccanOra) or "pigeon
berry," and give two tablespoout'ulls
iu bran or meal twice a day for two or
three days; then omit the root for tho
samo length of time. Bcpeut until
cured.

1 ( tiva nn rniiiro nf titilvoriy.n'il Ralf.
petrc iu a. bran mash, once a day for
two or three days. Uepeat as in No. 1.

3. Give seven drops of tincture of
aconite, dropped on u piece of bread,
and fed iu a bran mash for two or
three days, once each day. Uepeat as
in No. 1.

4. Give in same manner as in No,
3, half teas pooulul of tincture of acon-
ite root. (This is not the same as the
"tincture of aconite" in No. 3.)

5. Linseed oil, one ounce; kero-
sene, one ounce; tincture of aconite,
twenty-liv- e drops, ltub the bag well
with this mixture two or three times
a day. Feed roots or bran mashes
freely.

6. Spts. ammonia, one ounce; cam-
phor, one ounce; goose, skunk, 'coon,
or other soft oil, four ounces. Bub
the bag well and often with this.

7. Muriate of ammonia, three-fourth- s

ounce; water, one quart- - Wash the
bag doily with this, rubbing thorough-
ly

8. Sweet oil, two ounces, alcohol,
four ounces; aqua ammonia , four
ounces: tiucturc of opinni, tw ounces,
ltub it thoroughly two, three or four
times a day. . . -

Fkeoix, Fowls. Where there is
a family, aud consequent consump-
tion, there are many auxilliaries, such
as bread crumbs, groats that have
been used for gruel, etc. But it
must be borne in mind that these are
in.thc place of food,and not in addition
to it. When this can be had other
food should be diminished. I am not
au advocate for cooked vegetables ex-

cept potatoes. Boiled cabbago is
worse than nothing. In fact, it must
be borne in mind that corn, either
whole or cracked, is the staple food,
and the others arc helps. Do not
give foal meat, but always have the
bones thrown to them after dinner,
they enjoy picking them, aud per-
form the operation perfectly. Do
not feed raw meat, it makes fowls
quarrelsome, and give3 them a pro-
pensity to pick each other especially
in moulting time, if tho accustomed
meat be withheld. Hundreds have
purchased birds, above all Cochin
Chinas, on account of tlieir great
weight, which being the result of
meat feeding, has proved a real dis-
ease, incapacitating them for breed
ing. Where proper food is provided,
all is not accomplished, it must be
properly given,

No plan is so extravagant or so in
jurious as fo throw down heaps once
or twice a day. nicy snouia uavo it
scattered as for aud wide as possible,
that they may be longer and healthi-
er employed in finding it, and not
accomplish iu a few minutes that
which ehould occupy them for hours.
For this reason every sort of feeder
or hopper is bad. It is the nature of
fowls to take a grain at a time, and to
pick grass and uirt with it, which as
sist digestion; but if, contrary to
this, they are enabled to eat corn by
mouthful-)- , their crops are soon over
filled, and they seek relict in exces
sive draughts of water. Nothing is
more injurious than this; and the in-
activity that attends the discomfort

by it, lays the foundation of
many disorders. vhue speaking of
fooil', it may be observed that when,
from traveling or other cau-e- s. a fowl
has fasted a long time say thirty or
forty hours it should not be allowed
any" hard food. For the first three
hours it should have enly a small por-
tion, sav a teacupful of sopied bread
very wet, so much as to serve for food
and drink. If the bird apiears to
suffers much from the iourney. in
stead of bread and water give bread
and ale. Cor. Mich. Farmer.

Frequently it was necessa
ry lo catch him aud move him on.

man, and then again ho would re-

vive considerably. Tho dreary,
monotonous walk was kept up with
out intermission until C:o0 o'clock
yesterday uierning, when Ibo phy-
sician consented that ho should bo
allowed to take rest, Tho lifo of
the young man was saved, but tho
struggle for freedom from the effects
of the drugs was a severe ono. To
have stopped three miuutes would
have been fatal.
