Caverhill, and that he and Mrs. C- - confer,
red together for some time, and as Collie
was about tearing Mrs. C. threw her arms
around his neck and kissed him. She fur-
ther stated that it was two hours after
Collie left before the alarm was given, that
she was giveu t-- to keep silent, and
promised more when Caverhill' life insu.
ranee policy was collected, it turther
appear that a few days alter the raurdei
Collie took Mrs. Caverhill in a buggy to
visit some relatives many miles West of
Rutherford, and that there they were ar
rested. It is thought that Mrs. Caverhill
will turn States evidence, and thus sacri
fice her paramour to save her own neck
from the baiter. Be it said to the honor of
men, that in all matters affecting tbe char-
acter and life of a woman, a sentimental
charity moves them to pity the crimes of a
woman however great. But iu this case,
it our information be correct, Mrs. Caver-
hill is, lndeed,;ihe murderer of her husband,
and it would be perversion of justice to
let her go free while her paramour expi-
ates their mutual crime on the gallows.
The horrible crime of which Mrs. Caver-
hill and her paramour, Collie, are charged
is becoming altogether too common, and a
stop should be put to it in some way. We
are not blood-thirst- y, aud God forbid that
wc should be unjust to anybody; but, in
behalf ef society, law and order, we de-

mand that the murderer of Caverhill, be
they who they miy, suffer the full penalty
of their unprovoked and terrible crime. It
does seem that while the laws of Tennessee
are potent to punish inferior criminals it is
powerless when it comes to deal with mur-
derers.
