in getting rid of it, for all the fluid
taken into the system must lie carried out,
and as then is but little nourishment in
w ater, tea. coffee, beer, and the like, more
more strength is expetwled in carry them
out of the system than they impart to it.
'Hie more lie drinks the more he must

Tpire, either by the lungs or through
the skin; the more lie perspires the more
carbon i taken from the system; but this
carbon is necessary for nutrition, hence
the less a man i nourished the les
strength he has.

Drinking water largely diminishes t lie
strength in two ways, and yet many are
iiniter Hie nuiresi'Oi tliattlie more wa- -
ter swallowed the more thoroughly is the
system "washed out." Thus, the les.s we
drink at meals the better for us. If the
amount were limited to a single cup of
hot tea or hot milk and water at each
meal, an immeasurable good would result
to us all. Many persons have fallen into
the habit of drinking several glasses of
cold w ater, or several cups of hot tea or
coffee at meals. All such will be greatly
lienelitted by breaking it up at once, ft
may 1m vury well to iliiuk a little at each
meal, and, perhaps, it will be found that
in all cases it is much better to take a
single cup of hot ta al each local than a
glass of colli water, however pure.

Vance on North Carolina.
t'x-Go- Vance, in his recent address

before the Historical Society at the White
Sulphur Springs, gives an interesting
piece of Confederate history. Alluding
to the fact that much has been said about
the presence of "an unruly disloyal Un-

ion element in North Carolina during the
war," and "the prevaieuce of the unjust
impression that North Carolina could be
easily detached from her duty to her con-

federates," Gov. Vance said that "it seem-

ed there were some who presumed upon
it for important purposes." Said he :

"Soon after the failure of the Hampton
Itoads conference I w as visited by Gov-
ernor Graham whose death we so recent-
ly deplore, who was then a Senator of the
Confederate Suites. After giviiigail par-
ticulars of that conference which had not
appeared in the papers, and the prevail-
ing impressions in Congressional circles
about Bichmoud, etc., he informed me
that a number of leading gentlemen
there, despairing of obtaining peace
through Mr. Davis, and believing the end
inevitable and not far distant, had re-
quested him to visit me and urge me as
Governor of North Carolina to take steps
for making separate terms with Mr. Lin-
coln, and thus inaugurate the conclusion.
Governor Graham remarked that he had
agreed to lay their request before me
w ithout promising to add his personal ad-
vice thereto.

I asked w ho tftese gentlemen w ere, and
w ith some reluctance he gave me their
names chiefly Senators and Kepresenta-tive- s

in the Confederate States Congress.
1 asked a hy these gentlemen did not be-

gin negotiations of their ow n States with
the enemy, and if they would come out
ill the papers w ith the request to me.

lie said they would not take the inia-tiv- c.

They were so surrounded at home,
and so trammelled hy pledges, etc., as to
render it impossible. - I declined the pro-
position, of course, and asked him to say
to those gentlemen, with my compliments
that in the mountains of North Carolina,
where I was reared, w hen a man was
whipped he had to do his own halloaing;

.Husquitoes.-Som- e Practical Hints for
l'rotection from mc rests.

A slight draft helps the mosquito, if it
is in the direction in which he wishes to
move, just as it helps any flying or float-
ing thing; w hile a gale blows him to de-

struction, in like manner. He does not,
like a moth, make for a candle and burn
his wings; but, like a sensible creature
as he is, he uses a light for his guide, and
he knows that where he sees lights burn-
ing there are huge creatures to be found
w hich beneficent nature has provided for
the delectation of his race; and so where
he s"i;s a light he "goes for" it, although
once within the walls of the house in
which it burns, he is comparatively in-

different to it, finding iu the inhabitants,
w helher they sit in dark corners or not,
inetal much more attractive.

The first step to be taken for protection
from mosquitoes is to keep the w indows
and doors shut in the early evening. The
time w lien the insect takes his w alks

is from an hour before to an hour
after sunset, just the time, by the way,
at w hich the miasma of fever and ague is
most active. At this lime, and not much
at any other, the mosquito enters houses.
He, of course, may come in at others, but
in very small numbers. Closed windows
at this time, and an active slaughtering
of such as may have entered al others,
will keep a house pretty free of the pest.
After the night has well settled down,
the windows may be opened almost with
impunity, as the insect does not rove
about in flocks after that time. But win-
dows opened almut dusk are likely to be
entered by winged processions, and a
light is, as wc have said, a guide, if not
an attraction. The closing of windows
by gauze acting in the day time that is,
after the early hours is generally siicr-fluou- s,

as iheiuscvt i inclined u tie quiet
thcu, , except iu dark, moist weather.
The notion that he shuns light is falla-
cious, and is likely to have a very pointed
sort of refutation. As to protection
ag:unst him when he i once established
in the house, there is none, except net-
ting, and as people cannot live under
nets, this is available only at bedtime.
Like all insects, however, he shuns cam-
phor, and the sprinkling of this is some
defence while the odor lasts. Au oint-
ment might be made of it w hich would
act like plate-arm- to those who would
be willing to smear their hands and faces
with it ; and under some TiMtatfon f
this animal, one might be ready to smear
one's self from head to foot with any-
thing to get relief. But let no one be
misled by another theory, that as the
mosquito's poison is infused into their
blood it is drawn out with the blood, and
therefore if a mosquito haj begun Ids re-

past upon your nose or your knuckles it
is better to let him finish than to drive
him away. The proof of the pudding is
in this case decidedly in liie eaiingy ami
it will befouod that the mosquito un-
gratefully leaves torment behind him
even when he is allowed to fly off gorged
with tho fluid that he loves, "Get rid of
him as soon a possible. The patent an-

tidotes to mosquito biles are all catch-
penny frauds. There is no relief except
a little diluted spirits of hartshorn, and
this is ouly partial. A - perfect antidote
"171 great desideratum; for the effect of
the bite lasts long with many people, and
in some produces very unpleasant conse-
quences. N. Y. Times.

"As for what we've done, we know

nothing but that there has been a great
religious interest. Other people try to
sum up tnc results, n e Know oetter
than to do that.

dized condition is Jccording to M. Sons-
tadt, simply the iodine, liberated under
certain conditions.

The ".tloagan" Abduction.
LaHervtThnrlow W eed to the New York Herald.

I did not personally know William
Morgan, who was for more than two
mouths writing his book in a house ad-
joining my residence, at ICochester. When
appied to by Mr. Dyer, my next door
neighbor, where Morgan boarded, to print
the book purporting to disclose the se-
crets of Masonry, I declined to tlo so, be-
lieving that a tiiali who had taken an
oath to keep a secret had no right to dis-
close it. Although not a freemason, I
had entertained favorable opinions of an
institution to which Washington, Frank-
lin and Lafayette belonged. On my re-
fusal to print hin book Morgan removed
to Batavia, where he made the acquaint-
ance of David C. Miller.edilor of the Ad-
vocate, also a maiiaou, who bocauie his
publisher. I pass brielly over a series of
tacts which were judicially established,
embracing the arrest of Morgan, his con- -
veyance lo and coiiliiiemeitt iu the couti- -
ty jail at Caiiamlaigiia, from which lie!
was released and conveyed by night iu
close carriages through ltochesicr, Clark-so- n

and along the Biilge road to Fort Ni-
agara, in the magazine of which he was
confined. While t.'tus confined a knight
templar encampment was in sin lied at
Lewistou. When at supper the Zealand
enthusiasm of the templars having been
aroused by siccches ami wine. Col. Wm.
King, of , invited four men
(Whitney, Howard, Chubbuck, and Gar-sid- e)

from their seats at the banqueting
table into an adjoining apartment, where
he informed them that he had an order
from the grand Master (De Witt Clinton
the execution of which required their as-
sistance. This party was then driven to
Nia-rara- , reaching the fort a little before
twelve o'clock.

Upon entering the magazine Col. King
informed Morgan thai his friends had
completed their arrangements for his re-
moval to aud residence upon a farm in
Canada. Morgan walked with them to
the wharf, w here a boat was held iu read-
iness for trleui by Elisha Adams, an inva-
lid soldier, iuto which the party passed
and rowed away, Adams leiiiainiiiir to
warn the boat oil' ly signal if on its re-
turn any alarm had been given, it was
nearly two o'clock in the morning when
the boat came back, having, as Adams
expres-e- d it, lost one man, only live of
the six being oil board w licit the boat re-
turned. When the boat reached a Hiint
where the Niagara river empties into
Lake Ontario, a rope being wound around
Morgan's lxnly, to either cud of which a
sinker was attached, he w as thrown over-
board. It is due to the memory of Gov.
Clinton to say that Col. King had no such
order and no authority to make use of his
name, it is proper also, to add that none
of these men survive. John Whitney, of
Rochester, whom I knew well, related all
the circumstances connected with the
last act iu that tragedy to me at Albany
iu 1831, in the presence of Siuieou B.
Jew ett, of Clarkson, and Samuel Barton,
of Lew iston.

ii.vDixG the body.
In Octol-er- , more than a year af

ter the abduction of Morgan, a body drif-
ted on shore near a small creek which en-
tered into Lake Ontario. A coroner's in-
quest was held, and a verdict rendered
that it was the body of an unknown per-
son. The coroner w rote out a minute
description of the body, and published it
along with the finding of the jury in an
Orleans county newspaper. That

attracting the attention of per-
sons well acquainted with Morgan, exci-
ted considerable interest. The widow
and several intimate friends of Morgan
seemed so confident that it was his body
that the committee apoiuted to investi-
gate the abduction determined to hold an-
other inquest, of w hich public notice w as
given. Ou the day apKiinted some sixty
or seventy people assembled at the mouth
of Oak Orchard creek, where the body of
the unknown man was interred. Before
ojicning the grave Mrs. Morgan aud Dr.
Strong described certain marks upon
Morgan's body, by means of which it
could lie identified. When the rude cof-
fin was ojiened the body it contained dis-
closed the peculiarities described, and af-
ter deliberate examination, the jurors de-
clared it unanimously the body of Wm.
Morgan. From this verdict no oue pres-
ent dissented, aud for a week or leu days
the question seemed to be settled.

THE BODY CI.AIMKD AGAIN.

Late in October there came a report
that the body declared to be that of Wm.
Morgan was claimed hy his family lo be
that of Timothy Monroe, a Canadian,
who was swept in a small boat over Ni-
agara Falls eleven daj-- s previous to the
time that the body was w ashed ashore at
the mouth of Oak Orchard creek. The re-
mains in the meantime had been taken by
Mrs. Morgan to Batavia. A third inquest
was now to be held for the purpose of es-
tablishing the claim of Mrs. Monroe. A
large concourse of citizens wa in atten-
dance. Mrs. Monroe ajqared, and gave
a description of her husband's lierson
aud of the clothes in w hich he left home
ou the morning of the day he w as drown-
ed. Previous to her examination Bates
Cook, chairman of the Morgan investiga
ting coiiini'ilee, examined the clothes n

from the body and carefully jire'erv- -
ed by the coroner w ith great minuteness,
This enabled him to test the accuracy of
Mrs. Monroe's knowledge and memory,

Neither Mrs. Monroe nor any person
sympathizing with her or interested in.
the identification of the body as that of
Monroe had access to it or had seen any j

of the wearing apparel of the deceased.
And yet Mrs. Monroe not only gave a
general description of each garment, but
underwent a rigid by
Mr. Cook of more than an hour, iu
which she described w ith singular accu-
racy every rent and patch found iu each
garment. She indicated buttons" she had
ser ed on the patalooiis to replace those
lo.. which did not match the others. She j

alio described one stocking that had been
darned w ith yarn of a different color. In I

a word, her description of the clothing !

w as so accurate in every particular as to
leave no doubt that each article had been
under her special care. But, wonderful-
ly accurate as she had been on this point,
she was most strangely w rong in her des-
cription of the lio'fy, Monroe being at
least three incites taller than the corpse.
She described her hair and
whiskers as coarse and black, adding that
his hair had been cut quite short a few
days Iwfure he was drow ned, w hile that
upon the head of the deceased was long,
silky and of a chestnut color. Monroe's
sou confirmed his mother's testimony re-
lating Imth to the clothes and the Uidy.
No attempt was made to impeach either,
nor was there any doubt that Monroe had
been drowned as alleged, it w as dilficult

to reconcile these conflicting statements.
Mr. Monroe was as clearly right about
the clothes as she was w rong about the

found iu them.
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resulted in finding that the body previ-
ously adjudged to tie Morgan's was that
of Timothy Monroe. There w ere other
circumstances connected with the disap-jiearan- ce

; w as found on the hill day f October,
I leavibg-b- ut , ut incite tUy Ui
tulft a distance of forty miles, where it
was found. It is understood that drown-
ed jieraoiia remain several days under the
water. It was ascertained by meteoro-- I
logical records that, during the interval

j between Monroe's death ami the finding
of the IkmIv at Oak Orchard Creek, the

I wind blew most of the time up the lake.
Now, as there is no current iu Lake
Ontario, and as objects float w ith rather
than against the wind, it seemed improb-
able that the btwiy found should be that
of Monroe; while ou the other hand it
seemed equally improbable that a niau
drow ned in the latter part of September,
lS-'- O, could lie found in a tolerable state
of preservation in tketober, IMJ". So that
there were irreconcilable fact and cir-
cumstances connected with this strange
history.

Mrs." Morgan and the (intimate friends
of Morgan descri!-e- marks upon his per-
son before seeing thai body, which left
no doubt in the minds of all present that
it was the remains of her husband.
Strangely enough, however, she repudi-
ated every article of clothing found upon
the body. And yet Mrs. Monroe, who
came from Canada, readily described ev
ery article, garment by garment, 'with
minute and startling accuracy. While,
therefore, up to tlie time that .Mr. Mon
roe apjieared there were no just grounds
for discrediting the correctness of the
secoud inquest, yet after the third inquest
had been held at Jlatavla there was a
strong re-a- ion in public opinion. Al
though the gentleman associated w ith mc
in the investigation were still strongly of
the opinion that the body was tli.it ot v 1

Ham Morgan, my own preciouly clear
antl strong conviction w ere a good ileal
(listuroed. --Nor can 1 now, after nearly
fifty years' anxious inquiry and reflection,
say that I am satisfied that it was or
ntit the hotly of William Morgan.

The diserciiiicies about hair and lieard
between Mrs. Morgan and Mrs. Monroe,
after the conclusion of the third or Bata-
via inquest, induced those who claimed
the body to lie that of Timothy Monroe to
say that the hair had been pulled out and
the whiskers shaved oft" to make it resem-
ble Morgan. That could only have been
done in the presence of between sixty and
severity persons, some of w hom w ere dem-
ocrats and other frrrnasons, and yet all
must have seen aud consented to the fraud.
The last Inquest was held only a few days
before the election. No other questions
entered into the canvass. The excite-
ment was greater than 1 had treviously
or have since w itnessed.

The statement published in the Times
of the 10th inst., over the signature of
Captain Samuel l. .Masters, of Greenwich,
in relation to the fate of William Morgan,
whose ftupMsed abduction and murder by
the Masonic fratrruity in caused
great excitement in this country, has
brought to public notice another witness,
whose testimony is corroborative of that
of Capt. Masters iu every particular.

Frequent excursions were of
course made to the shore, but it was not
until ou or about the olh of February,
1S30, that the second cutter, of which he
was one of the crew, was ordered by the
commandant, Capt. Skinner, to go ashore
with some of the officers.

rectly home. He told his stories in rela-
tion to Morgan, but so great was the ex-
citement at the time lhat no one believed
him. He is still convinced that William
Morgan was the man seen in Aia Minor
in February, ll,

The captain says lie I a disinterested
w itnes. He is not a Mason, and has no
interest iu the matter except to uy tne
truth before the public. He distinctly re-

members the date of the occurrence, fix-

ing it by the time of the destruction of
the man-of-w- ar Hornet, aud the hanging
of an old shipmate, Wnmdoll. on Giblict
Island, New York, which occurred one
year alter he w Morgan.

If the statements of Captain Masters
and Hitchcock an-t- be taken for the
trulh, an 1 no evidence has ever been ad-

duced to contradict thetn, then the ques-

tion of the Morgan mystery must tie con
sidered as definitely settled the only con-

clusion being that Morgan cithfr went
of his own accord, or was iu soiue manner
transiiorted to Asia Minor, became a
Turk, and doub'-Us-s died a natural deiuu.

Retieat the same oiicralioii until
LUe result U a hue, pure, and brilliant
powder of gold. This powder, mixed
with common salt and pow dered cream of
tartar, and stirred up in w ater, serves for
gilding.

As another method of gilding, Boulct
Mouvel gives the following:

Ikhsolve in aqua ragia one grain of fi no
gold, previously rolled out very thin, in
a Krcelian capsule heated on the sand
bath and concentrated till it is the color
of ox blood. Add a pint of distilled wa-
ter, hot, in which have been 4
grains of white cyanide of potassium,
fctir with a glass rod, and filter the li-

quid througe unsized mpr. To gild
w ith this liquid, it is heated a little above
lukew armnc.-s- , and the articles to lie gilt
are immersed in it and supported ujhiu a
piece of very clean zinc.
